Carolina, is 2 mi1e S. 70° W. of Spruce Pine on both sides of U. S. High. 
way 19E. It consists of an extensive series of older vorldngs on the north 
west side of the road and srnafl.er more recent ones to the southeast (the 
southeast area is included in this application). The older underground wokings 
to the northwest are all inaccessible and were not mapped. They include 
six shafts and an open cut from which a I degree incline is reported to 
extend 200 feet to the southwest This part of the mine was discovered about 
l9l1 by J. H. Poteat Most of the mining was done about 1917-1920 by 
J. E. Burleson who is reputed to have produced about 322S,0O0 worth of mica. 
The mine was operated on a small scale in 1930 by I. Laughridge, rt and 
Corb Buchanan, and in 1939 by W. T. hippy and C. T. Bailey." 


'The newer part of the mine southeast of the highway (area of 
interest) consists of a deep open cut with drifts and a series of shaUo 
pits which e1oited a dilferent pegmatite. This was started about 1932-33 
by J. C. Pitman and was further worked, in l9L2 by the Whitehall Company, 


In l91 G. W. Mason and R• N. Love operated for about 6 months, and were 
followed by ei I"änes, Inc. (s. 0.Spoon) for about 2 months and by Homer 
His'a from November until January 19L5," 


"The mine southeast of the road is in an area underlain by 
coarse-grai1ried sodic granite containing genies inclusions, The pegmatite is 
a vertical dike striJdng uniformly northeast and extending for at least 
300 feet, It averages about 20 feet thick and seems to en1are slightly 
wi. th depth. Contacts are mostly definiè though not sharp because of the 
similarity of the granite country rock and the pegxiiatite." 


"The pegmatite is composed mainly of plagioclase, quartz and 
rricroc1ine with sma1]r amount of muscovite, sericite and garnet. Three 
lithologic zones are distinguishable. The border zons consists of medii

grained white plagioclase, quartz in small particles, with iinor uicroc1ino 
and greenish brown muscovite, This zone is 3 to 13 feet thick, constitutec' 
the bulk of the pegmatite and in places its entire width. Inside is a dis. 
continuous zone as much as 6 feet thick of pink b1oc1r perthitic microcline 
of comnercial grade and minor plagioclase, with green 9 A" mica next to the 
corc The core, also discontinuous, consists of gray quartz pods as much as 


feet thick, Fine green scaly sercits coats fracture surfaces, Garnet 
occurs as small dull red crstals,. 


"Mica is sparsely distributed throuiout the pegmatite with 
greenish brown iüscovite more concentrated near the walls, especially the 
south wall, and green "A" muscoite next to the quartz pods. Many books 
have groan edges and brown centers. Rod, black and green stain spots about 
1/20 inch across, possibly iron odde, are moderately conmn. Flattened 
garnets (1/180 inch in diameter) and quartz particles (1/8 inch diameter) are 
included in some of the mica books, the garnet being especially comwon in 
the green AI! mica. Much of the mica is tied', contains inarr cracks and 
reeves, is considerably ruled, and in p!Irt wedgo .shaped. Ibst is scrap." 


The work in l9181 ..L resulted in the sale of S77,L1 pounds of ndca 
for $2,781.33 to the Colonial Mica Corporation. Of this amount 11% was 
No. 1, 68 % was No, 2., and 21$ No, 3. Four different Cperator 
worked the mine during this interval, Production of mica during 1918.2 by the 
Whiteha].]. Company amounted to a little over $3,000, 


from the above it is apparent that none of the operators during 
World War II, operated the mine for mica t a profit. Furthermore, as it is 
located in a swamp below a large collecting areas efforts to clean it out 
and operate same will be expensive, lso, past records suggest that most 
of the mica is of poor quality, Therefore, it appears to the examiners that 
the proper action to take is to dex,r the application,
