Since the original examination in September l9SI, the 
applicant has done considerable bulldozing on the property and sunk 
a 12foot test pit in the floor of and at the end of a cut on the 
northeast corner of the property, The pit was flooded to the 
collar; however, Ir Ohs reported that it was sunk entirely in 
"slate" (mica'.sthist)'. He has some vague idea that he will encounter 
a micbearing pagmatite whon he cute through the mica schist, There 
is no geologic basis for this opinions 


At the southtest corner of the worked area, ?, Clue 
has cut a trch about 100 ft long and obtained about 6O worth of 
mica. This mica is associated with a quartz lens. 


The suiimary of conditions as given in the original 
examination report still applies. Apparentr a few scattered mice 
rich areas have been accidentaUy located in the thick, perthite-'rich 
alaskite; however, the possibility for the discovery of a worthwhile 
mica deposit is very poor. Additional work is not warranted. 


The denial should be reaffirmed.
