The Field Examiners re-visited this property November 2, 1955 
with We Latt Young and a *. Riddle. Apparently 1 r. Riddle has been 
taken in by Mr. Young as a partner. 


No new- exposures were available for inspection, nor was addi-
tional information available on extent or location of underground worldzigs, 
The "Burleson shaft" mentioned in r • Young's letter of September 20, 1955 
is the ' t13rornie shaft" shown on the map attached to the original examinaom 
which was denied by letter, dated November 5, 1954 


The information available on the "Brownie shaft"is as foUaez 


"The Brownie shaft, 90 feet southwest of the Briny Deep cut, is 
reported to be 210 feet deep. The upper hundred feet was examined by J. C. 
Olson on April l 1914, after mining there had ceased. Information con-
cerning the rest of the workings was obtained from a sketch section (made 
by Herb Hall) in the Colonial Mica Corporation files and from verbal des-
criptions by Frank Fortner of the Asheville Mica Company. From a point 
about 160 feet below the surface an old incline extends northeast and down-
ward to connect with the bottom of the Briny Deep incline • The last 
operators ran a 60--foot drift to the southwest at this level, with a short 
raise at the end. This proved unprofitable, so the shaft was deepened 
another 50 feet and a crosscut driven about 50 feet to the northwest; all 
these workings were in pegmatite. An 8-foot hole was drilled horizontally 
from the end of this crosscut, but the northwest wall of the Pegmatite was 
not reached. Operations ceased in 1rch, when mica in paying quantities was 
not found."


No other information is available • The examiners cannot recoimmend 
work at the new location proposed in Xro Young's letter. Fr thermeore, there 
is considerable doubt. as to the competence of Mr. Young and Mr, Riddle,

2. Comments: 


Geological premise: The premise that the pegmatite will 
not continue is based on the unprofitable nature of 
the last operation, the results of which indicate 
that the old workings may have been sunk to the bottom 
of the pegmatite. 


Geological criteria: 
1. Conformable pegmatite from a few inches to 60 feet 


thick. 
2. Pinching out of pegmatite, upward and downward. 
3. Mica of good quality but of sparse occurrence 


throughout pegmatite. 


Future possibilities: Not good for discovery of strategic 
mica beyond limits of old workings. 


Recommendations: The Nonmetallic Minerals Division concurs in 
the Field Teams recommendation to deny the application. 
The Geological Survey and the Bureau of Mines are in agree-
ment.

3. This mine appears to have been worked to the point 
where future operations probably would not encounter any sizable 
quantities of strategic mica.

The Ray mine has been worked by many operators over a long period 
of time. Underground workings are extensive and their locations are not 
laioiin. The block of ground proposed by the applicant to be explored contains 
old —workings according to an unpublished report. It is reconmiended by the 
field examiners that the application be denied as the area held under lease 
by the applicant contains extensive old workings to considerable depth - 
which may have been sunk to the bttn of the mica-bearing peginatlte. The 
last operation during Wold War II was unprofitable. 


The Ray mine is 2.3 miles S. 31 O Be of BurnsiUe, Yancey County 
North Carolina on a steep hillside one-ha]f mile east of Bow].ene Creek. 
Access to the mine is via one-half mile of jeep road. 


The property was examined on October 8, 1951&. Messrs. Latt Young, 
Fletcher Phillips, Wilson, Cook, Presnell, and Miller accompanied the 
examiners on the inspection which required two and one-ha]! hours. 


The following information is taken from an unpublished report of 
the U.S.G.S. by John M. Parker III: 


The Wray mine has been worked by a great many operators over a long 
period of time. It is reported to have been opened in 1869 by Garratt Ray, who 
worked until 388, prably in the Briny Deep cut. During the seventies John 
Young and a We Gear started waking the -dear pit. 	 ' E. Burleson re-
opened the mine about ].flj, and sank a shaft from the Briny Deep cut at 
considerable expense. Oliver H. Howell operated the mine in 1931-329 The 
dates of s everal other early operations are not accurately known. The Wray 
Mining Company (Asheville Mica Company) reppened the mine late in :19142:, 
working first in the Jess Penland cut, then in the Brownie and the Do].ph 
Hensley shafts, and finally sinking the new south shaft. The mine was 
hbandoned as unprofiable on May S, 39146 


The workings extend for 6S0 feet in a line trending N. 250 Be 
They lie on both sides of a small stream and extend high up a steejp bill 
slope. Many of the older workings are muck-filled or inaccessible, hence 
probably less than half of the mine was mapped. 


