2. Comments: 


Geological premise - The chance that the pegmatite will 
continue and be productive of strategic mica is not 
promising, since the exposures in existing workings 
indicate that the pegmatite has limited extent along 
strike and dip, and most of the mica is small and 
badly cracked. 


Geological criteria: 
1. Disconformable and unzoned peginatite - 1k' to 2*' 


thick. 
2. Pegmatite tends to pinch out along strike and 


"finger out" down dip. 
3. Both ruby and green mica, small in size, badly 


cracked and ribboned. Green mica is "flat-A 
type. 


Future possibilities - Not good for recovery of sizable 
amounts of strategic mica, since only a small percent 
of the "mine run" mica would yield sheet mica sizes.

One trench about 100' x 15' x 5t trending N. 800 L, was made 
along the strike of a pegmatite. fron the northeast end of this cut a 20..

trench about 200 feet to the east of the adit and which crsscuts the
