?he Appltca*t proposed a two-tage drilling program for a 
total of lIiOO feet of diamond drilling at an estimated cost of 
$9,3%OO.


On December 29, 195h, members of the Field Team met with 
ofltciale of the corporation and requested additional information 
from them, which they agreed to supply. 


As of July 2]., 1955, the corporation had not supplied the 
requested information and on August 1, we wrot. to inform them that 
it the information wea not received within thirty days that tbez 
application would be placed in our inactive files.
