The Field Team has recoimnended the application be denied. 


There have been several attempts niAc to operate a mine on 
this property. None of these have been successful, including work 
which was done during World War II. The old workings are inacces-
sible, but recent stripping has failed to disclose favorable evidence 
of strategic mica. The small size of the pegmatite bodies containing 
very limited amounts, of mica do not represent favorable exploration 
targets.

Exposures available for inspection at this place do not 
suggest the presence of a worth while mica deposit. The examiners recs. 
ommend that the application be denied. 


The deposit was examined February 17, 19. Ir. Bill Buchanan 
accompanied the examiners on the inspection which required two hours. 


The Mack Thomas Mine is 1000 feet west of N. C. iway No. 80, 
and one mile airline due south of Bakereville, Mitchell County, N. C. Access 
is possible by jeep at all times. 


Workings consist of considerable recent bulldozer stripping 
especially along the northeast end, one recent 2-foot shaft, a caved 10.. 
foot shaft sunk in 1943 with an unknown amouht of drifting, and several old caved pits near the southwest end. No openings are at present accessible, 
and at only two places is pegmatite exposed. Workings extend over a dis-
tance of approdniately 300 feet. 


It appears that at least two pegmatites occur, They are not 
continuous on strike and apparently pinch and swell, Where exposed the peg 
matites are emplaced along a zone of fractured and contorted mica schist 
which has been converted to vermiculite schist in the zone of weathering.
