2. Comments: 


The applicant proposed to explore a forked pegmatite that 
had been prospected to a limited extent by two small open cuts 
norma]. to the trend. The main body is 36 inches in thickness. 
One fork is 36 inches while the other fork is only 6" to 18" 
in thickness, 


The pegmatite where examined by the field team Is composed 
essentially of quartz and burr rock. A small amount of soda 
feldspar and poor quality muscovite are present. Accessory 
minerals are garnet and pyrite. Mica Is ruby colored, hard, 
small, contains abundant black spots and all is bent and wavy. 
Mica Is not abundant. 


Another thin pegmatite near the Hoyle house was examined. 
A short incline exposes a thin pegmatite which has been broken 
by post-peginatite faulting. Only mica of inferior quality occurs 
in this pegmatite.

The exininers conclude that these peginatites are neither 
of sufficient size nor contain sufficient mica of strategic 
grade to warrant exploration. Therefore, they recommend that 
the application be denied. 


The Nonmetallic Minerals Division concurs in the field team's 
recommendation. The Commodity Specialists of the GeologIcal Survey 
and Bureau of Mines also concur in the recommendation.

The Field Team has reconunended. the applicant's proposal be 
denied.


Examination of two pegmatite occurrences indicated strategic 
mica is unlikely to be found in sufficient quantities to justify 
Government exploration assistance. The pegmatites are mainly composed 
of quartz and burr rock. Smr-1l amounts of mica occur in the pegma-
tites, but is all of poor quality. 


The evidence presented in their report substantiates the 
recommendation for a denial. I concur with their conclusions that 
this application be denied.

Apparently surface pitting and a short tunnel have been 
driven. The results of this work are not given in the application. 
The Spruce Pine Depot report indicates favorable mica occurs on the 
prospect, but we cannot determine what quantity zy be present from 
the limited data in the application. 


Although this application lacks considerable essential 
data, it is unlikely that the operator is conetent to present any 
new information. 


I recoinnend the application be referred to the Field. Team 
for their review and a possible field excwdnation when it is con-
venient.
