Pegmatite - Unzoned, conformable to hornblende gneiss wall rock, 2* 
to 4 feet thick, and exposed along strike for 35 feet. 


Old workings - Bulldozer cut 6 feet deep by 35 feet long. 


Method of exploring - Bulldozing, 250 feet of shaft and 150 feet of 
drift.. 


Economics - No previous production, mica is of non-strategic quality. 
No possibilities for production. The DMEA and the conmodity mem-
bers from the GeolOgical Survey and Bureau of Mines concur in the 
Field Team recommendation to deny the application.

Most of the mica at this mine is not of strategic quality. It 
is reconnuended that exploration assistance be denied. 


The Martin Morentz is 14.0 airline miles N• 23° W of Boone, 
Watauga County, North Carolina. It is on the east side of Howard's Creek 
Road LS miles by road from the junction of old U. S. Highway 221, 


The deposit was examined on May i, l95. Mr. Dave Dagger accom-
panied the examiners on the examination which required one hour. 


Only a limited amount of work has 'beexi done on the property. A 
bulldozer cut about 6 feet deep along a pegxnatite has exposed it on its 
strike for about 3 feet. The body is 2 1/2 to . 14 . feet thick and shows no' 
apparent zoning. It strikes N. 20°'W. but has a variable dip 'which averages 
about 300 to the northeast. The pegmatite cbns±sts of plagioclase, 
perthite, quartz and muscovite, in order of abundance, It is confgrmable to the enclosing wall rock which is hornbleñde gneiss' exCept for a thin 
zone of mica schist about 6 inches thick along the ccntacts of the body'. 


The mica tends to be distributed even1y throughout the pegmatite, It is ruby-colored, badly curved and waz'pd and contains in part biotite-
inclusions and ,other mineral staining. Most of the mica will not flEet 
stockpile qu 1i,icatjo far strategic mica because of its curved 
character. Because of this application for exploration assistance should 
be denied.
