Verr
little comprehensive exploration has occurred on this irregular 2-foot wide
pegmatite 80 that the field team recommends DMEA assistance. The sug­
gested work consists of preliminary bulldozing along- stx'ike to better expose
the character 'ot .the pegmatite and for optimum positioning of stage II,
which consists of ,0 feet of incline and 80 feet of' lave:l (drift and/or
crosscut).. .


The fieJd team. examined the prospect on November 2, 19", and were
accompanied by the applicant Mr. Howard McKinney. The a.pplicant had had
experience in mica mining and has been associated with PMEA contracts in
the past (DMEA,-3619). He seems capable of doing an adequate job. The
property descriPtJ..-on and tie-in to a reoCOgniZ.ad corner is entire.ly too ') ).

The property is situated 2.75 miles SE or Bakersville Mitchell
COWlty in Snow Creek Township, about 400 yards uphill and north of
Highway 26 between Spruce Pine and Bakersville (MicavilJJe Quadrangle,
1927, 1/24000). .


The exposed pegmatite is a somewhat irregular 2-flOOt wide vein
striking roughly N. 300 E 65-800 SE. The pegmatite cons:Lsts of an
irregular disseminated mixture of plagioclase, potash feldspar, quartz
with rare beryl and tine biotite, sericite. The mica 113 rather abund­
ant, but small, consisting ot 2-4 inch books of clear grt~en, flat A mica
with some bending and ruling. '
