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Excerpts from Field Team Report: 


Rocks on the lease consist entirely of the Cranberry granite-
grieiss of Archean age. At other places the Cranberry has 
granitoid texture, but on the Simmons* property neissic 
lineation and foliation are well developed. Rocks in the 
whole vicinity are contorted and compressed, and thrust 
faults are common, 


Preliminary work done by the Applicant consists of two 
trenches, about 0 feet apart, cut into the steeply sloping 
mountainside, and are referred to as Adkins Nos. 1 and 2. 


Adkins No. 1 - The rock in this cut is granite-gneiss with a 
pegmatite mass 5 feet long and 20 inches exposed. Anomaus 
radioactivity is limited to the pegmatite. A chemical aialysis 
of a 5-foot chip sample across the pegmatite shows .017% U308. 


Adkins No. 2 - The rock in this cut is granite-gneiss. In 
this cut also, a pegmatite mass is exposed. The maximum 
thickness of the pegmatite is 20 inches, and its length is 
about 20 feet. Chemical analyses of one S-foot vertical 
chip sample and one 3-foot horizontal chip sample show .003 
and .006% U308 , re spectively.

, lhe anomalous radioactivity is rest±±cted to small and scattered 


pegmatites in the granite-gneiss they would present very 
difficult targets. Searching for the tiny pegmatite masses, 
would be aimless prospecting, also, the grade of the pegmatite 
material is too low to be mined economically. The Field Team 
and field examiners therefore concur in recommending the subject 
application be denied.

I have reviewed the Report of ExAmination of Dk Docket 
4063, dated January 18, 1955, and received in this office January 
25. I have also discussed it with Joseph 0. Hosted, Washington 
representative of the Atomic Ener Commission. 


Simmons and Simmons applied to DJ1EA for assistance to óx-
plore for uranium on 42 acres of land located about one and a half 
miles northeast of the community of Elk Park, Avery County, N. C. 


An exnination of the subject property on December 15, 1955, 
by a D4EA Field Team revealed that anomalos radioactivity is confined 
to ØmRll penatit masses in the Cranberry granite-gneiss. Conse-
quent].y, the examiners recommend that the application for DNEA assist-
ance be denied because an exploration project on the subject property 
would have a poor chance of discovering significant tonnages of ore. 


We concur in the recommendation Of the Field Examiners that 
the application be denied. Results of samples from the Adkin Lease, 
as shown in Table I of the Report of Examination, indicate that miner-
alization is. poor and at beat would have to be at least 10 to 30 times 
greater to be marketable.

Subject: Review of Field Team report. 


The applicants requested assistance in exploring a general 
area in which small lenses of radioactive pegmatite occur. Two 
proposals were submitted, one calling foshaft sinking and drifting 
at an estimated cost of $140,000.00, the other for diamond and plug 
bit drilling, sinking and drifting at a cost of $61,038.00. 


Two small open cuts have been made in two small conformable 
pegmatites, in gneissic granitic rock. The cuts are about 500 feet 
apart.


The highest radiometric count obtained by the examiners 
was 0.25 Mr/Hr. Three chip samples were taken which on analysis 
showed: -

I have reviewed the attached application of Simmons & Simmons, 
DIEA. Docket 4063, dated October 28 and received in this office November 
17. I have also discussed it with Joseph 0. Hosted, Washington repre-
sentative of the Atomic Energy Commission. 


Simuns & Simmons have applied for Federal assistance to 
explore for uranium on the Adkins properties in Avery County, North 
Carolina. The applicants submitted two exploration projects, either 
of .thich may be used, but not both. The first proposed project in-
cludes 300 feet of inclined shaft at $60 per foot and 280 feet of 
drift at $45 per foot. The total estimated cost of the first proj-
ect is $40,000. The second proposed project includes 1,200 feet of 
core drilling at $4.50 per foot, 1,200 feet of rotary drilling at 
$4.00 per foot, 138 feet of inclined shaft at $60.00 per foot, and 
l00 feet of drift at $45.00 per foot • The total estimated cost of 
the alternate project is $61,038.28. 


The subject property is not part of the Spruce Pine pegma-
tite district. Many of the uranium minerals found in this area are 
not associated with pegmatites. 


We recommend that the application be xef erred to the Field 
Team for examination and report.

pile.
