Your letter of June 13, 1956 addressed to Mr. John J. 
Walker with reference to the minimum lease requirenents of the 
Government has been turned over to the writer. 


The difficulty involved is. obtaining long tern leases from 
the land owners without a clause inserted therein that unless 
exploration work is begun within six months or a year the lease 
will terminate. It has gotten to the place where those land 
owners owning desirable lease sites will not sigu a long term 
lease.


Would It be acceptable to the Defense Minerals Explo rat ion 
Administration for a five or ten year lease with a provision in-
serted therein that if exploration work is not begun within either 


say six months or a year, and prosecuted diligently! thereafter, 
the lease will terminate? It appears that without such an insertion 
we will not be able to get leases on desirable sites. That Is a 
standard insertion in oil and gas leases, and It seems to iiio to be 
reasonable. 


I can well understand where a property owner would not care 
to tie up his property on a long term mineral 1ease unless there 
was Inserted in the lease a provision for its termThat ion if ex-
ploration work was not started within a lesser peripd of time. 


I will appreciate hearing from you with refernce to this 
matter at your convenience.
