The pegmatite has a quartz core 6 feet
wide. "Muscovite is abundant, but consists entirely of scrap,
non-strategic mica. It is found in green, wedge "A" blocks
(3-4 in. wide) of extremely poor quality.".

With the Field Team the examiners recommend denial of
the application.
