The previous contractors bulldozed a trench 125 feet by
30 feet wide by 20 feet deep and disclosed a pegmatite 12 to 18
feet thick for 100 feet. A vertical shaft was sunk 50 feet and a
crosscut 22 feet long was driven through the pegmatite. The shaft
followed the pegmatite for the 50 feet, and probably it was from
the shaft and crosscut that the mica sold was recovered. No
drifting was done in the pegmatite, and the contract was not
completed, The examiners, in their Final Report, page 1, say,
"additional exploratory work is warranted at this mine. Drifting

both northeast and southwest from the crosscut along the strike of
the mica-bearing portion of the pegmatite would determine better
the quantity and quality of the mica and aid in estimating reserves
of strategic mica.

The present epplicant says a shaft was sunk 6_§ feet and
has fallen in. That the 50-foot shaft is meant is not clear.
Since the 50-foot shaft was open in July 1955 it seems unlikely it
is filled with other than water now, but this applicant has other
ideas.
