The Raby Mine was re-examined on June 5, 1956, in the
company of IMr. H. Tallent, Mr. Ralph Cunningham, and Mr. V. J. Lynch,
of the U, S. Bureau of Mines.

Very little new work has been done since the original
field examination. New work consists only of opening a shallow
existing trench and two narrow trenches about 2 to L feet deep and
3 to 10 feet long.

No pegmatite exposed in these shallow trenches could be
stated as "in place', although some kaolinized fine-grained :
pegmatite was exposed northwest of the applicant's proposed shaft
site. O0ld, partially re-cemented muck exists in the new pits and
old pit.

The applicant's proposed plan of exploration is wishful
thinking that the pegmatite continues to a depth of 100 feet.
Many old and different tales exist about the depth and extent of old
works. Some state that the works went as deep as 80 or 90 feet,
but the evidence doesn't support that.
