Mica:	 No strategic mica. Is of scrap size and quality. Ruby in color. 


Penatite:
Two exposures: 1) a kaolinized, zoned peginatite 9 feet thick 


with a quartz core 2 feet thick, bounded on 
each side by 2 to 4 feet ribbed quartz, 
kaolinized feldspar and scrap muscovite. 


2) a peginatite discordant with migmatized biotite 
gneisa. 


Old Workings: 
5 partiafly filled, circular, uxitimbered pits up to 23 feet deep; 
2 inclined shafts; and an untimbered adit. 


Recommendations: 
Since only scrap mica occurs in the old workings, the Field Team 
reports that exploration is not warranted and recommend denial 
of the application. The Nonmetallic Minerals Division and the 
Commodity Members of the Bureau of Mines and Geological Survey 
concur.

Subject: Review of Field. Team report. 


The applicant requested assistance in exploring, by 
bulldozing, crosscutting and drifting, a pegznatite from which, 
according to the applicant, high-grade mica was obtained. during 
World War I. 


The exAminers found that the pegmatite had. been explored 
by numerous openings which afforded many faces and in none. of them 
was strategic mica visible, nor, apparently, did the openings 
indicate that other than scrap size mica had. been found in the 
course of the work. 


The examiners conclud.e that the old openings permit 
appraisal of the potential of the pegmatite and new work probably 
would. show only scrap ruby muscovite. They and the Field. Team 
recommend. deni1 of the application. 


I concur with that recommendation.
