Denial of application is recommended.

Historical data outlined chronologically:

1. This mine was the subject of (a) application
DMEA-1194X, which was denied because the proposed work
was in an area which had been previously explored and,
therefore, constituted development or mining work, and
(b) Contract No. Idm-E563 (DMEA-2961), which consisted
of driving a new adit below the 0ld adit "A" which work
did not result in a discovery. :

2. Subsequently the area was stoped down-dip from
adit "An, i

3. Knob Mining Company put in a raise from the lower
level to Adit "A" which showed up a block of unmined ore,
which 1s the subject of the applicant's proposal. Its
proposal consisted of driving 100 feet of crosscut to
intersect this block of ore and then drive 100 feet of

drifts along the strike of the pegmatite, for which he
requested $7,480.00.

4. The Field Team in its examination report of
September 5, 1956, recommended denial of the application
because although a block of strategic mica does exist
between the new adit (DMEA-2961) and Adit "A", the cost
of driving a new adit through about 100 feet of country
rock to intersect the pegmatite was estimated to be more
than the value of the potential target, besides, any other
approach would be unsafe. The Bureau of Mines concurred






in this denial. However, the Geological Survey dis-
agreed and recommended that the examiners consider
anew the implications of the "find" made in the raise.

5. Accordingly, pursuant to our request; the
Field Team made a re-appraisal of the application and
submitted a Supplemental Examination Report in which
they proposed a 2-stage exploration project. This con-
sisted of (Stage I) removal of muck from drift and bottom
of stoped area and 250 feet of percussion holes from the
present face to determine if Stage II was justified which
consisted of 150 feet of drifting. Total estimated cost
$7,096. They went on record as not recommending this con-
tract, but would not oppose such approval.

6. Recommendations by the commodity members:

(a) The Bureau of Mines -- approval of a staged
contract as outlined by the Field Team.

(b) The Geological Survey - The reasons given
by the Field Team for not recommending the
staged program outlined in their supplemental
report are adequate, and therefore will not
recommend Government participation in an
exploration project at this property.

7. Recommendation by the Nonmetallic Minerals Division:

Concurs in the Field Team's recommendation
and the Geological Survey's approval to deny the
application.

If a contract is approved, drifting should be subject to
results of preliminary drilling., Fercussion drilling would be
adequate ly to ascertain the thickness of the pegmatitey it is
doubtful if the quartz core could be recognized. Further, as it is
not common practice in the area to save cuttings, we doubt that an
adequate sample would be obtained. Diamond-drilling, for such a
short footage, would be excessively costly. '

That for and in consideration of the covenants and agreements
hereinafter set forth, to be done and performed by the party
of the second part, their successors or assigns, the party

of the first part has leased, and by these presents does lease
unto the party of the second part, its successors or assigns,
the exclusive right to prospect, mlne, raise and remove any
and all minerls, ores and mineral products in and upon the
following described property:

The mineral interest and mining privileges on a tract
of land consisting of 500 acres on the waters of Cowee
Creek in Macon County, North Carclina, being. a part of
the property conveyed to Junaluskee Lodge No., 145 by
Mary L. Bowers by deed, dated September 6, 1900, and
recorded in Book JJ, at page 136, Public Registry of
Macon County, and being the land on which the .mines known
as Beasley # 1 and # 2 are located, together with the
right of ingress, egress and regress to and from said

agreement of party of first part, beginning February 15, 1955,
this lease shall become null and void,

5. The party of the second part agrees to keep and
maintain complete and accurate records of all sales of minerals
removed from said property and to permit the party of the first
part, through its designated representatives, to inspect and
audit said records at any time.

6+ Upon the termination of this lease, or any extemnsion
thereof, the party of the second part shall have the right to
remove from the leased premises all bulldings, tools, machinery
and equipment belonging to the party of the second part. This
right shall, however, only accrue if all royalties then or
theretofore due, shall have been paid. If, at said. termination,
there shall remain unpaid royalty for mineral removed from
