An essentially vertical N 30° E trending fault
plane has produced marginal tension fractures which have
subsequently been filled with mica-bearing pegmatite. The
fracture planes are highly irregular, striking roughly
north-south and dipping from horizontal to 40° east.

The Field Team concludes that the small size of
individual structures and the suggzested lack of close spacing
make the target extremely small for the outside costs of

- exploration. Ths:efore, they recommend that the application

be denied.
