The mine is honeycombed with shafts, some of which are caved,
drifts and stopes, the extent and location of which are un-
known. The examining engineers report that an expleration
project would have to consist of a shaft at least 180 feet
deep to get below the old workings, besides the drifting anmd
crogscutting. This work should be preceded by approximately
470 feet of diamond drilling at 200 feet depth which would
cost approximately $2,350.00. According to the field exam-





iners, this work would cost in excess of $20,000, which is
excessive in comparison with the value of the target.

Recommendations: .
Because of the foregoing data, the Field Team recommends
1 denial of this application. The Nommetallic Minerals

The applicant requested assistance in exploring s
pegmatite, credited with the production of strategic mica.

The examiners found much work had been done and the
ground "honeycombed", probably to considerable depth. From an
80-foot shaft, sunk in 1954, as reported, $7,000 worth of mica wes
recovered. The report was not verified, but if true, a fair measure
of the potential of the pegmatite is afforded. The cost of further
work is so disproportionate to the apparent potential the examiners
and the Field Team recommend that the aspplication be denied.

I concur with that recommendation.

The Field Examiners were fagorably impressed by the
apparent size and continuity of the pegmatite and the quality of
such mica as they could see. It is signficant that most of the
dat® given in ther examination report are in the "reported"
category, and there are few incontrovertible facts available for
first-hand examination.

We agree with the examiners conclusion that it is
impractical to propose shaft-sinking in an area apparently honeycombed
with old workings, most of whose position and extent are unknown.

It would require approximgtely 470 feet of drilling to intersect
the pegmatite with two 60  core-drill holes, at 200 feet depth.
This would cost approximately $2350.

Thus the cost of exploring, either by drilling or shaft-
sinking, seems to be excessive in comparison to the size and possible
value of the target. We agree with the recommendation for denial.

Summary ©

Muscovite is Wwery abundant in the floor of a 200-ft long
cut, and in the dump material. Several deep shafts (one reported to
be 130 ft deep) bottomed in a pegmatite with a quartz core. Re-
ports from Mr. John Burleson state that the pegmatite encountered was
from 2 ft thick on the northwestend to about 15 ft thick on the
southeast end.

Because of the reported depth of o0ld works, and unknown
extent of the drifts, it is recommended that the application be
denied. Any exploration done would have to be at a depth of 180-
ft or more. —
Location:

The John Burleson (Old Bowers, or 0ld Doc Moore)Mica Mine
is 0.93 airline miles N 69FE from the town square of Franklin, |
Macon County, N. C. (Franklin, N.C. Quad.,TVA., 1/24,000.Ed.1946).

Examination:

The Mine was examined July 23; 1956, in the Company of
Mr. Roy H. Fouts, Mr. Wm. Dinnes, and Mr. John B, Burleson, the
landowner. Two hours were spent on the examination.
History:

The mine has been worked since 1900. by many operators. It
was opened by the Bowers Brothers, who sank a reported 130 ft shaft

(now caved) then worked in 1909 by The Franklin Enterprise Co., and

in 1944 by the A B and D Mica Company.





The last work was done in 1954 by Jim Berry from an 80 ft
shaft. He is reported to have recovered $7,000 worth of guscovite.
Workings: <

Present workings consist of N 60° ﬁ open cuf, & 200 ft long
15 to 30 ft.wide and 10 to 20 ft deep; 4 existing vertical shafts,
37,40, 65 and 80 ft deep, and 2 filled shafts. Onehundred feet to the
south of the main opecn cut two shalbw pits now exist (former shafts?)
on another, smaller pegmatite. |

Pegmatite, Gneiss, and Muscovite:

Two pegmatites exist on the property. The northernmost one
is at least;: 200 ft long and from 2 to 15 ft thick. It is reported
to be 2 ft thick on the northwestern end and at least 15 ft thick on
the southeaotern end of the cut. Massive quartz on the dump in-
dicate a body with a probable quartz core.

The dike strikes N 60° W and dips vertically (reported). It
is discorddnt to the foliation of the biotite gneiss country rock
which strikes N 75° E and dips 35° SE (USGS-Report) |
| The southernmost pegmatite on which é reported 18-ft shaft
has been sunk, 1s/reported 4 ft thick wf%h a strike of N 65° W and
a dip of 750 SW (see USGS-report).

The muscovite in the dump material is up to 3 inches wide,
clear and ruled.

Biotite is reported in the feldspathic layers of the body
along with a little muscovite. |

The applicant reports that J. R. Berry recovered about
$7,000 worth of muscovite ffom‘this deposit in 1954,‘however, Mr.
Berry's only sale to the GSA Depot in Spruce Pine, N.C., was for
573 1bs of full trim valued at $6,295 and reporfed under the mine
name ""Rock Cut."

Recommendations

Although a sizeable deposit of mica-bearing pegmatite may
exist, any eXplora?ion would have to be done at a great depth, at
least 180 ft. to Xégigig beipgg under any known or unknown old works
That exploration by shaft and drift, would be expensive, at ixixgxx
least $20,000. If any work is considered, one or two diamond drill
holes, to intersect the pegmatite at about 180 ft, should precede |
any other work.

It is recommended that the application be denied.
