Field examiners inspected the cited property on July24, 
1956, but found only mica :iloat in a pasture. Being unable to find 
a penatite in place, theapparently asked the applicant to expose 
the penatito so it could be inspected; however, as of the date of 
the report this work had not been done. As the applicant has not 
complied with the field examiners request and has apparently lost 
interest in the proposed application, the Field Team has recommend-
ed the application be denied. 


Norm.i1y, I believe the procedure of DNEA would be to 
withdraw such an application from the active file; however, in the 
present instance I believe the application should be denied. The 
applicant obviously has little interest in the proposed work and 
very probably will not submit more information or make the inferred 
peginatite accessible to inspection. Fuither if exploration is 
proposed in the future it may be as a new application from a 
different applicant and for different work. 


The reason for denial could be lack of suitable ex-
ploration target.
