The Davis propertg is about 300 feet west of Bald Knob Creek
and is 1.3 airline miles N 71°E of Casar, Cleveland County, N.C.,
Access is available to within about 800 feet by an all weather
gravel road.

Introduction:_

The property was examined August 8, 1956. Mr. Warren
Davis accompanied the examiners on the inspection which required
about one hour.

A recent trench has exposed a’'pegmatite discontinu-
ously along its strike for about 25 feet. The trench is 35 feet
long, 8 feet wide and has a maximum depth of 5 feet. The long
axis of the trench trends in a N 16° E direction.

Geology:

A disconcordant pegmatite 1.5 to 4 feet thick is
exposed in the bottom of the trench. It strikes N 16° E and is
vertical. The body thins northeastward along its strike and
consists of potash feldspar, quartz, plagioclase, biotite and
muscovite, in order of aburfdance. No zoning is apparent other
than a slight concentration of potash feldspar and of graphic
texture in the central portion of the pegmatite. The foliation
and layering of the country rock, feldspathic biotite gneiss,
strikes east-west and dips 65° to the south. The disconcordant
relationship and lack of evidence of faulting suggests the
pegmatite was emplaced along a joint fracture.
