Summary 


Recent bulldozing by the applicants have exposed a quartz 
body flanked by pegmatite. A small amount of mica, mostly of 
non-strategic quality, is present. Denial of the application 
for exploration at this mine is recommended. 


Location 


The Brooks Mine is 1.8 airline miles S12 0W of Ellenboro, 
Rutherford County, N. C. The site is accessible to within 
about 400 feet of the mine by an all weather gravel road. 


General Infc*imtion 


The property was examined August 8, 1956. Messrs. Albert 


McKinney and Hoyle Yarbrough accompanied the examiners on the 


inspection which required about one hour. 


Recent bulldozing by the applicants have exposed a 


relatively thick pegmatite in the bottom of a trench. This 


trench is 55 feet long, 20 to 30 feet wide and has a maximum 


depth of 9 feet. A pit, now filled, is reported to have ex 


tended about 7 feet below the bottom of the present cut. No 


surface facilities are present at the mine. 


Go1ogy 


A large quartz body at least 6 feet thick with adjacent 


pegmatite is exposed in the trench. The quartz appears to be

the core of a 'large ienticula3egmatite, although no pegmatite 


is exposed on one side (soutxide). Attitude of neither the 


quartz nor the pegmatite is determinable, but the fracture pattern in 


the quartz suggests that it strikes about N 80 B and dips 26° SE. 


Pegmatite is adjacent to the quartz on the north (probably foot---


wall) and consists of kaolinized feldspar, quartz and muscovite. 


No exposures of country rock occur in the vicinity of the mine. 


Soil in nearby cultivated fields suggests that the underlying 


rock is granite. 


About 100 lbs of "mine-run" block mica was recovered from 


the dozing. It is ruby-colored and fiat-A. Most of the 


muscovite is stained dueto biotite inclusions and is not of 


strategic quality


Reemmendations 


As most of the mica is not of strategic quality, it is 


recommended that this application for exploratory assistance be 


denied. In addition, the quantity of mica per unit volume of 


pegmatite appears to be small.
