2. Comments:

Recent bulldozing by the applicant exposed a pegmatite.
Most of the mica in the pegmatite is not strategic because
of heavy mineral staining. Two trenches were bulldozed:

No. 1 is 70' x 15' x 4%
No. 2 is 70' x 15' x 15' deep on northeast and
4 feet on the southerd.

There is not record of past production. The pegmatite
decreases in thickness from 9 feet to 1% feet along the
exposed strike length. Poor zoning is exhibited. Small pods
of quartz and muscovite are scattered sporadically throughout
the central perthite-quartz zone. Enclosing rock is mica
schist. : :

The muscovite is non-ruby (rum) in color, hard and free
splitting. Most is heavily mineral stained, badly cracked
and ruled and small in size. Some is curvéed. Only a very
small emount is of strategic quality.





The Field Team recommends denial of the application
for the following reasons:

1. Poor quality of mica.
2. Local thinness of pegmatite
3. Sporadic distribution of mica within the pegmatite.

The Nonmetallic Minerals Division concurs in the recom-
mendation. The Commodity Divisions of the Geological Survey
and the Bureau of Mines also concur in the recommendation.
