An arcuate strike-oriented bulldozer trench has been |
excavated by the applicant approximately 150 feet long, 12 to 1l5-
feet wide at the bottom and a maximum of 20 feet deep on the up-
nill side of the trench.

The gouthwesternmost 55 feet of
pegmatite exposed, strikes N 550 E and dips 65©.NW. _Thls seg=
ment pinches and swells to a maximum of 2 feet im thickness.

It pinches out completely to the southwest., The northeastern
part of the pegmatite is exposed for a least 40 feet along strike
and is a maximum of about 12 feet thick. It strikes approximately
N 70° E and dips 65° NW. The two segments are joined along their
southeast margins and exhibit several dragfolds (see map).

Outward from the margins of the pegmatite is a 1 1/2 to 2-
foot gzone of soft weathered muscovite-biotite gneiss and schist.
