Mica:	 Only few isolated scraps of muscovite of ruby color 
were observed. 


Pegmatite: No pegmatite visible, only a single isolated 6-inch 
pod and a 1-inch thick stringer of pegmatite, concordant 
in a soft weathered sheared brown muscovite-biotite 
gneiss and schist. 


Old Workings: Single shaft, 6x6 feet by 15 feet deep, worked 10 
feet in each direction, dug 25 or 30 years ago. 


Method of Exploring: Applicant proposed to bulldoze access road 
and shaft site, sink 80 feet of shaft and drive 60 feet 
of drift, for which he requested 6050.00. 


Recommendation: The Field Team recommends denial because of the 
absence of a pegmatite and strategic mica. The Nonmetallic 
Minerals Division also recommends denial since the projects 
prospects for discovery of strategic mica appears remote 
because of the unfavorable environment.
