Mica: Reddish brown in color, some with greenish cast, essentially flat and 
free splitting, badly cracked and intergrown with iron oxides. 
Minor defects: Quartz-garnet intergrowths, bending, and reeving. 


Pegmatite: Series of peginatite structures, from a few inches to 40 feet thick, 
composed of fine to medium grained plagioclase, minor fine-grained inter-
stitial quattz, small books of muscovite, minor biotite sericite and 
vermiculite. Essentially concordantly emplaced but locally discordant in 
a soft, deeply weathered biotite-muscovite gneiss. 


Workings: The mine has been known as the John Sheehan Mine, has been extensively 
worked. Recent bulldozing has obliterated much of old workings, 60 feet of 
old incline is acessible, also a vertical two compartment shaft, plumbed 
to a depth of 90 feet, half filled with water. 


Past Production: Intermittant production since 1900. Production during 
World War II: 2251 pounds of unknown value and 2043 pounds valued at 
fl2,151.32. Although the mine has been worked, there has been very little 
production since World War II. 


Applicant 'a Proposal: Ten hours of bulldozing, 100 feet of shaft and 
100 feet of drifts, for which the applicant requests $8,600.00. 


Comments: According to the Field Team report, it is believed that much of the 
production pegmatite has been removed. This belief seems to be well 
founded, since the last known production of any extent occurred during 
World War II. Individual lenses have poor and indefinite continuity with 
dip direction. 


Recommendations: Because it is almost imposèible to define an exploration 
target, the Field Team believes no exploration project is justified and 
therefore recommend denial of the application. The Division of Nonmetallic 
Minerals and the Commodity Members of the Geological Survey and the 
Bureau of Mines concur.

The examiners found conditions quite unlike those depicted 
in the application.

Much bulldozing has been done, obliterating old workings, but the 
records show 11.,295 pounds of mica was sold, of which 2,011.3.11.3 pounds 
brought $12,151.32. 


In the opinion of the examiners, based in part on old re-
ports and maps, most of the mica has been mined and a new work program 
with a saisfacthry target cannot be set up amid the maze of old work-
ings. The conclusion is well taken. I concur with the recommendation 
of denial of the examiners and Field Team.

FID E ANIMATION REPORT 


Applicant: John Phillips, Spruce Pine, North Caro 


A complex series of mica-bearing pegxnatites has been mined and 
excavated intermittently since 1900, over a northeastsouthwest strike 
distance of about 300 feet and a width of at least ]J40 feet. The mine has 
been known aà the John Sheehan Nine and was mapped and described in an 
unpublished USGS report by J. R. Wolfe, Jr. (December l91h). The report 
describes the history, extent of workings, and geological setting imich 
more completely than could be discerned by the examiners in the limited 
workings and exposures now accessible. The examiners' observations coupled 
with Wolfe's report lead to the conclusions that much of the knownpenatite 
has been mined out and that the individual lenses have poor and indefinite 
continuity especially in the dip direction. Much of the pegmatite has been 
nonproductive and the control on mica-rich zones is not known. From the 
known characteristics of the penatites it is almost impossible to define 
an exploration target in the area. Because of this factor it is believed 
that further exploration is not justified and denial of the application is 
recommended.


INTRODUCTION 


Location


The mine is located 1.06 airline miles N, L.7 © E. of the intersection 


of U. S. Highway 19E and State Highway lOts. (80) in Nicaville, Yancey County, 


North Carolina. It is on a moderate southwest-sloping hillside, about Soo 


feet south of the South Toe River and about 700 feet S. 6o W. of the Goog 


Rock Nine (DIA-3860), 


Access is good, being gained by traveling west about 0.9 miles on 


a good gravel road, which is the first left turn north of the intersection of 


U. S. Highway 19E and State Highway lOIs (80). The road runs through the 


center of the mine area on down to the river and over to the Goog Rock mine.

Examination 


The examiners were accompanied by Nessrs. John Phillips and 


Clarence Sparks, on an examination which was conducted on Nay 2, 1957, over 


a period of about two hours tine. The mine has been well mapped and 


adequately described in an unpublished USGS report by J. It. Wolfe, Jr. 


(December l91). The report and map in its entirety accompany this report 


since it describes the extent of the workings and geological setting much 


more completely than can be deduced from the present condition of the site. 


