None of the o0ld workings are presently accessible except for a
short crosscut which was driven southeast from the 35 ft. level
of the old north shaft., DMEA-3311 is the same mine and was
denied June 22, 1954,. Pegmatite to the northeast has been well
mined out, No pegmatite intercepted in about 20 feet dfiven
to the southeast, The one steep dipping pegmatite observed in
place was a medium grained mixture of soft kaolinized plagioclase,
very minor interstitial quartz and small muscovite. Conclusions
reached by previous and the present examiners is that any
productive pegmatite that might have been present has long since
been removed.

- The applicant requested assistance in sinking a shaft and
drifting in a pegmatite, to explore which several shafts have already
been sunk. Two shafts were reported open.

The property was the subject of DMEA application 3311,
as the J. M. Lyle Mine. The application was denied, as in the opinion
of the examiners, the productive pegmatite that might have been present
had long since been mined out. :

Work has been done since the examination under 3311 was
made, but the outlook has been worsetied rather than bettered inasmuch
as crosscuts across the projected southwest strike extension are
reported to be barren of pegmatite. Of the possible northeast ex-
tension, probably less is known, but old workings are presumed to
have explored and perhaps mined out any extension in that direction.

Therefore, the examiners and the Field Team recommend that
the application be denied.

Since the last examination, a sh&ft was Sunk approxi-
mately 30 feet southwest of the old south shaft (unpublished USGS
report, Heinrich, December 1944), to an undeﬁermined depth by
Blalock and Sparks in 1956. About 20 ft of crosscut was reportedly
driven to the southeast with no pegmatite intefceptedo At the time

of examination the shaft was plumbed to a depth of 46 ft, with about

five feet of water standing iﬁ the bottom. A crosscut was driven
from the 46 ft level by the present Applicant, about 75'ft to the
northwest. Because of water, this crosscut Was.n@t examined, but
réportedly, no pegmatite of any kind was intercepted. The old norbth
shaft, (unpublished USGS report, Heinrich, Decs 1944) was open and
plumbed to a depth of 6L ft, with water standing to the 51 ft level.
A crosscut driven to the southﬁest from the 35 ft level was mapped
by the Examiners (see map). Although a considerable thickness of
pegmatite was mapped in one branch of the crosscut its strike con-
tinuity was found to be 1acking in an adjacent.branch (see map)/
In addition to the crosscut work, the Applicant or others bulldozed
a northwest-southeast trending cut in the northwest corner of the
mine area (see map) in an attempt to pick up surface expressions of
the pegmatite. Novexposufes,of any kind were seen in this trench.
An antiquated hoist and compfessor are the oﬁly équipment present
at the site. | |
GEOLOGY |
Very little is knewn of the exact size or shape of the peg-

matite or pegmatites in the mine area except for the fact thaﬁ ex-
tensive mining operations have been carried out in the past. None
of the old workings are presently accessible except for a short

crosscut which was driven southuaot from the 35 ft level of the 0Old
North shaft. Frbm reporéed and observed relationships, there may
be more than one structure, thick, steeply northwest dippihg, and
arzanged en-echelon with little strike length continuity. The

combined northwest and southeast crosscut work from the Blalock-
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Sparks shaft pretty well eliminates the‘pdSsibility of any con-
tinuity towards the southwest. The structures abpear to be dis-
cordantly emplaced in feldspathic, garnetiferous biotite gneiss
which strikes roughly N25°E and dips 40-60°SE. The one observed
pegmatite contact in the North Shaft crosscut strikes roughly N8O°E
and dips steeply to the northwest. The one ekpoéure of pegmatite
observed in place, was a medium grained mixture of soft kaolinized
plagioclase, very mﬁnor'imterstitél Quartz and small muscovite.

The structure in the crosscut is at least 10 £t thick in a direction
unormal to the strike of the observed contact, no footwall cbntact

laving been cute.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
The general conclusions reached by previoué‘and the present

Examiners is that any productive pegmatite‘that ﬁight have been
present has long since been removed. The presence of at least 115
feet of crosscut acfoss the southwest end of the area with no

' pegmatite intercepted is fairly conclusive etidence that the strike
léngth continuity of the zone is weak. There is no evidence to
indicaﬁe that conditions are any more favorable at the northeast end

of the area. The Examiners recommend that the application be re-

denied for the above reasons.
