Mica:	 Green ir color, relatively free of mineral staln,some is of inferior 
quality, cracked, bent and flat "A". 


Pegmatite: Several thin (* to 2* feet thick) pegmatites enclosed in alaskite. 
Consist of plagioclase, quartz, perthite, and muscovite. Contacts between 
pegmatites and alaskites tend to be gradational. All of the rock is semi-
weathered. 


Workings: large open cut- 600 feet long by 30-35 feet wide by average of 
25 feet deep. This cut has destroyed old underground workings. Mine has 
been worked intermittently since the early nineteen hundreds. 


Past Production: No data available. It is known that some mica was sold to 
the Government during the year 1955. 


Method of Exploring: Applicant submitted two proposals. 
1. Open cut - 300 feet long by 50 feet wide by 50 feet deep, 


amounting to 20,000 Cu. yds. of excavation. Amount requested $4,000.00. 
This looks like mining. 


2. Sink 50 to 75 feet of shaft and drive 30 to 40 feet of drifts. 
Amount requested - $4,775.00. 


Comments: This mine was worked as late as 1955 and had some mica production. 
The examiners observed only thin pegmatites of limited extent which did not 
present a sufficient size target for an exploration project.. It looks like 
whatever worthwhile pegmatite may have existed, has been worked out. 


Recommendations: The Division of Nonmetallic Minerals and the Commodity 
Members of the Geological Survey and Bureau of Mines concur in the Field 
Team's recommendation to deny this application.

They strike N. 20 0 E. to N. 200 W. and 


dip 50 70° to the southeast. Contacts between pegmatite and alaskite 


tend to be gradational.
