West Cut the mica is ruby-colored, hard and free-
splitting in books up to 6 inches in diameter which
are thin, a few being about 5 inches thick. Much
of the mica is mineral stained and bent, some marred
by "A" structure, ruling and pin holes, and is not
of strategic quality. The 0ld Cut contains abundant
scrap micasalong the walls.

Pegmatite: Two irregular pegmatites well exposed by two
open cuts, a large stope, and one adit. The area
is underlain by garnetiferous biotite gneiss and
some interlayered quartzose mica gneiss. The peg-
matite in the West Cut dips steeply to the S.E., and
is discordant but has a small concordant extension
on the hanging wall. Recent work exposed a well=-
zoned pegmatite with a discontinuous quartz core,
an intermediate layer of very rich mica pegmatite
containing muscovite, plagioclase and quartz along
both walls and an outer zone rich in plagioclase
and biotite and containing some quartz, muscovite, .

It is recommended that the field team visit this mine when
in that vicinity to ascertain if an exploration project is justified.
If so, the field team and applicant should agree on a definite plan
of exploration on a unit-cost basis.
