The largest 
is discordant, about 1.5 feet thick, and exposed for about 5 feet 
along strike. Other lenses concordant, a foot or less thick. 


Country-rock: Interlayered coarse-grained muscovite schist, muscovite-
biotite schist, and vermiculate schist. 


Workings: Recently bulldozed trench. 80 feet long by 15 feet wide by a 
maximum of 5 feet deep.
