INTRODUCTION

Examination

The examiners spent the morning of Nbvember‘ggi 1957 on the prop@?ty,
accompanied by the Applicant, Clifton D. Buchanan.
Location

The Waycaster mine is in Grassy Creek township, Mitchell County,
North Carolina, 4.1 airline miles S. 47° W. from Spruce Pine, North Carolina.
It is at the extreme northwest corner of the Wood Mountain (1:2l4,000) quad-
rangle, at an altitude of approximately 3600 feet. It is designafed as
no. 315 (Self Mine), on the map accompanying USGS Bulletin 936-A.

Access to the.mine is as follows: Take U. S. Highway 19-E from
Spruce Pine to Estatoe, and turn south on Brush Creek Road, as follows:

Description of Property

There are no facilities on the property. Workings consist of &
flask-shapeé open cut 70 feet long, with a maximum width of 35 feet and
maximum exposed depth of about 20 feet; a caved adit and three small prospect
- pits. The Applicant's brother, who worked in the mine, says that the open
cut was worked below the adit level and that a hoist was located in the adit
to raise the muck. At present, muck fills the bottom of the pit to about
the level of the caved adit, so that the actual deptﬁ of the pit can not be

determined.

v GEOLOGY
Because of poor exposures, little direct information could be
obtéined. The pegmatite is éonfarmable to the country rock and strikes northe-
northwesterly, with a northeasterly'dip. It has a wide bulge at a bend in

the strike, the bulge plunging.steeply about S. 75° W. This bulge appears to






ﬁave‘contained the principal mica-bearing zone. What can be seen of it now
is a mass of small (2" or less) books of green mica, with some books up to

5 inches. Many of the books are intergrown, and the mica in the larger books
contains much "A", ruled and wavy mica.

The following description is taken from the manuscript of the
unpublished USGS Blue Ridge mica professional paper, and is based on obser-
vations made during World War II:

"Mining was done in a pegmatite sill that strikes N. 65° W.

and dips 70° NE., in feldspathic hornblende gneiss and garnet-
iferous biotite gneiss. As traced westward, both pegmatite and
country rock bend to the north, and beyond the bend they appear
to strike N. 30° W. The workings include an incline and a
tunnel that connects it with a point on the hillside to the south.
The deposit is 1 to 2 feet thick and consists of plagioclase,
quartz and muscovite, with accessory tourmaline and garnet. It
appears to contain much digested country-rock material. The mica
is most abundant at the bend in the deposit. It is clear and
very pale green in color. Most of the books are small and many
are badly ruled." ' - - o

Our examination confirms these earlier observations, and adds very
little to them. There is now an unsafe mass of country rock overhanging

the east side of the main pit.

Past Operation

Little can be learned of past operations. The Applicant says his
father did most of the work, 25 or 30 years aga; No production records are
available to us. Apparently no mining was done during the "Célonial Periogt,

The Applicant reports that, in 1956, Spurgeon Buchanan recovered
some mica from the extreme north end of the "neck" of the flask-shaped pit.
This was sold to Mr, Ed Young of Newdale, North Garolina for $100, but the
quantity is not known. The Applicant said that the GSA depot purchased it

from Mr. Young as ruby mica, when added to other lots.





Applicant's Proposal

The Applicant's proposal was to sink an inclined shaft down the
plunge of the "bulge" and drift from the bottom of the shaft. - Considerable
rehabilitation of the cut wall as well as muck removal from the pit, would

have to precede such work.

" CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

It appears to us that this mine did not prodﬁce a very high quality
mica, that the productive zone was limited in extent, and may well have been
worked out. Based on what is now exposed, it is impossible to designate a
target for exploration. It is unlikely that a target exists.

However, if the muck were removed from the pit floor, so as to
expose the pegmatite at the bottom of the old workings, it might be possible
to suggest some exploration, but we do not think it sufficiently promising
to encourage the Applicant to go to this expense.

We recommend denial without prejudice.
