The applicant in a much abridged, application requested 
assistance in exploring 'a newly found pegmatite. No work program 
was outlined. 


The examiners found a trench 250 feet long, 10 to 15 
feet wide, and 2 to 8 feet deep had been bulldozed, and a hand 
trenched cut made at the end of the long trench. The bulldozing 
revealed two and possibly three flat lying lenses of pegmatite 
in which are pods of muscovite. The limits of the lenses have 
not been determined, but the examiners estimate their diameters 
to be about 50 feet and the thicknesses as 8 to 10 feet. 


The mica in them is of good quality, ruby, clear, flat 
and free splitting. A third pegmate, the northern, appears 
to contain less mica than those at/th end of the cut. 


Because the lack of definite information concerning 
the orientation and size of the lenses makes it difficult to set 
up an adequate exploration program, the examiners recommand that 
the application be denied.

pegmatite bodies are probably small lenses not more than to 10 
feet thick and 50 feet in diameter. Although the mica is of good 
quality it occurs in scattered mica .rich pods. The lack of accurate 
information concerning the orientation and size of the lenses makes 


it difficult to set up an adequate exploration program,
