1mg in the dump. 


On the west slope of the ridge at tue southwest end of the workings there 


is a shaft about 15 feet deep, and there is another of the same depth 23 feet to 


the northeast. Mica was found In bot1 shafts, but the ground between them was 


not worked out. A 40 foot shaft was sunk 71 feet northeast of the shaft last 


mentioned, but it did not find much mica. A shaft was sunk to a depth of more 


than 60 feet over the summit of the ride. About 72 feet northeast of the s haft 


over the summit of the ridge, in an open cut, is the Gooseneck shaft sunk by Colonel 


Irby to a depth of about 100 feet. About 50 feet farther northeast another shaft, 


called the Gooseneck No. 2. also about 100 feet deep, was carried from the bottom 


of the amphitheatral cute The vein was not thoroughly worked out southwest of the 


Gooseneck shaft, but between this and Gooseneck No. 2 most of the mica was stoped 


out. The Clarissa or Engine shaft is 133 feet north east of the Gooseneck shaft 


No. 2. It was worked to a depth of 312 feet. From the bottom of this shaft the 


work slopes up toward. the Gooseneck No :. 2 on the southwest and to the .pump shaft 


in the Spread Eagle mine on the northeast. This was the limit of the Clarissa 


mine, the property adjoining it on the northeast being known as the Spread Eagle 


mine.


The Spread Eagle shaft is 35 feet east of the pump shaft, It was nearly as 


deep as the Clarissa shaft, and was used as the engine shaft for the Spread Eagle 


mine. Another shaft (Spread Eag1e)No.2) *as sunk 23 feet northeast of shaft No. 1, 


but not as deep. Still another shaft 2Ot deep was used to pump the surface water 


from the Spread Eagle mine. The ground was largely worked out between the Spread 


Eagle No. 2, the Spread Eagle No 4 1, and the Clarissa shafts. The workings stoped
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Southwest from the bottom of the Spread Eagle No 2 to the bc 


shaft.


The abstract from Westphalens report follows 


Three shoots or chimne3rs of mica were worked w.thin a space of 150 feet north-


east and southwest. These were called the Spread Eagle, Brin7 Deep, and Gooseneck. 


All were sunk to considerable depths by different persons, the Eriny Deep being 


carried down 175 feet by Mr 4 Westphalen and opened by drifts and stopes. In this 


working the stopes were worked out by 3-foot benches, and in some of the larger 


stopes there were as many as 10 of these benches, one above the others A large 


force of mezi worked at the mine during the day and a small force at night. Blast-


ing was done twice a day, water was raised in 50-gallon oil barrels at the rate of 


one barrel every 15 minutes. Other parties carried on mining by less systematic 


methods. Waste rock was allowed to accumulate or as dumped into older workings 


which made them difficu't to reopen. 


The vein was inclosed in hard, firm walls below the zone of surface weather.' 


ing and had a high to Vertical dip. Its thickness was variable ranging from a 


few feet to 10 feet, but as the vein bulged or pinched in places it averaged nearly 


B feet. The bulges were so rich in fine crystals of mica that it was difficu't 


to drill without injuring the crystals. 


A study of the present surVace Indications shows that the country rock Is 


hornblende gneIss interbedded with muscovite.'biotite schist and gneiss. The mica 


schist and gneiss form the wall rock of the pegmatite. The pegmatite strikes about 


northeast and is approximately conformable with the gneiss.

The Clarlasa •Nia Nine is about 300 yards.north of Cane Cróekand 4.5 miles east 


of Bakeraville, Mitchell County, North Carolina. It is easily ccessib1e at all times 


by cars. 


The deposit was discovered about 1870 and worked estensively until about 19O. 


Since 1920 various parts of the deposit have been worked, however, except for re-


working muck accumulated on lofts, no work has been conducted underground in the 


northeastern part of the deposit (Interval between the. "Gooseneck" and "Spread Eagle" 


shafts) since they were abandoned after World War I. 


Workings at thIs place extend over a strike length of about 450 feet and the 


deepest workings reach a• depth of about 320 feet. Apparently all openings were 


made in the sane peginatite which has a strike of about N. 600 E. and: a dip of about 


65° S E. The peginatite is reported to be generally conformable to the mica gneiss 


wall rock and It ranges in thickness from about 2 to 10 feet, Mica is reported to 


have been concentrated along the hanging wall but in places occurred throughout

the pegrnatite. Workings southwest of the "Gooseneck" shaft are about 100 feet deep 


and those northeast of it are about 300 feet deep. 


Mica from the Clarissa Mine is of exceptionally good quality. In the interval 


between the	 and ?5pread Eagle t' shafts three mica "shoots" are reported. 


These "shoots" were from 20 to 30 feet along strike and at least one of them continues 


b.low the bottom (at the bottom of the "Spread Eagle" shaft,")s reported by Edgar 


Buchanan who was working on the lowest level, at the time the mine was abandoned in 


1920. Berepórts that the "hoot" was about 20 feet along strike and 2 feet thick. 


All of the "shoots" raked steeply to the northeast. 


Southwest of the "Gooseneck" shaft mica is present in the peginatite, but is 


reported to be less rich than to the northeast, although the quality was similar, 


The. last undergrouid work at the Clarissa Nine was done in 1952 by Ira, O.K. and Edgar 


buchanan from the "Manning Buchanan" shaft (second shaft from southwest end). Al--
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though some mica was obtained from this operation, the operations did not have adequate 


equipment to continue, thus. they foind employment elsewhere. 


Futtu'e attempts to produce mica from the Cairissa deposit face several probleflis.

The principal 


problem In this area is to secure entrance. In 1952 the "1ianning Buchanan" shaft 


was in use, however, it is untinibered and is not safe 


The most attractive approach to exploring the southwest end of the deposit 


is to strip the surface about 40 feet southeast of the 	 Buchanan" shaft, 


leaving natural drainage and sink a vertical shaft to intersect the pegmatite at 


approximately the 80 foot level, then incline the shaft on the pegmatite and continue 


sinkingto'a depthof 150 feet. Drifts shóuldthenbe driven inboth directions 


with work concentrated to the northeast. At least 150 feet of drift will be needed. 


It is believed that the sinking of an l5Ofoot vertical and inclined shaft would be 


more desirable than reconditioning existing shafts because, the new shaft could be 


made safe from the beginning and it would be entirely in undisturbed groun4. 


The possibility of core. drilling the deposit has 'been considered before further 


exploration work, however, the continuous character of the peginatite along strike 


and also on dip seems to remove the need for a core drilling program prior to shaft 


sinking.

The examiners point out that the gntite that rnains in 
the southwest part of the property is richlenough in good mica to 
warrant further exploration. The applicant proposed. to sink a 150-foot 
shaft and. drift 150 feet to explore the unfavorable area. 


J. J. Page, U. S. Geological Survey, in an unpi..lished report, 
dated August 14, 19143, makes some exploration recomnend.ations about the 
northeast part of the property. Page states, •• .poasibilities for future 
work at the mine that appear best are: (i) work on the thick penatite 
reportedly left at the northeast end. cf the mine..." 


The exminers did. not comment upon exploration possibilities 
along the lines of Page's recoimnend.ations.
