It is not the purpose of this memorandum to referee or arbitrate 
the different points of view expressed by those who have reviewed the 
proposed project. They range from denial on the basis of "no probability" 
or because the work may be considered as "development and mining" (of a 
sure-shot natur) to approval of an attractiye exploration target. 


I find some evidence in the dockets (DME&-3157 and DIE&-Ii.925) 
to support each of the widely differing points of view. 


After a review of the dockets, I favor denial as a matter of 
policy and for reasons set forth in the proposed denial letter surnamed 
by Knouse, Seifridge, and Johnson. For purposes of the record, I will 
list the considerations which support my conclusions: 


1) Two of the three named applicants were parties to the 
former contract (DIv]EA_3157). Hobert Burleson is the only new name join-
ing Ellis and Thomas under DNEA-Li925. 


2) According to the Final Audit, dated January 6, 195.5, cover-
ing the prior contract, the Government spent $11,223 (on a 90 percent 
basis) as contrasted to $121i.7 by the operators. 


3) The Government contributed to the cost of uriwatering and 
rehabilitating an old lOLi.-foot shaft, sinldng an additional 80 feet, and 
drifting southwest about 250 feet. Most of the value of this work was 
to make old and upper workings, flow known to have contained mica-rich 
pegrnatite, accessible for mining. 


)4) The shaft was strategically located in approximately the 
center of what now appears to be a strike length of about Ii5O feet of 
mica-bearing pegmatite, the entire length of which should have been 
adequately explored, developed, or mined before the equipment was dis-
mantled and the property abandoned and allowed to again fill with water. 


5) The project was completed in November l95L and mining 
operations continued until the last half of 1957. The bulldozing to 
the northeast was done in 19.55 - which allowed ample time for its evalua-
tion and exploration before complete abandonment of operations. There 
also should have been ample opportunity for the Field Team to inspect 
the results of the bulldozing before March 1., 195 8 , when they found it 
caved, with the floor and contacts obscured.

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6) it is unfortunate that no' field mon followed the progress 


of work in the stope northeast of the shaft to personally comment on 
the existence or nonexistence of mica-bearing pegmatite or the degree of 
hazard caused by the dangerous shaft overhang. The Field 'Team report 


dated October 13, l9L, makes, no:connnerrt on ground conditions, but does' 
state that results of the work "have eliminated the northeastern part of 
the area as containing mica-bearing pegmatite." From these remarks one 
may conclude that, sometime after l95L, the operators not only bulldozed 
the surface but also attempted underground mining from the shaft uoslope 
to the northeast.' 


7). IIy first'reaction was that theoperators were imprudent 
for not exploring both targets' (SW and ) of the' shaft when operations 
were intact. Ny second reaction is that they were perhaps "prudent" 
because they (a) now "consider the overhang too , dangerous to allow driving 


a drift or low-angle raise from' the deep shaft," and (b) they performed 
surface work and "neither the original pits nor the bulldozer trench'

Field Examiners recoimnend. approval of a contract for the 
applicant. They base this recoimnendation on the fact that pegmatite 
has been explored northeast of existing mine workings by bulldozer 
trenching. As further justification, they state that DMEA work done 
unc3.er contract Docket 3157, on the same pegmatite, was helpful in 
finding an ore body whIch has produced 333,751 pounds of mica that 
sold for $294,929 .00 . This production has completely repaid Govern-
ment expenditures in the previous DIvIEA contract. 


The Field Examiners present a longitudinal section that 
clearly shows the rake of the mica ore shoot in the existing mine 
workings. This rake should project upward into the proposed target 
area. On paper, it would seem that this target area could be better 
explored by drifting in the pegmatite northeast from the existing 
shaft; however, the examiners report that the overhang of the brow 
above the shaft would make such work too dangerous to attempt. If 
this Is so, then the shaft proposed by the examiners is probably a 
better venture and is one in whiàh DMEA could participate. 


I recommend that the application be approved. The proposed 
project has a better target than do most of the pegmatites explored in 
the Spruce Pine area explored under DMEA contract.
