(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and lnterest in the land and his right
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing im-
provements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The
Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest-therein, nor
permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing





in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government’s right to
a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. Two copies of such instrument
shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government’s rights to royalty as provided in Article 6
have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable. )
ARTICLE 3, PeerrF'rr,L‘ange. of gk_e work.—(a). Operator’s responsibility.—The work shall be per-

forméd 'diligéntly, efficiently; expertly, in a workmanlike manner, .and in accordance with good mining
standards and State regulations governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment.
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor
to complete, the work, as specified in Article 1 (a). ’

u”(b‘i"'Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the, Government on all
phases of the work as it progresse§. The Government may enter at all reasonable Times to inspect the
work under the contract, and also after certification of discovery or development, to inspect production
operations and underground workings. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reason-
able means of access for such inspections. '

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the »Governnn )ent is
finally audited and settled and the Operator’s final report has been rendered, the Government may with-
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the éstimated total cost of the work. To
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work
performed prior to the date of this contract. - The Government-may make,payments for the account of
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the O)per‘altbr’. "

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.— (a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years
after any obligation to pay royalties to thezGovernment has, terminated. The Government may inspect
and audit said records and aceounts at>any time; either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records
of the Operatorz,. .- ) '

(b) Progress reports.andrvouchers.<=The Operator shall provide the Government with five,copies of
monthly progress reports in three sections as follows : (1) Operator’s Monthly Report and Voucher show-
ing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator’s Unit
Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) a Nar,ratie(e.g{eport of the work.performed
during the reporting petiod including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill Role logs
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(¢) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches,
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof.

(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such as

cgpies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other
disposition of production.

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form.

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at

“the time it is so used. “Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,
whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (1%%) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value’”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (%) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half
(1%2) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (814) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid

currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.





(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted
to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty to
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government’s obligations.— (a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to
winding up, reporting, and accounting. _

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach
of contract, including the right to rescind the eontract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract.

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved.

ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed,
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general benefit.

As pointed out in our transmittal letter of
January 21, this might be considered a borderline case, but
we do not concur with your conclusion that "the production
of over $18,000 and a potential of ten tons of geologically
possible reserves in drifts two and three is sufficient
Jjustification for certification™ becauses:

1) Most of the $189000 production came from shoots
not explored under the DMEA contract and partially developed
before the contract began. Although it is subject to
royalty payments, we do not see how this can be considered a
®discovery." . ‘ '

v 2) "Geologically possible™ or "inferred™ reserves
are, in our opinion, justification for exploration, but not
for certification., Ore can hardly be considered a discovery
until it is raised from "inferred® to at least "indicated"
status.

Without further exploration or development, the
down-dip potential cannot be evaluated., It is quite likely
that other productive shoots may be encountered there, as -
well as in advance of drifts two and three; but there is no
definite indication of them. The Operators have indicated
no interest in further exploration, and we are advised that
they have abandoned the mine;, removed their equipment and
gone to southern Georgia to engage in exploration or mining
there. It is unlikely that any of the newer underground
workings are now accessible,

But the
exploratory work under DMEA-4945 found only one good shoot
which has already been mined out. Much of the $18,000+ worth
of mica mined since last June came from parts of the mine not
connected with the DMEA exploration and not helped by it.

SUMMARY™~

. The northwest part of the Spencer mine was partly
explored by driving three drifts totaling 100 feet. One drift,
driven 76 feet south and southeast, intersected a small mica
shoot from which 5.5 tons of mine-run mica was recovered. A
second drift driven 22 feet to the northeast also intersected
mica-bearing pegmatite as did a short third drift driven to
the southwests The first shoot cut has been mined out and no
reserves can be calculated from the limited exposures in the
other two drifts. The area, however, has not been fully ex-
plored and because of the good quality mica recovered warrants
further exploration. We recommend that no certiflcatlon be
made because no reserves were outlined.

INTRODUCTION

Location: The Spencer mine is on a small tributary of
snow Oreek about 500 feet southwest of the Hawkins mine and two-
and one-half miles S65°W of Sandy Ridge, Stokes County, North
Carolina., The mine caﬁ bé reached by car from Sandy Ridge by
taking State Highway 704 west to the Snow Hill road. Turn left,
proceed 0.6 mile, and turn left again on a dirt road. Proceed
0,9 mile to the mine.

