The Tolley Bent mine on the South Toe River in Yancey 
County North Carolina s has been worked intermittantly since the 
latter part of the 19th century. Partial records show that the 
mine has produed over 6000 pounds of mica. Development through 
193 consisted of a large stope 200 feet long and 100 feet deep 
with a maximum width of 15 feet. This work was on a concordant 
pegmatite that ranged in thickness from about one-half foot to 
15 feet.

INTRODUCTION 


Location 


The Tolley Bent mine is located on the left bank of the 


South Toe River in Yancey County, N-C, It is 2 1/4 miles N170E 
of Micaville and about 1 mile 5759iT of the confluence of the Horith 
and South Toe •Rivers.(See Micavifl 209NW Quad. N.C.). The 
main, opening to the mine lies about 20 feet above river level at 
an elevation of approximately 2,400 feet. The tracks of the 


Black Mountain Railroad pass within a few feet of the mine portal.
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The Applicant, the B. T. and E. Mining Company, is a 


partnership consisting of Hobert Burleson, Burdette Thomas, Jr., 


and F. E. Ellis, all of Spruce Pine, N. C. This partnership 


holds leases on two tracts in the vicinity of the Tolley Bent 


mine. Tract No.1. consists of 5-.2/3 acres owned by the Western 


Carolina Mica Company. Tract No.11 with 71/4 acres (more or less) 


is owned by Fred and Elmira Young and lies essentially due south 


of Tract No. I. The bulk of the underground workings lies within 


the Western Carolina Mica property. 


Mine history, workings, and production 


The history of the Tolley Bent mine through 1943 is 


summarized in an unpublished USGS report by J.J. Page dated June 23, 


1943. Up to that time the mine had been worked intermittantly by 


various operators for about 60 years. According to Page the mine 


in 1943 consisted of 


"... a narrow stope 200 feet long and 100 feet 
deep which trends S 25°W into the hillside and 
dips to the southeast at 60°. This stops ranges 
in width from 5 to 15 feet but averages about 
6 feet. At the northeast end, the workings ex-
tend under the tracks of the Black Mountain Rail-
road. Work was done from an inclined haulway and 
an inclined shaft. The narrow pegmatite was 
largely mined out, and most of the mine is now 
largely filled with waate rock on lofts." 


In 1955 to 1957 the B. T. and E.Mining Company unwatered 


the old stope to resume operations. Shortly after the dewatering, 


old timbers and lofts began to collapse with subsequent slabbing 


of large blocks from the hanging wall. Although reportedly still 


largely free of water, the mine is partially blocked by caving and
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is unsafe for entry. Also at this time the same Operator sank 


a 90foot shaft betweBn the old portal and the river bank. The 


shaft is reported to be inclined with the dip of the pegmatite, 


presumably about 60 degrees to the southeast, At the bottom of 


this shaft a drift was run 130 feet to the northeast, following 


the pegmatite structure, at about a 3-degree upward slope.

U. S. Bureau of Mines records show that the-1955-57 sales from 


Tolley Bent production consisted to 530.06 pounds of mica selling 


for $7,323 i 27, or Cor an average of $13 .82 per pound. The bulk 


of this mica was presumably won from the newer workings under the 


river.


GEOLOGY 


Much of the following information on geology is taken from 


the unpublished USGS report by Page.
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The country rock in the vicinity of the Tolley Bent mine 


is interlayered mica and hornblende gneiss. Near pegmatite the 


gneiss is more schistose and contains biotite. The Tolley Bent 


pegmatite consists of soda and potash feldspars, muscovite, and 


quartz. The mica is reported to be clear with colors ranging from 


light green to light rum. Only a small percentage is . specked. 


Page states that a large part of the mica from the lower part of 


the mine is reeved tanglesheet with intergrown laminae. He also 
states that the mica found in the upper part of the southwest end 
of the old stope is reported to be a better quality and was more 
abundant than that from later operations at the bottom of the mine, 


The pegmatite is generally conformable with the foliation 
of the country rock and occurs in interconnected lenses ranging in 


thickness from about 1/2 foot to a maximum of 15 feet-the latter 


being in the vicinity of the northeastern end of the old workings. 


The average thickness was apparently in the neighbof'hood of 6 feet 


with the thicknesses at the extremities of the old stope generally 


ranging from about 4 feet to less than one-half foot. The thick-


ness of the pegmatite worked in the new stope under the river is 


not known but is reported to have been thin.

The site of the proposed shaft would be 


at a point about 75 to 80 feet 340°E of the old mine portal. A 


drift (and/or crosscut) would then be driven approximately 150= 


feet southwesterly from the bottom of the shaft toward the end of 
the old workings, presumably following the pegmatite structures 
along strike. This proposal is essentially the same as that sug-
gested by Page in 1943 for possible future development should 
operations ever be resumed in the old workings, 


The Field Examiners recommend denial of this application 


for reasons as follows: 


1) Very little, if any, reserve potential lies between the 


proposed drift level and the bottom of the old stope, as the back 


would very from as little as 10 feet , to no more than 40 feet. 


2) On the basis of past operations the area below the ex-
isting stope is one of potential thinning or "keeling" of the 


pegmatite containing, generally a poor quality muscovite. 
3) The shaft bottom, as plotted,.could well be below the 


keel of the pgmatite and considerable effort might be expended
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in unproductive drifting and/or cross-cutting in an effort to 


regain the main zone. 


4) The proposed drift does not extend :into new ground 


southwest of the existing stope. 


5) A more preferable exploration target than that pro-


posed would be southwest beyond the limits of the existing workings 


where there may be an extension of the better quality and quantity 


of muscovite reported in the crestal region of the pegmatite. 


However, lack of adequate geologic data prevents the precise 


location of this target.

Subject: Review of application 


The applicant requests assistance in sinking a vertical 
shaft 150 feet and drifting 150 feet to get from 15 to 30 feet 
under an old stope in a 6-foot pegmatite. 


Under date of June 26, 1943, J. J. Page said, "Mining 
was stopped in June 1911.3 because of the difficulty of removing waste 
from the mine without new development work. The quality of the mica 
obtained at that time did not warrant this. The mii is largely. 
filled with waste, and removal of this by means of the inclined 
haulway and inclined shaft proved to be too costly. 


The mica at the upper southwest end of the works is 
reported to be of better quality and more abundant than that found 
during recent operations at the bottom of the mine. To obtain 
this mica, however, a large quantity of waste would have to be 
removed from the mine. One possibility for future development 
might be to sink a vertical shaft near the railroad from the bottom 
of which a horizontal trackway could be run to the southwest end 
of the mine. A shaft from the surface at the southwest end would 
have to be at least 180 feet deep. Although the mica at the Tolley 
Bent mine is of strategic quality, the amount that probably would 
be obtained in future work does not appear to justify further develop-
ment at the present time." And a press release dated September ii, 
191, said,"If the mine were to be reopened, it would seem advisable 
to push the, development work toward the southeast, but the difficulties 
to be overcome are so great that further development work does not 
now appear to be justified."
