Mica:	 The mica is commonly warped, crinkled, cracked, and 
reeved. It is locky and contains numerous mineral 
inclusions and intergrowths, chiefly of quartz, 
feldspar, and biotite, and has much green mottling 
(vegetable stain). None of the mica seen was of suf-. 
ficient quality to be classed as strategic.under the 
present program. Mica in the pegmatite averages 
about 3%, varying from about 5% around the nose in the 
SW part to less than 2% in the NE headings.. 


Pegmatite: The thickness ranges from about 2 ft. to more than 
20 ft. in dome-shaped pegmatite and has been explored 
f or a length of 650 ft., maximum width of .300 ft., 
over a vertical range of 200 ft.

Comments: The Field Team recommended denial based on the non-
strategic quality of the mica produced in 1952. TheY 
point out that the mica produced in the upper levels 
was higher quality and that the ratio of biotite to 
muscovite will probably increase at depth. The Operators 
program would not provide a substantial target above 
the adit level, then too the pegmatite is expected to 
pinch out on all the flanks of the dome. Exploration 
recommended during the Colonial Mica Program and carried 
out subsequently found only mica of poor quality. 


Recommendations: The Field , Team recommends denial, The Division 
of Nonmetallic Minerals and the Commodity Members of the 
Bureau of Mines and the Geological Survey concur in the 
Field Team's recommendation.

SUNIYIARY 


Denial of the application for assistance on exploration 
at the Big Ridge Nine is recommended. The mica cannot be considered 
as of strategic quality under the present purchasing program, and 
thus there is no point in granting DNEA assistance for additional 
exploration. The muscovite is commonly cracked, crinkled, warped, 
and reeved; it also contains numerous mineral inclusions and inter-
growths, chiefly feldspar, quartz, and biotite, as well as much green 
mottling.


Even if the quality of the mica were not a detracting con-
sideration, the applicant's proposed exploration with a 350-foot 
tunnel to the northwest limb of the dome-shaped pegmatite body still 
has little to recommend it. Such a tunnel would enter the pegmatite 
zone either in or only immediately below an old stoped area. A more 
satisfactory exploration plan consisting of about 200 feet of level 
work from the present main adit could show a sizeable reserve block 
of pegmatite. However, adjacent previous work at the same depth 
suggests that the muscovite would be of even poorer quality than that 
produced from higher levels and that the ratio of biotite to muscovite 
will probably increase with depth. 


INTRODUCTION 


Location


The Big Ridge Mine is located in Haywood County, North 


Carolina, about 3.9 miles airline distance from the intersection of 


U. S. Highway 19 and the Allen Creek Road at Hazelwood. (See 7' 
Hazelwood., 175-NE, and Waynesville, 185-NW, quadrangles, N. C., 


scale 1:24,000.) The 'nine workings lie chiefly at elevations 


between 1,500 and 4,700 feet.

Nine historr.orkin	 and production 


The Big Ridge Nine is reportedly the first mica mine 


developed in North Carolina. It was discovered in 1867 and tias 


operated almost continuously from that time until shut down early 


in 1915. In 19142 J. Co Olson and J. J. Page made a preliminary survey 


of the mine. Subsequently, in March and April 19!14, N. R. raepper, 


E, Wine Heinrich, and L. C. Pray conducted a detailed study of the 


Big Ridge deposit that culminated in a report by Klepper and Heinrich 


on April 30, 1944. In August 191414 Heinrich revisited the mine andY 


wrote a short supplementary report. Since 19145 the mine has been 


idle except for some 'groundhogging" or Hanipingli in the northeastern 


part of the mine sometime during the early part of the present. 


purchasing program. 


The underground workings at Big Ridge are a vast maze of 


interconnecting stopes, drifts, inclines, tunnels, and adits that,- 


extend for a length of about 650 feet and a width of about 300 feet 


through a vertical range of about 200 feet, The marginal outline of 


these workings is more or less oval in plan with the longer axis
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S 
oriented about N. 55° E. (see map). In vertical section the workings jj 


are assymetrically-arched both longitudinally as well as transversely 


to follow the irregular dome-shape of the pegmatite body. The studies. 


by Olson and Page and by Klepper and Heinrich present a clear picture 


of the shape of the pegmatite and the related mine workings. 


The total production of the Big Ridge deposit is not known, 


but about 436,000 pounds of sheet mica and 807,000 pounds of punch 


mica (total 1,243,000 pounds) were produced in the period 1922-194. 


Klepper and Heinrich report that during much of World War II more than 


1,000 pounds of fl strategic mica" was being produced each month. 


One of the present applicants, John Blalock, has attempted 


to mine mica from the Big Ridge deposit during the current purchasing 


program. The extent of this work is not known; it is believed, 


however, that most of it was done in the northern part of the mine 


(see map). It is reported that in 1952 Mr. Blalock and others had 


prepared a large lot of mica intended for the G. S. A. Purchasing 


Depot at Spruce Pine, N. C. Information obtained at the Depot indi-


cated that this entire lot was rejected because of the poor quality 


of the mica and its failure to meet the specifications of the 


purchasing program.


