To cerry on operations under this lease with
reasonable diligence and to begin operations within __j2 months and to continve
production thereafter unless operations are interrupted by strikes, the elements, or
cagualties not attributeble to the lessse, The lesuor may grant roasonable sxtensions
of time for the commencement of production, and may authorize suspensions of operations
and production in accordance with the regulation 43 CFR 200.38 for reasonable periods
of time in the interest of conservation or when the lease cannot be successfully
operated at a profit, or for other reasons when such asction does not adversely affect
the interest of the United States.

(b) Rental. To pay to the lessor annually in advance, beginning with the date

(¢c) Royalty. To pay the lessor within 30 days after the end of each period
prescribed in subsection (£f) of this section a royalty of gight . vercent of the gross
value of tie minerals mined hereunder at the point of shipment %o market, such point
of shipment to be the mine or preparation plant, as the case may be. The lessee
egrees that the Secretary of the Interior, for the purpose of determining the royalties

(d) Minimum Royalty. If there is no production or if royalties under sub-

(g) Inspection. To permit at all reasonable times; (1) inspection by any auth-
orized sgency representative of the leased premises and all surface and underground
improvements, works, machinery, equipment, and all books and records pertaining to
operations and surveys or investigations under this lease; and (2) the lessor to make
copies of and extracts from any or all books and records pertaining to operations
under this lease,

(h) Maps--Reports. To furnish in duplicate to the Reglonal Mining Supervisor,
at such times as he may require, & plat in the manner and form prescribed by him show-
ing prospecting and development work and improvemente on the lease land and other
related information, with a report as to all buildings, structures, and other works
or equipment, situated elsewhere and owned or operated in conjunction with, or as a
part of the operations conducted hereunder,

(1) To comply with all regulations of the Secretary of the Interior and the
Secretary of Agriculture as to the lands herein described which are under his juris-
diction; and to conduct operations in an orderly manner and in accordance with the

(k) Deliver Premises, To deliver up to the lessor in good order and sondition
and subject to the provisions of Section 9 hereof on the termination of this lease
as a result of forfeiture thereof the lands covered thereby, including all underground
timbering and such other supports and structures as are necessary for the preservation

(1) Assignment. Not to assign this lease, or any interest therein, whether by
direct assignment, operating agreement, working or royalty interest, or otherwise, nor
sublet any portion of the leased premises, except with the approval in writing of the
lessor. All such assignments or subleases must be submitted in triplicate within 90
days from the date of execution and must contain all of the terms and conditions agreed
upon by the parties thereto, Not to create overriding royalties in excess of those
authorized by the regulations 43 CFR 200,49, .

Advance annual rental payments,
if previously terminated, shall be resumed as to an undeveloped segregated portion
on the next anniversary date of the lease; the minimum royalty payment herein
specified shall apply separately to the segregated portions and the time allowed
within which to commence operations on an undeveloped segregated portion shall be
such reasonable period as shall be prescribed by the lessor at the time the assign-

(m) Nondiscrimination, In connection with the performance of work under this
lease the lesseesagreef not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for
employment becausé of race, religlon, color, or national origin, The aforesaid pro-
vision shall include, but not be limited to, the following: employment, upgrading,
demotion, or transfer; recrultment or recruitment advertising; leyoff or termination;
rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and selection for training, including
appreanticeship., The lessess agreef to post hereafter in conspicuous places, available
for employees and applicants for employment, notices to be provided by the contracting
officer setting forth the provisions of the nondiscrimination clause,

The lessees further agreeg to insert the foregoing provision in all subcontracts

(n) Payments. Rental payments under this lease shall be made to the Manager
of the proper Land Office by remittence made payable to the Bureau of Land Management,
except that rentals and royalties on productive mining leases shall be by remittance
made payable to the United States Geological Survey and transmitted to the Regional
Mining Supervisor. '

SECTION 3. (a) Protection of Property. To conduct all operations hereunder
with due regard for good land managemeat, not to cut or destroy timber without pre-
vious permiseion from the authorized agency representative and to pay for such timber
at rates prescribed by him; to avoid damage to improvements, timber, crops, or other
cover; unless otherwise authorized by the agency representative, not to drill any
well, carry on operations, make excavations, construct tununels, drill, or otherwise
disturd the surface of the lands within 200 feet of any building thereon and when-
&ver required in writing by the authorized agency representative, and upon any par-
tial or total relinquishment, cancellation or termination of this lease as to that
portion of the land to which his righte have terminated, to fence or fill all sump
holes, ditches and other excavations, remove or cover all debris, and so far as
reasonably possible, reseed or otherwise restore the surface of the lands to their
former condition, or to a productive or other condition satisfactory to the author-
ized agency representative, including the removal of structures as and if required,
and when required by such represeantative .ggry all pipelines below plow depth,

