a drift was extended about 35 feet to the east. The bottom 
of this drift is in hard rock1 but the upper parts are in soft, 
severely weathered material.

sections Id.X t and ZZt. 


The crossuta from the two shafts were holed through near 
the footwall, and No, b drift must lie near or along the footwall, 
Both shafts are reported to have encountered the gneiss beneath 
the dike. 


The pegmatite is an aggregate of quartz and partially to 
wholly k&OlifliZ$d plagioclase, with abundant muscovite and minor 
biotite, garnet, and apatite. No well-defined and çontinoUs

The muscovite mica is both green and ruby • Color zoning 
is present in some blocks • Although many of the blocks are 10 
by 12 inches or more on their cleavage faces they generally are 
so severely ruled and broken that their yiell of largersize 
tpjanied sh*ets is small, Some of the mechanical defects have 
been attributed to small-scale faulting • BlaOk staining and inw 
tergrowths with biotite are rather common nd much biotite was 
encotntered in the No. S workings. 


The mica is rather evenly distributed through the pegmatite,

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Conclusions and reqommendattoflS 


It is evident that the operator's poliCy has involved the 


sinking •f a shaft to apoint at or near the top of hard rok 
drifting along the pegmatite, stoping upward in mica-rich zoneS 


to the top of the dike or to points where old workings were en* 
co&ntered, and then an eastward move to sink another sheft and 
repeat the process. This has resulted in the production of 
óonitde&ble amounts of mica by soft-ground methods of mining 
as well as the accumulatiOn of much information concarnin g the 
subsdrtaQe distribution of pegmatite and mica. On the other 


hand 1 it also has involved much timbering and difficulty with 
"vin ground, a$ well as operations of restricted vertical ez 
tent (see seti.on x.xl). 


Mr. Snow propos$S to drift eastward from No. b shaft and 
to mine out the ground between this shaft and the ends of No.2 
and No. 3 drifts. Although good mica was obtained from these 
two drifts, the soft ground beteefl them is now caved; thus the 
workable rock is in a thin block less than 35 feet long and 15 
feet in vertical extent. The presence of old workings not far 
above would necessitate the leaving of a solid rib above any 
new workths, and past experiences suggest that the soft material 


in this rib would soon sag and caVe. 


It is also proposed that No. 5 dirft be extended about 45 
feet and the jca.bearing rock above it stoped out. Mica valued 
at $2 0600 is said to have been removed from the present drift, 
and it seems likely that additional mica would be encountered 
during the proposed work. On the other hand, the presence of 
old workings only a few feet overhead would eliminate the possib-
ility of the stoping that might well be necessary to make the 
operation profitable. Here again, therefore, the available 
reserves of mica-bearing pematite must be small. 


?uture operations at the Baird mine should be designed to 
eliminate insofar as possible any further contact with old 
workings and soft ground. There should be no further reluctance 
to mine in hard rooks Drifts should be at sufficiently low 
levels to provide adequate stoping ground overhead, and little 
timbering should be necessary* No* S shaft might well be-deep-
ened 20 to 40 feet and the pegmatite reached by a crosscut to 
the south. Un1e3s the pegmatite is bottomed at rather. shallow 
depth, there should be much mjcabearing ground east of the 
shaft, where the old workings are reported to be hallower and 
the flow of ground water less heavy.
