Our files indicate the Long Branch mine was examined on
March 5, l9ﬁlt-, by M. R. Klepper, U. S. Geological Survey. Two copies
of his report and one copy of his maps are enclosed. Klepper notes
that this pegmatite had not been a profitable producer as of the date
of his examination. His longitudinal Section A-A' also indicates
that most of the pegmatite sbove the proposed drift level has been
stoped This would be particularly true if there was prod.uction from
the caved, inclined shaft, reported to have been sunk 150 to 250 feet
from near the portal of adit D. Assuming there was production from
this inclined shaft, it would appear that almost all of the pegmatite
to be explored between this sghaft and the end of the incline from the
A Adit hes been s_t_;_pped. .

The mine is reported to be flooded and therefore would not be
as accessible to examination as it was at the time of Klepper's visit.
If the stoped area is as large as shown on Klepper's map, chances are
that it will be difficult to dewater.
