The work resulted in the production of some muscovite, 
but the mica seen in place is small and of poor quality. In 
add.ition, the pegmatite appears to be small and perhaps barrel 
shaped. As the chances of discovering significant reserves 
of strategic mica are believed to be poor, the examiners recom-
mend that the application be denied. 


I concur with the recommendation.

SUIIARY 


The Shepherd mine consists of an old shaft from which an 
unknown amount of level work was done (now all caved) a shallow 
recent shaft, and a long drift with a shallow wine An 
irregular pegmatite body trending east-west and plunging east is 
exposed in the adit and wine. About 1000 pounds of mine-run 
mica is reported to have been recovered from the wine. Mica 
seen in place is green, bent, ruled and locky. Only a small 
percentage is of strategic quality. We recommend that explora-
tion assistance be denied. 


INTRODUCTION 


Location: The Shepherd mine is on the east side of a low saddle 


west of the head of Elmore Branch and O45 mile east of Ridge 
Crest Church, about 3 1/2 miles northeast of Franklin, Macon 


County, North Carolina (Corbin Knob quad. WA 1:24,000), The mine
