Iocations

The deposit is designated as the Alger Hill Prospect of the
Beryllium Development, Ince. and is located approximately one mile west
of Grafton Center, Grafton County, New Hampshire.

Conclusionss:

The conclusions reached by a field examination of the deposit is
that the work done duiing 19SC was exploration in nature and that further
work at the same opening is more properly mining than exploretion.
Most of the work in 1950 involved the excavation of approximately
1,000 tons of rock from the beryl- and mica- bearing parts of the
pegmatite and is reported to have yielded 150 tons of feldspar, 3%

| ' tons of mine run mica, and 3% tons of beryl. The gross sale valué of
these minerals was $1,130. The cost of the operations was $10,518.
To mine at a greatef depth will require the removal of more waste
rock which will increase the unit costs.

At no other exposure at the location of the Alger Hill Prospect
can exploration by treﬁching be recommended on the basis of mineral=-
ization and zoning of this pegmatite.‘

Recommendationst

It is recommended that the application for exploration assistance
be denied for the reason of insufficient evidence of continuity of the

beryl and mica deposits in the pegmatite.






Geology of the Alger Hill Prospect

Iocation:

The Alger Hill prospegt; 800 feet west of the abandoned Alger
Iine, is approximately 1.5 miles south of the Ruggles lMine in
Grafton, Grafton County, New Hampshire.

The prospect may be reached from U. S. Highway No. L by
traveliﬁg northﬁest from Grafton Center on a gravel road for 1.3
miles to the entrance of the Ruggles Mine. TFrom this point travel
on foot along abandoned town road for O.1 of a mile. Then travel
south on mine road for 0.9 of a mile pasp the Alger lMine to the
prospect. |

General Informations

The pegmatite, explored by Beryllium Development, Inc. during
the summer of 1950, is inclosed in a foliatéd, medium-grained,
biotite-muscovite granite. The foliation strikes N 10° E. and dips
approximately 750 southwest .

The workings consist of an open pit 65 feet long, 10 to 30
feet wide, and 10 to 20 feet deep and a small trench 20 feet long,
5 to 10 feet wide, and 5 feet deep at the southwest end of the open
pite .More than one-half of the open pit is flooded by ld to 12
feet of water.

Approximately 1000 tons of pegmatite have been mined and 150 °
tons of potash feldspar, 3% tons of Beryl and 35 tons of run of

mine mica have been recoveredes






General Description of the Pegmatite:

The pegmatite is at least 75 feet long and ranges from 5 to 25
feet in thickness. It has a general strike of N. 45° &, and dips
approximateiy SOO southwest. lost of the pegmatite is medium to
coarse-grained, but the central and widest part, which has been
mined, appears to have been very coarse=-grained perthite and quartz.

Pegmatite Zones:’

The border zone is discontinuous, but ranges in thickness from
1 to 2 inches. It is fine-grained and contains quartz, plagioclase,
and muscovite.

| The Hgll.gggg is medium to coarse-grained, 5 to 10 feet thick,
and contains plagioclase, quartz, perthite, and muscovite. -Accessory
minerals are black tourmaline and lath-shaped biotite crystals some
of which are chloritized.

The core of the pegmatite is Qery coarse-grained and ranges in
thickness from O to 15 feet and qbntains perthite, quartz, beryl, and
muscovite mica. The quartz occurs as discontinuous bodies 10 to 12
feet thick and 10 to 15 feet long.

Occurrence of Economic Minerals:

The beryl crystals are concentratéd along the margins of the
quartz bodies and are associated with the very coarse-grained perthite-
quartz core. Most of the beryl crystals are blue-green and some are
gem qualitye The crystals have an average length of 8 inches and an

average diameter of 3 inches,






Like the beryl the muscovite mica is associated with the perthite-

quartz core and is generally marginal to the quartz bodies. Most of
the muscovite is hard, flat, slightly ruled, and has a rum color.
The books are one to two inches thick and range from 3 to 12 inches
in widthe. Host of the muscovite in the wall zone is scrap. The books
are one-half to one inch thick, 2 to li inches across, and are usually
wavy, bent, or ruled.

.Most of the recoverable perthite occurs in the core, or central
part of the pegmatite. The perthite is white to light cream and
occurs in anhedral and subhedral crystals that. range from 6 to 18

inches long to L to 12 inches thick.

The exploratory nature of the work done by Beryllium Development,
Inc. has revealed that the beryl and muscovite mica deposits are
closely associated with the discontinuous quartz bodies in the
perthite-quartz core of the pegmatite. A large tonnage of rock was
mined in comparison to the small tonnages of beryl and muscovite
recoverede