At the north end is a shallow, slumped cut about 120 feet long, 
in which is exposed about 140 feet of kao].inized peginatite between j2peiss 
walls. Little mica was noted.
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Next in line to the southwest is the Jess Penland cut, a narrow 
slat about 60 feet long, S to 35 feet wide, and 3.70 feet deep; it dips 650 
to 800 west. An unknown number of old muck."fifled lofts extends north and 
south from this cut. The hanging wall of the pegmatite is exposed only for 
a short distance at the surface, so that the thickness is uncertain; its 
madnnn, however, is nre than ]5 feet. At the north end of the cut the 
pegmtite pinches out upward and to the north, and at the south end of the 
lowest workings accessible, the pegmatite is reported to pinch out to the 
southeast and to bottom in country-rock s]ate. ø Very little mica could be 
seen in these workings. 


About 200 feet farther southwest are the Buzzards Roost workings, 
which were reached by a steep incline from the north, a veitical shaft, and 
a short tunnel from the south. Evidently these workings are ]arge. No 
pegmatite is visible from the surface and nothing was learned of the geolo 
below.


The Tampin incline, 20 feet southeast of the Buzzards Roost shaft, 
extends southeast from the floor of a narrow cut about 100 feet long. It is 
filled with muck to within 40 feet of the surface, so that its extent and 
possible connection with the Buzzard Roost workings axe not known. The peg-
matite exposed on the northeast wall pinches out upward at the head of the 
cut.

The gneiss contains abundant tourmaline near the pegmatite contact on the 
east side of the Jess Penland cut. 


The pegmatite exposed in the various workings is probably " al]. pt 
of the sane body. Its thickness ranges from a new inches in the 'Dolph 
Hensley workings to otier 60 feet (reported) in the Brownie shaft. In at 
least three places (Jess Penland, Tmpin, and Dolph Hensley workings) the 
pegmatite can be observed to pinch out upward, and in one (Jess Penland) it 
is reported to pinch out downward as well. Many of the workings are inclined 
to the south"outItwest, reportedly following similarly oriented mica columns 
or tic himneys, tt These features live thèimpression that the pegeatite is a 
geajod, dipping steeply to the east-'southeast and rating south-southwest. 
Its irregular upper edge apparently lies near the surface of the steep hill- 
side, so that in places the pegmatite is exposed (as in the Briny Deep and 
Gear cuts) and in others its contact is beneath the surface ( as at Buzzard 
Roost and the head of the Jess Pen3,3nd cut). Too little of the underground 
geology could be accurately surveyed, however, to make certain of this 
interpretation. 


For the most part the pegmatite is conformable with the foliation 
of the enclosing gneiss, but in several placea, particularly in the Gear cute 
it is sharply discordant.

It 
is commonly bent or broken, with the fractures filled by quartz, Pale green 
translucent to transparent beryl is also abundant and occurs as well-formed 
crystals 1 1/2 inches in maximum thickness, Small red garnet crystals and 
fine granular masses of garnet are plentiful. Autunite, thulite, and 
columbite"4anta].ite are present but rather rare. 


The muscovite is of good grade, and is of clear, red rum color. 
Some is ruled or has "An structure. What little mica can be seen in the 
mine seems to be most abundant near the walls. It is reported to be con-
centrated in lichimneys iv or shoots, but this could not be checked by observation, 


The conditions under which the survey was maclw were so unfavorable 
that sufficient data could not be obtained to form a sound opinion on the 
future prospects of the mine. The unprofitable nature of the last opratimn 
may indicate that, the mica is worked out so far as mica is concerned.1
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The above report indicates the edstence of a tunnel between the 
Briny Deep Cut and Gear Cut, the location where the applicant proposed to. 
drive an exploratory shaft, (it should be noted that the sketch stthmitted 
by the applicant is not correct, the relative positions of the Buzzard 
Roost shaft and Gear shaft being reversed). 


It is recommended that the application for exploration assistance 
be denied.