In the past year, an extensive amount of bulldozing has excavated 


the site to a maximum depth of 30 feet on the uphill side and from the down 


hill side of the North Cut (see map) about 1O0 feet southwest along strike 


and about 180 feet in a direction normal to the strike. A considerable 


amount of the mapped exposures and underground works have either been 


excavated or covered by the bulldozing. About 60 feet of the upper incline 


is still accessible as is the portal of a shallow inclined shaft which is 


shown about 65-70 feet northeast of the upper incline portal. A map showing 


the present availability of 'information is enclosed with this report. 


Outside of the bulldozing, a vertical shaft of uncertain age but postdating 


the wartime mapping, has been sunk to the incline level from a point about 


So feet south of the upper incline portal. In addition, a vertical well-


cribbed two-compartment shaft was sunk by John B].alock and Clarence Sparks 


sometime in 1956. The shaft was plumbed to a depth of 90 feet, with water 


standing to the 14 foot level. Only 16 feet of drift was driven from the 


shaft bottom to the northeast. A small amount of non-productive pegmatite 


was reportedly cut by the shaft and drift. No equipment of any kind was noted 


at the site.

GEOL0G 


Since a much more complete description of the geology of the mine 


is available in the l91 USGS report, only a sunmation of that material 


coupled with the examiners' impressions are presented here. 


There is a series of peginatite structures in the area which are 


essentially concordantly emplaced, but locally discordant in a soft, deeply 


weathered biotite-muscovite gneiss which has been locally altered parallel 


to the foliation of a predominantly fine grained feldspathic rock with much 


reduced, but still noticeable micaceous foliation. The zieiss strikes 


N. 30-50° E. and cLips from near vertical near the surface to 600 southeast 


in the incline near the pegmatite contacts. A number of strong slickensided 


surfaces were noted in the countryrock in the upper incline. 


The pegmatites are not well defined as to shape or size, but appear 


to be essentially lenticular in shape with fairly strong strike contixuity 


and rather poor cLip continuity. The individual structures have a fairly 


wu.orm northeast-southwest trend, but are highly irregular and variable in 


their dip to the southeast. Some of the pegmatites are not discrete lenses, 


but are a series of connected structures commonly interspersed with tongues 


or apophyses of gneiss which are usually parallel to the contacts and 


foliation. There is a strong suggestion that peginatite exposed in the 


upper and middle inclines lenses out downdip. From t he attitude of the 


pinchout of the main peginatite, there is a suggestion that the structure 


plunges about 300 south-southwest. The trace of minor convolutions fotnd 


along the hangingwafl conbact in the upper incline supports this suggestion 


of plunge.

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Peginatite ranges in size from bodies a few inches to liD feet 


thick and is composed of an essentially unzoned mixture of fine to medium 


grained plagioclase, relatively minor fine grairied interstita3. quartz , 


small books of muscovite and very minor biotite sericite, and vermiculite. 


Although much of the pegmatite appears to be quartz-muscovite deficient, 


there is a suggestion that sizable discontinuous quartz-muscovite rich zones 


did occur especially in the upper incline. Evidently the known mica con-


centrations were removed during World War Ii, since very little productive 


work is known since that time. 


The contained muscovite is a reddish brown color although some 


has a faint greenish cast. It is essentially flat and free-splitting, but 


is rather badly cracked and moderately intergrown with iron oxides (?). 


Quartz-garnet intergrowths, bending and reeving constitute rather minor 


defects • A total of 2251.6 pounds of mica of unknown value was sold by 


Sheehan, Fouts, and Statton between June l91t3 and December l9L3. Between 


January l9Ij4 and November 1914h 0. J. Statton and F. L. Thomas sold 201i3.b3 


pounds of mica valued at $12,151.32. Under this program only two small 


sales are recorded. In 1956, an Odie Grindetaff sold a total of 31.25 pounds 


of mica valued at $267.03. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOENDATIONS 


From what could be seen at the site and the conclusions reached 


from reading the wartime report on the mine, the examiners believe that 


much of the known productive pegmatite has long ago been removed. The 


indefinite position of productive zones within the peginatites as well as 


the poor indicated continuity, especially in the dip direction, coupled