History: The Spencer mine is reported to have been

worked before World waf II, and some prospecting was done during

the war. In 1954 the prospect consisted of 70 feet of incline
and some surface pits,‘ The incline was extended 180 feet in 1955

and mica valued at $180,000 sold. A parallel incline was sunk





page-2, DMEA-49L5-Spencer mine.

for 240 feet, separated from the older one by a pillar (fig.l).
Returns from this work included salés of.trimmed mica amdunting
to $56,000 and 52 tons of hand cobbed mica seld in the block. .
Several large open cuts have been bulldozed north of the_poftals
of the inclines and a small cut and shallow shaft have been dug
south of the portals, The amount of mica recovered from the
surface work is unknown.,
| CONTRACT WORK

Between the time of the examination of the property in
March, 1958 and the beginning of contract work on July 7, 1958,
the Operator drove several short exploratory inclines from the
_ larger inclines (see fig;l)o‘ Because the northwest heading had
been advanced the contract drift was‘begun near the end of the
new work. This drift was driven 29 feet south and 47 feet S25®E;
One mica éhoot was cut in the first 40 feet. A second drift wés
driven 22 feet N15°E near the end of the incline and a second
mica concentration-éut about five feet from the facé, A third
drift was driven six feet. S35°W about 30 feet northwést of the
first DMEA drift, four feet aé the Operator's expense, This
drift intersected another mica concentratioﬁ below and possibly
parallel to the first mica shoot found. ’

The work was done rapidly and efficiently. Not only
was the contract work advanced at a reasonable rate but the first

mica shoot was largely stoped out between inspection trips.
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GEOLOGY
The Spencer mine is in a complex pegmatite zone that
contains numerous long narrow sills of pegmatite aésaciated
with sills of gneissic granite. The pegmatite and granite are
intruded into a massive’bibtite gneiss interlayered with some

hornblende gneiss, Foliation in the gneiss strikes generally .

east or northeast and dips north or northwest. Foliation in
the granite gneiss closely parallels that in the country rock.
The pegmatite sills have also been sheared and locally have a
crude foliation submparallelvto the foliation in the gneiss.,

The first contract drift cut a lenticular pegmatite
mass about 50 feet long, up to 15 feet wide and 4 %o 5 feet
thick that overlies a_sili of gneiséic granite. At its south-
eastern end the pegmatite is separated from an overlying granite
sill by one or more feet of biotite gneiss. The long axis of
the pegmatite lens plunges about 10° to the northwest.

The pegmatite is composed 6f coarse-grained plagioclase,
perthite, quartz, and muscovite. Fine-grained biotite and
sulfides are the principal accessory minerals, Muscovite in
large books up'to l.5 feet in diameter was concentrated in a
mica shoot élong the lens axis. At the time of the final in-
spection this mica shoot had been largely worked out. Total
production was about 5.5 tons of mine-run miéao The mica con-
centration in the pegmatite was about five percent°

South of this pegmatite lens the fiTSt contract deift

cut two or more sills of gneissic granite Separated by thin
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layers of biotite and hornblende gneiss. About 10 to 15 feet
from the end of the drift several small normal faults cut the
granite and biotite gneiss, Eight-foot percussion drill holes
in the back and floor of the drift failed to find any parallel
pegmatite lenses associated with the granite sills,

The second contract drift driven 22 feet to the north
cut a poorly defined pegmatite body within a granite sill. The
pegmatite is composed of coarse-grained plagioclase, perthite,
quartz, and muscovite. Fine-grained garnet is the principal
accessory minefalo Near the portal of the drift mica in the
pegmatite is in books up to 5 x 6 inches and is of poor quality.
Near the contact between pegmatite and granite near the face of
the drift mica is in books up fo 12 inches across and is of
better quality, | |

Both pegmatite and granite are sheared. Some of the
mica books are broken; bent and ruled. The limited exposures
suggest that this pegmatite is more or less parallel to the lens
found in the first contract drift. In the stoped area to the
west the cantaéts between pegmatite and granite become in-
definite and the two pegmatite masses and their associated
granite sills may merge into one sill,

The third contract drift which was driven six feet to
the southwest near the western end of the redent stoping cut |
another mica bearing pegmatite separated from the pegmatite cut
in the first drift by 6 to 12 inches of biotite gneiss, This

Pegmatite is also composed of coarse-grained plagioclase,
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perthite, quartz and mica. About 200 pounds of mica was re-
covered in about five feet near the drift floor. Exposures

at the time of the‘final inspection were too limited to tell
whether or not this would develop into a mica shoot similar to
the first one found, - : |

In general the mica-at the Spencer mine is of good
| quality. An exceptionally large pe%eentage 6f the books is one
foot or more in diameter. The mica is ruby, flat, ana free
splitting. Some of the books have edge cracks and are bent and
ruled. Such deformation is,probably the result of the post-
pegmatite shearing. Locally in the mine, as near the portal of
of the second contract drift9 the mica has "sand holes” or is
locky. ‘ -