GEOLOGY 


Klepper and Heinrich summarize the geology of the Big 


Ridge pegmatite as follows:
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"The Big Ridge mine has explored a dome-shaped 
pegmatite for a length of 650 feet, a maximum width of 
300 feet, and over a vertical range of 200 feet. The. 
pegmatite is a rather homogeneous medium- to coarse-
grained aggregate consisting dominently of plagioclase, 
but containing appreciable quartz, muscovite and biotite. 
Muscovite is more abundant in some parts of the pegmatite 
than others, but the concentration in almost the entire 
pegmatite has been great enough to warrant mining. The 
bottom limit of the pegmatite has never been exposed. 
The pegmatite and a closely related granitic intrusive 
rock cut sharply across biotite gneiss that strikes 
northwest and dips southwest. Most of the tgranitet 
appears to lie just underneath the pegmatite. The 
greatest concentrations of niuscovite are believed to 
have occurred in close association with the 'granite'." 


The thickness of the pegmatite ranges from about 2 to more 


than 20 feet. It appears to be thickest along the immediate flanks 


of the "Backbone" and around the "nose" at the southwest end of the 


dome. The thinnest areas are mostly down dip on the gently dipping 


northwest limb (see map). 


The muscovite from the Big Ridge mine is ruby, rum, and 


greenish rum. The quality is reported to be generally lower than that 


of. the Franklin-Sylva district. In past operations the mine-run mica, 


about 80 percent of the total mica in the pegmatite mined, was removed 


for examination; the ratio of bench to mine scrap was reported as 


high. Both the quantity as well as quality vary considerably from 


one. part of the mine to another. The amount of muscovite in the 


pegmatite averages about 3 percent, varying from about 5 percent 
around the "nose" in the southwestern part of the mine to probably 


less than 2 percent in some of the northeastern headings. According 


to Klepper and Heinrich the Big Ridge muscovite: (1) is commonly 


warped, crinkled, cracked, and reeved; (2) contains numerous mineral 
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inclusions and intergrowths, chiefly of quartz, feldspar, and biotite; 


and (3) has much green mottling ("vegetable stain"). 


Observation of mica in all of the workings accessible at the 


time of this examination did not show any mica of sufficient quality to 


be classed as strategic under the present program. Mot of the mica 


seen has defects similar to those reported by Klepper and Heinrich 


and mentioned above. In addition, some of the mica seemed locky and 


not particularly free-splitting.. The mica observedas in place in 


the various headings, as books or block in broken muck, or as loose 


sheets or thin books scattered throughout the workings. In the lower. 


(post-August 1944) heading from Adit "A" (see map) near the southwest 


end of the mine most of the muscovite observed was exceptionally locky. 


and contained biotite inclusions to the . extent that little or no. 


muscovite pattern could be obtained in processing. Also in this heading, 


many books of biotite as large as 6 by l4 inches andto 1 inch thick 


were noted in place in the peginatite, and a relative scarcity of 


muscovite is evident. As this heading is probably the deepest ex-


posure of the Big Ridge pegmatite body, and if the conditions therein 


as noted above are at all representative of the body at depths greater 


than those mined previously, then it is likely that both the quality 


and quantity of relatively better grade muscovite will decrease with 


depth.


Although the examiners make no claim to be "experts" in 


judging the quality of mica, they feel that the experience gained 


from various contacts with the specifications of the purchasing depot 
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is sufficient to be able to judge the acceptance of mica as strategic 


within fairly narrow limits. Consequently, the examiners are of 


the opinion that the bulk of the potential mica in the Big Ridge mine 


that could be produced from future operations will be of inferior grade. 


PROPOSED EXPLORATION PROGRAM 


The 350-foot ad.it proposed by the Applicant has essentially 


no significant target, inasmuch as it would penetrate the pegmatite 


either in or only immediately below old workings well up on northwest 


side of the dome and thus give no amount of back from which production 


could be realized. As pointed out by N. E. Nelson (USGS) in his 


review of the application, an adit to this sector of the dome would 


have to be 600 to 800 feet long to be far enough down on the flank 


for tbédiscovery of a significant reserve area. In either case, 


vertical shafts with depths less than half the length of such adits 


would reach the same ground. 