(b) Fire Precautions. To do all in power to prevent and suppress fires
on the land and vicinity, and to require his employees, contrastors, and subcontractors
to do ise, TUnless prevented by circumstances over which V8o control, to
place employees, contractors and subcontractors at the disposal of the authorized
agency representative for the purpose of fighting firee on or originating on the land
or on sdjacent areas or caused by the negligence of the lessee or Hi$'Employees,
contractors, and eubcontractors, with the understanding that payment for such ser-
vices shall be made at rates to be determined by such authorized agency representa~
tive but not less than the current rates of pay prevailing i ggrvicinity for ser-
vices of a eimilar character: Provided, that if the lessee “employees, contractors,
or subcontractors, or employees of contractors or subcontractors, caused or could
have prevented the origin or spread of said fire or fires, no payment shall be made
for services so rendered. During periods of serious fire danger, as may de specified
by the authorized agency representative, the lessgees shall prohibit emoking and the
buillding of camp and lunch fires bytﬁiiremployoes. contractors, and subcontractors,
within the leased aresa expept at established camps, and shall enforce this prohib-
ition by all meens within“®¥k"power: Provided, that the suthorized agency represent-
ative may designate safe places where, after all inflammable material has been
cleared awaey, campfires may be bullt for the purpcse of heeting lunches end vhere,

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at the option of the lessee, smoking may be permitted; Provided further, That when
in the Jjudgment of the authorized agency representative the fire danger is of such
serious nature that fires mey result from the operation, the lessee will close

down operations upon request of such representative for the period of such emergency.
The lessee shall not burn rubbish, trash or other inflammable materials except with
the consent of the authorized sgency representative and shall not use: explosives
-during the fire season except as authorized to do so or on areas approved by such
representative, The lessees shall build or construct such fire lines or do such
clearing on the land as the authorized agency representative decides is essential
for forest, brush, and grass fire prevention which is or may be necessitated by the
exercise of the privileges authorized by this lease, and eshall maintain such fire

tools at his headquarters or at the appropriate location on the land as are deemed
necessary by such representative,

(c) Approval of Construction. Not to clear or use the land for development
or for consiruction purposes of any kind until a plan of comstruction and development
therefor has been approved by the authorized agency representative and that in the
location, design, construction and meintenance of all authorized works, canps, build-
ings, plants, waterways, roads, telegraph or telephone lines, pipelines, reservoirs,
vanks, pumping stations, or other structures or clearance, lessees shall do all things
reasonably necessary to prevent or reduce scerring and erosion of the land, pollution
of the water resources and any deamage to the waterskhed. A

(d) Damage to Property. To pay the lessor or its tenant, as the case maey be,
for any and all demage to or destruction of property caused by the lesgeg'§ opera~
tions hereunder; to save and hold the lessor or the surface owner or their tenants
harmless from all demsge or claims for damgge to persons or property resulting from
the lessees'd operations under this lease; and where the surface of the lessed land
1s owned by other than the lessor, to pay such owner, or his tenant, as the case nay
be, for demage or injury to livestock, crops, trees, pipelines, buildings, and other
improvements on the leased land. That where construction, operation, or meintenance
of any of the facilities on or connected with this lease causes damage to the water-
shed or pollution of the water resources, to repair such damege and to take such
corrective measures as are required by the authorized agency representetive, includ-
ing the reseeding or other restoration of the vegatative cover.

(e) Protection of Iivestoek; Access to Leased Lands. To install and maintain
cattle guardsuﬁghprovenx the passage of livestock in any openings made in fences by
the lesseesor hi&k contractors to provide access to the lands covered by this lease
for automotive and other equipment.

SBCTION 4. Lessee-Agent. Prior to the beginning of operations the lessees shall
appolnt and maintain at all times during the term of this lease & local agent upon
whom may be served written ordere or notices respecting matters contained in this
lease, and shall inform the appropriete agency official and the Begional Mining
Supervisor of the Geological Survey, in writing, of the name and address of such

agent. If & substitute agent is appointed, the lessees shall immediately so inform
the said representatives.
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SECTION 5. The lessor expressly reserves: oo
(a) Bights Reserved. The right to permit for joint or several use easements
® or right-of-way, including easements in tunnels uwpon, through, or in the land leased,
occupied, or used as may be necessary or appropriate to the working of the same or
other lands, and the preparation and shipment of the productis thereof by or under
authority of the Government, ite lessees or permittees, and for other public purposes,

(b) Monopoly end Fair Prices. Full power and authority to promulgate and en-
force all orders necessary to insure the sale of the production of the leased lands
to the United States and to the public at reasonable prices, to protect the interest

| of the United States, to prevent monopoly, and to safeguerd the public welfare.

| (c) Readjustment of Terms. The right to reasonably readjust and fix royalties

 payeble hereunder and other terms and conditions at the end of 20 years from the date

hereof and thereafter at the end of each succeeding 20-year period during the con-
tinuance of this lease unless otherwise provided by law at the time of the expiration
of any such period. Unless the lessees fileg objections to the proposed terms or &
relinquishment of the lease within 30 days efter receipt of the notice: of proposed
terms for a 20-year period, he. will be deemed to have agreed to such terms, .