One exceptionally large and good quality book from the
recent pre-contract work in the southern part of the southwest
incline supplied the mica from which a ceremonial key was cut
and presenfed to Viée President Nixon\at the annual Rhododendron
festival on Roan Mountain, North Carolina-Tennessee June 1958,

PRODUGTION AND RESERVES

Production from the contract drifts and the stopé
developed from them has amounted to about 5¢5 tons of mine-run
mica. No sales records have been received to date from the
Operator but records at the Spruce Pine Mica Depot show sales

between July 3 and December 18, 1958 of 907,24 1bs. of trimmed
mica and 3540 1bs. of handcobbed mica worth $18,485,8L, Some
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- of this mica may have been produced before the contrasct drifting

- was started but all of it was probably produced after the date

of the contract.
| No reserves can be calculated from the limited ex-

posufes in the contract work. The one good mica shoot cut in
the first drift has been mostly mined out. If the othexr two
mica coricentrations cut in drifts two and three are of similar
size geologically possible reserves of 10 tons of mica may be
presente.

RECOMMENDATION

- AND

CONCLUSIONS

We recommend that no certification be made. Although
one mica shoot was cut during the contract work it has been
largely worked out and produced about 5 tons of mica. Indica-
tions of other possible mica shoots are too limited to calculate
reservese The area, however, still has potential and warrants
continued ezploration., It is possible that more detailed
geologic mapping in the area would produéé additional evidence
of structural control of pegmatite occurrence and provide data
on which to base further exploration.

The recent contract work and‘past mining indicate the
presence of numerous long narrow pegmatite sills closely
associated with sills of gneissic granite. Locally the pegmatite
is separated from granite by thin layers 6f country rock, but

elsewhere the contact between pegmatite and granite ‘is poorly

defined and gradationai; The axes of the long lenticular sills
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seem to plunge gently to the northwest. Pegmatite sills along
the southwest side of the mine seem to lie ®stratigraphically™

lower than those on the northeast side.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is
required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as'follows: o

(@) Form MPF-104—O0perator’s Monthly Report and
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs;

(b) Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress ‘Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;
and

(¢) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
aﬁenft should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form.

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words “Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, lislport work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
services incurred for the exploratory operations. De -not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

- Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies

used in the project other than that used under items (5) - '

and (6).

Under Ttem (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation.
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be reported under ‘“Rental’’. The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under ‘‘Purchase’’. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under ‘‘ Deprecia-
tion”’.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3).

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen’s compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other stven categories.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,
“Certified True Copy (or Transcript)’’, followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer -of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an ‘“‘on-site’’ audit, that is, a Government auditor should

"make an audit of the Operator’s books and records of account,

the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. qIn these
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or
invoice should be attached to the &onthly \Poucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be
thus supported.

'INSTRUCTIONS

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better'determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for.future use. The more important.
phases of.operation on which permanent information is-desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which mé.y need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, ‘“Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, -and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, ete.” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF—-104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The ‘““Total Costs” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs’’ as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days-of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘Operating Equipment’, ‘“Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”’, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘“Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit ‘“‘A’ of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR

. The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is

required to make a monthly report to the Government
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: .

B

(a) Form MPF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the
Government’s share of costs;

(b) Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures
which shows costs for the various types of operation;
and

(¢) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. "Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;
logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following.

Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
aﬁger}t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of
the form. ’

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear

in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms.

Under Item (1) delete words ““Short Form” if the contract
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent’’ if the contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on & unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical
gervices incurred for the exploratory operations.

The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other stven categories.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the ﬁegional
Executive Officer.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permarent information is desired have been outlined in the

“form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs’’, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, ete.” The reason for not distributing these items an a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The “Total Costs’’ on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs’ as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date’’.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man day$ of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. ‘Operating Equipment’’, ‘“Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘‘Authorized by Contract’” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit “A” of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

Field Examiners report that the Spencer mine has
produced $236,000 of high quality mica from two parallel inclines
that bave explored northwest plunging shoots of mica in a peg-
matitic sill that strikes northeast and dips northwest. They
report that pegmatite is exposed all along the southwest wall
of the southwestern incline, but that no work has been done in
this wall to test the possibility of parallel mica shoota. As
the pegmatite continues to the southwest on the surface, they
believe it would be prudent exploration to drift from the end
of the northeast incline to come under this southwestward ex-
tension of the pegmatite and search for parallel mica shoota.

A modest program of $3,732 would adequately test this target area.