In 1944 Klepper and Heinrich suggested exploration as 


follows: (1) driving Adit A" on grade or inclined slightly downward 


on the southeast line near the incline to the upper level of the adit; 


(2) driving a crosscut beneath the nose from the lower part of Adit "A" 


to tap the beginning of the northward trend of the northwest limb; and 


(3) sinking a vertical shaft from the surface to the northeasterly part 


of the workings. Apparently Item (1) above was attempted prior to 


closing in 1945 and was the area where the examiners noted the poorer 


quality muscovite and the large amount of biotite. Item (2) above was 
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not attempted, and, if the quality of mica were not a major factor, 


would probably discover, along with an appropriate amount of drift 


work, a significantly large block of mica-bearing ground. (See map 


and sections.) However, this would be close to the drift already 


driven into the deeper block of ground containing poorer quality 


muscovite and much biotite on the south side of the nose. It is 


reasonable to expect that similar conditions can be anticipated at 


the same elevation immediately north of the nose, thus mitigating 


against the worth of the exploration. Item (3) above was also not 


attempted, particularly as it had the lowest priority of the three 


exploration items proposed at the time • It has little to recommend 


it, also, at the present time, as such a shaft either would encounter 


old workings, thus requiring haulage up an incline from the headings, 


or would penetrate ground that would probably have a lower grade or 


in which the pegmatite would be much thinner. In fact, with the 


thinning of the pegmatite on the northwest limb and to the northeast, 


it is reasonable to expect that the pegmatite will pinch out entirely. 


Although, as mentioned above, some level work beneath the nose might 


outline a fair-sized block of pegmatite, it would seem that diamond 


drilling to determine the limits of the dome-like pegmatite body would 


probably be a more feasible start to an exploration program at the Big 


Ridge Mine. However, the whole worth of any exploration at Big Ridge 


is suspect because of the relatively poor quality of the mica under the 


classification used in the present program. 
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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOENDATIONS 


Denial of the application for assistance on the Big Ridge 


Mine is recommended for reasons as follows: 


(1)The exploration proposed by the Applicant has little to 


recommend it, as it would tap ground close to old workings and would 


not lead to the discovery of a significant reserve of pegmatite. 


(2)A more suitable exploration for pegmatite reserve had 


been outlined during World War II operations. As part of this 


exploration had been completed and showed ground with poorer quality 


muscovite and much biotite, additional exploration in the same general 


area that could block out a large reserve of pegmatite would encounter 


essentially the same detractions. 


(3) The most significant reason for recommending denial is 


the generally poor quality of the muscovite. It is reported as 


poorer than the average of the Franklin-Sylva district. Defects are 


warping, crinkling, cracking, and reeving. It contains numerous 


mineral inclusions and intergrowths, chiefly quartz, feldspar, and 


biotite, and has much green mottling, referred to locally as "vegetable 


stain". A large lot of mica prepared for sale to the Spruce Pine 


Purchasing Depot in 1952 was reliably reported rejected in its entirety 


because of poor quality and failure to meet the specifications of the 


purchasing program. 


(Li.). Thus, if much or most of the mica that could be pro-


duced from the Big Ridge mine in future operations will be of inferior 
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grade and not classifiable as strategic mica under the present pro... 


gram, there is no point in granting DNFSA. assistance for additional 


exploration.

Subject: Review of application 


The applicants request assistance in reopening what was once the 
largest mica mine in the country by driving a 5x7 heading for 350 feet on 
the west side of the "Backbone". The mine, deservedly, has h& much atten-
tion and has been very well mapped. (See maps and sections ' 	 epper, 
Heinrich and Pray, in particular.) 


The pegmatite occurs as  very irregular sheet roughly domed as 
for the northeast quarter of the mine, that is from Section B-B' to the 
northeast limits of the stoping. Southwest from section B-B',. the sheet 
is anticlinal in form, dipping roughly 30 0 to 80° on the northwest flank 
and steep to overturned on the southeast flank. The anticline ends in a 
'nose' in which the pegmatite appears to be wrapped around the top of a 
prong of granite. The whole effect is not unlike that obtained by poking 
a thumb into a handkerchief or a fist into a blanket. The granite which 
in places grades into pegrnatite and probably is essentially contemporaneous 
with the penatjte (Klepper) shows at numerous places on the sections, but 
the contact like relationship apparent in the nose may not hold throughout 
the mine.


The reports imply the most and best Aheet mica occurred where 
the pegmatite and granite are in 'contact'. If the relationship is an 
important factor, further exploration appears warranted especially around 
and on the flanks of the nose. Probably search has not extended below the 
level of the main ad.it. 


The ad.it proposed-by—the applicants has little or nothing to 
recommend it, as it would meet the old stoped out area high on the flank 
of the anticline. An adit on that side of the Back Bone, low enough to 
be of great value, would be 600-800 feet long.







If the main adit can be rehabilitated at no great expense, 
the reopening should be considered. Klepper and Heinrich, 1944, 
recommended continuing the straight part of the adit to an inter-
section with the pegmatite a distance of perhaps 30-40 feet. They 
also suggest driving an incline downward from the foot of the short 
transfer raise connecting the adit and the northeast drift. 


If either or both pieces of work have not been done since 
Klepper and Heinrich recommended them, they are worth consideration. 


Referral of the application to the Field Team is recommended.