(4) VWediver of Conditions. The right to waive any breach of the covenants and
conditions contained herein, but any such waiver shall extend only to the particular
breach so waeived and shall not limit the rights of the lessor with respect to any
future breach; nor shall the walver of & particular cause of forfeiture prevent can-

‘ cellation of this lease for any other cause, or for the same cause occurring at another
‘ time.

SECTION 6., It is mutually egreed:

(a) Mining Methods. That this lease does not authorize the mining or removal
of the mineral depoeits by stripping, rim cutting or open pit methods, without the
prior written approvael of the authorized agency representaxive and on such conditions
a8 he may prescribve.

(v) BReduction or Smelting of Ores. That the reduction or smelting of ores on
the leased land is expressly prohibited in the absence of an agreement between the
lesseesand the authorized agency representative authorizing such use of the surface
of the land and providing for the necessary protection of life and property. Such
esgreement shall contein all of the terms and conditions under which the reduction
or smelting of ores may be carried on and any violation of that egreement shall be
considered a violation of the terms of this lease for the purpose of Section 9.

(c) Uses_and Disposition of Surface. That the leased land shall be subject at
all times to any other lawful uses or sale by the United States, ite lesseces, per-
mittees, licensees, and assignse; provided that such uses or sale shall not prevent,
| obstruct, or unduly interfere with any privilege granted under this lease: Provided,
| that tha lesseesshall reco §e existing uses and commitments in the form of grazing,

timber cutting, and special %75 rmite, water developments, ditch, roed, trail, pipe-

line, telephone line, and feunce rights-of-way, and other similar improvements, and
to conduct his operations so ae to interfere as little as possible with the rights
and privileges granted by these permits or with other existing uses.

(d) Granting Leases_for Other Minerals. That the granting of this lease will
not preclude the issuance of other leases of the same land for the mining of other
minerals with suitable stipulations as to Joint operations, in order that full develop-
ment of the mineral resources nay be obtained.

SECTION 7. Relinguishment of Lease. Upon payment of all rentals, royalties
and other debte due and payeble to the lessor and upon payment of all wages or moneys
due and payable to the workmen employed by the lessees, the lesseesmay, upon a satis-

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SECTION 8, Removal of Equipment, etg., on Terminetion of lLease, On termination
of this lease, by surrender, forfeiture, or otherwise, the lessee ehall have the

privilege at any time within a period of 90 deys thereafter of removing from the - i
premises all mechinery, equipment, tools, and materials, other than underground tim-
bering placed by the lesgee in or on the leased lands, which are not necessary for

the preservetion of the mine, Any materials, tools, appliences, machinery, structures,
end equipment, subject to removal as above provided, which are allowed to remain on

the leased land shall become the property of the lessor .on expiration.of the 90-~day
period or such extension thereof as may be granted by the lessor, but the lessee ‘shall
remove any or all of such property when so directed by the lessor. .

4982, Mud Hole Mine, Macon County, North Carolina.

The applicant proposes to explore the Mud Hole mine by 60 feet
of shaft and 100 feet of drifting from the shaft. Cost of this program
is estimated at $7,500.

: Our commodity records indicate that the Mud Hole mine is T.7
miles northwest of Franklin, on the ridge between the north and middle
forks of Wiles Creek. As of 1942, the workings consisted of a series of
shafts, pits, and adits 550 feet long, the trend of which was N. 25° E,

The principal openings were two_shafts 40 to 45 feet deep. The southern-
most of these shafts was reopened in the summer of 1942 by Charles Bradley
of Franklin but abandoned after two months of unprofitable operation. The
southernmost workings also are reported to have been mined on a small

scale in 1941. The property also is reported to have been active in 191+3,
when it was worked by H. S. Roper, who abandoned it because of "heavy ground.

The workings are reported to explore discordent pegmatite bodies
that strike N. 30° E. They are in three groups. The southwestern ones
are small and expose a l%-foot pegmatite that strikes N. 30° E., and dips
60° SE. The central workings consist of & 100-foot adit and several pits.
The north. trending pegmatite body intersected in the &dit is only 3 feet
thick but outcrops of massive quartz 6 feet wide indicate that the peg-
matite may have been as much as 10 to 12 feet thick at the surface. Most
of the mining was done just beneath the quartz masses. The largest or
northeast workings explore a pegmatite body which strikes N. 20 to 30° E.,
and dips 60° SE. The pegmatite, which is probebly 6 to 10 feet thick, is
exposed at only one place. ﬁll underground workings were flooded or
otherwise inaccessible in 1942, _ t <

The mica is reported to be of clear light brown and of good
quality. . / "\