In a recent telephone conversation with the Executive
Officer, it was learned that the applicant currently is mining
from the pillar between the two incline stokes and recovering .
good quality mica. It also was learned that at the Field Team does
not have a copy of the applicant!s property map, and that they
are not sure that such a nap was submitted with the application.
If the applicant®s map is not available, it 1s recommended the
Field Team map be used with the recommended contract.

The Field Exam:lners have presented good reasons for

exploring what appears to be a promising pegnatite. I concur
with them and recommend that a contract be drawn to explore th:l.s

From the safe position of hind-’
sight, it is now obvious that this opinion was incorrect, as nearly
a quarter of a million dollars® worth of mica has been produced from
the two inclines, and a small amount of stoping.

Therefore, it seems reasonable to assume that additional’
"rolls" like the productive ones, if present, may well justify a
small expense for exploration. The examiners have outlined an
inexpensive program designed to intersect such plunging rolls, and
we recommend approval of a contract, as outlined in the report.

As stated in other memoranda, we think it would be better
to use the Applicant's property map as the contract map, instead
of the examiners' map, but we are enclosing eight extra copies of
the geologic and topographic map in caseé you prefer to use it, if a
contract is to be prepared.

INTRODUCTION

Location:  The Spencer mine is on a small tributary of Snow Creek
apout 500 feet southwest of the Hawkins mine and 2 1/2 miles
565°W of Sandy_Ridge, Stokes County, North Carolina, The mine
can-be reached by car from Sandy Ridge by taking State Highway
704 west to the Snow Hill road. Turn left, proceed 0.6 mile,

and turn left again on a dirt road. Proceed 0.9 mile to the mine.

Examination: The examination of the Spencer Mine was made
March 19, 1958 and lasted five hours. Messrs. Frank Buchanan,
A, Ward, Lee Medford, and Ira Ward accompanied the Examiners.

Past Operations: The Spencer Mine is reported to have been worked
before World War IL, and some prospecting was done during the war,

In 1954 the prospect was examined by Teague, Amos and Shirley
(DMEA-3573, Spencer Mine, Field examination Report, Dec. 195L).
At that time 70 _feet of the southwest incline had been driven.

In 1925 the Spencer Mining Company (Bud Love, R. A. Ward and
Rev. “enline) extended the incline for 180 feet producing mica that
sold for about $180,000, The Applicants obtained the property
in 1957 and sank a parillel incline 240 feet long separated from
the older one by a pillar. Returns from this work include sales
of trimmed mica amounting to $56,000 with 48.3% of the mica good-
stained. Final settlement has not yet been made on a sale of
52-tons of hand-cobbed mica. Several large open cuts have been
bulldozed north of the portals of the inclines and a small cut
and shallow shaft have been dug south of the portal. The amount
of mica recovered from this surface work is unknown.
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. - A tool shed, hoist, and compressor were on the property
at the time of the examination. Both water and electric power
are available at the mine, -

GEOLOGY

The Spencer Mine is in an undulant pegmatite sill that -
strikes generally northeast and dips northwest., The mica-rich.
sill is overlain by a second pegmatite sill that has not been
fully explored but contains only a minor amount of strategic
muscovite, The target sill varies in thickness from one foot to:-

‘more than six feet. The northeastern incline follows the xoll

edge of the sill. Rolls in the hanging Wall of the mica-bearing
pegmatite and in the footwall of the overlying mica-poor peg-
matite plunge generally northwest. ‘

~ The mica-bearing pegmatite is composed of medium-to
coarse-grained plagioclase, perthite, quartz, and muscovite,
Muscovite is apparently concentrated in shoots which, from the _
Applicants descriptions, generally occur in the northwest plunging -
rolls. The Applicants report finding good mica in the water
hole near the junction of the two inclines at the lower level, .
This may be part of one of the plunging shoots.

The mica is of good quality. Books up to 13" x 1L" were «
seen in the material recovered from the water hole.

The pegmatite sills are apparently associated with a
gnelssic granite and are intruded into a fine-grained quartz biotite
- schisty The lower or mica-rich sill is separated from the upper
one by a schist septum about two-feet thick. Near the south end
of the large stoped area in the southwest incline (Secs G-G' on
the map) there are several layers of schist in the pegmatite.

Throughout the inélines}both‘pegmatite and schist are
hard and unweathered. : ‘

RECOMMENDATIONS AND DISCUSSION

, -‘We recommend that exploration assistance be granted,
Production in several mica-rich shoots in the pegmatite sill in
the Spencer mine has amount to $236,000 in the past three years,
Pegmatite is emtposed all along the southwest wall of the south-
west incline but no exploration for parallel mica-bearing
structures to the southwest has been’ done. The shoots followed
by the northeast incline seem to have pinched oute. A Tica-rich
area in the water hole near the “junction of the incline suggests
that the incline leveled off and may. be above a northwest-plunging
mica shoot., This mine is similar geologically to the nearby

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Hawkins Mine (Griffitts, W. Re.., Jahns, R.H. and Lemke, RoW.,1953,
Mica Deposits of the Southeastern Piedmont, U.S. Geol Survey

Prof., Paper 248-C, p.,168-169), The presence of several north- .
west plunging shoots increases the possibilities of the occurence
of others. We recommend that near the end of the northeast incline
the floor be taken up for about 10 feet to steepen the. grade to
30% From this the incline should be turned about 60° and con-
‘tinued at -30° or along the footwall of the pegmatite-sill to the
southwest wall of the workings. From this point 100 feet of __~
drift would be driven to the southwest to explore for additional
northwest-plunging mica-rich rolls. The level at which the drift
1s to be driven would be determined by the Examiners after a :
study of the footwall along the steepened incline and of the face
where the drift is to start.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important.
phases of ‘operation on which permanent information is.desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”’, and ‘New Buildings, Improve-
ments, ete.”” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and
cumulative costs. The ‘“Total Costs’” on Form MF-104A for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
‘Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man day$ of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other cquitable basis. ‘‘Operating Equipment”, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘“Authorized by Contract’ will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit ‘A’ of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

(b) The description of the work and the fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed (per foot

ARTICLE 2. Operator’s property rights.—(a) The Operator represents and undertakes that
Annex I correctly describes the land which is the subject of this contract and the nature of the Operator’s
rights of property and possession therein (whether as owner, lessee, or otherwise), and that such right,

(c) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right

to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing im-
provements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. The
Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest therein, nor

permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and providing





in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government’s right to
a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. Two copies of such instrument
shall be furnished to the Government. If the Government’s rights to royalty as provided in Article 6
have been terminated, the provisions of this paragraph (c) shall become inapplicable.

ARTICLE 3. Performance of the work.—(a) Operator’s responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed diligently, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, and in accordance with good mining
standards and State regulations governing health, safety, and liability insurance covering employment.
The Operator shall provide suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor
to complete the work, as specified in Article 1 (a).

(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the
work under the contract, and also after certification of discovery or development, to inspect production
operations and underground workings. The Operator shall provide the Government with all reason-
able means of access for such inspections.

ARTICLE 4. Contribution by the Government.—The Government will make its contribution on
the basis of the monthly vouchers referred to in Article 5 (b) ; but all payments by the Government are
provisional only, subject to audit, and until the account between the Operator and the Government is
finally audited and settled and the Operator’s final report has been rendered, the Government may with-
hold such sums as it sees fit but not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated total cost of the work. To
the extent that excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be neces-
sary for the performance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account
without contribution by the Government. The Government will not contribute to the cost of any work
performed prior to the date of this contract. The Government may make payments for the account of
the Operator directly to independent contractors and suppliers rather than to the Operator.

ARTICLE 5. Reports, accounts, audits.— (a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years
after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect
and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. The
Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year
periods, shall have access to and the right to examine all pertinent books, documents, papers, and records
of the Operator.

(b) Progress reports and vouchers—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies of
monthly progress reports in three sections as follows : (1) Operator’s Monthly Report and Voucher show-
ing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period; (2) Operator’s Unit
Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed during the reporting period and
the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (8) a Narrative Report of the work performed
during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill hole logs
and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized ground.
(Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

(¢) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in addi-
tion to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engineering
evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore reserves
resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or sketches,
and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof.

(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and doc-
umentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such as

cc?pies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or other
disposition of production.
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(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of

the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his

_interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the

land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until
the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years
from the date of the contract or until the total-net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used herein.
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the ‘“gross proceeds” as that
term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as milling,
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form.

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at
the time it is so used. ‘““Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value,
whichever is greater. -

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

One and one-half (11%) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value’”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (%) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half
(1%%) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (31%) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid

currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in 1ntegrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.





(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted
"to the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production
of minerals therefrom until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty to
any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If
the records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by
the Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and
his estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obliga-
tion on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 7. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not jus-
tified, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall be
free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to
winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms of
the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification of
reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default as
required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and ac-
counting. The Government may also avail itself of any other remedy the law may provide for breach
of contract, including the right to rescind the contract and to demand repayment of all moneys con-
tributed by the Government under the contract.

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 7 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
liens to secure the payment thereof, and such rights shall be fully preserved.

" ARTICLE 8. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator or may be sent
by registered mail addressed to the Operator at the mailing address stated in this contract. If mailed,
notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 9. Officials not to benefit—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;

but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general benefit.
