(b) Final report.—Upon comp ion of the exploration work or termination o e contract the Operatoi shall provide the 
Government with an . adequate geological and engineering report, in quintuplicate (five copies) , including an estimate of ore 
reserves resulting from the exploration work. 


(c) Compliance with requirements.—If, in the opinion of the Government, any of the Operator's reports are insufficient 
or incomplete, the Government may procure the making or completion of such reports and attachments as an expense of the 
exploration work; and the Government may withhold approval and payment of any vouchers depending upon insufficient or 
incomplete reports. 


(d) Accounts and audits.—The Operator shall keep suitable records and accounts of the units of work performed, which the 
Government may inspect and audit at any time. The Government may at any time require a check of the work performed and 
an audit of the Operator's records and accounts, by a certified public accountant or otherwise, the cost thereof to be treated as a 
cost of the project. The Operator shall keep and preserve said records and accounts for at least 3 years after the completion 
of the project or the termination of this contract. Upon the completion of the project or termination of the contract the Opera-
tor shall render a final account and statement of work performed to accompany his final report. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.— ( a ) If, at any time, the Government considers that a discovery or a development from 
which production may be made has resulted from the exploration work, the Government, at any time not later than 6 months after 
the Operator has rendered the required final report and final account, may so certify in writing to the Operator. The certifica-
tion shall describe broadly or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. In the event of such certification, any minerals 
mined or produced from the land described in Article 2 within 10 years from the date of this contract, including any mined or 
produced before. the certification, shall be subject to a percentage. ,, royalty which the Operator or his successor in interest shall 
pay tO the Government, upon the net smelter returns, the net concentrator returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale

(d) This article is not to be construed as imposing any obligation on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest 
to engage in any mining or production operations. 


ARTICLE 7. Assignment, transfer, or loss of Operator's interest.—Without the written consent of the Government, the 
Operator shall not assign or otherwise transfer or hypothecate this contract or any rights 'thereunder. The 'Operator shall not 
make any voluntary nor permit any involuntary transfer or conveyance of the Operator's rights in the land ciscr,ibed in Article 2, 
without making suitabl e provision for the preservation of the Government's right to a .percentägê royalty on production and. 
lien for the payment thereof; .Provided, that mere failure by. the Operator to maintain the Operator'' rights -in the land, without 
any consideration running to the Operator other than relief 'from the cost of maintaining such rights (as by surrender of a 
leasehold, failure to perform assessment work, or failure to exercise an option), coupled with complete abandonment by the 
Operator of all interest in or operations on the land for a period of 10 years from the date of this contract, shall not constitute 
such a transfer or conveyance. Should the Operator make or permit any transfer or conveyance in violation of this provision, 
the Operator shall be and remain liable for payment to the Government of the same amounts, at the same times, as would have 
been paid under the terms of' the percentage royalty on production. If for any reason the net smelter returns, net concentrator 
returns, or other net amounts realized from the sale or other disposition of such production are not available as a means of meas-
uring the amount of the Operator's liability, the amount thereof shall be estimated as well as may be, and in the event of dispute 
as to such estimates, the determination thereof by the Administrator of Defense Minerals Exploration Administration or by his 
successor shall be final and binding upon the Operator.  


ARTICLE 8. Termination and completion.—The Government may, at any time, by written notice to the Operator, terminate 
this contract: (a) If the Operator fails to provide his share of the money necessary to prosecute operations pursuant to the 
terms of the contract; (b) if the Operator, in the opinion of the Government, fails to prosecute operations pursuant to the terms 
of the contract; or (c) if, in the. opinion of the Government, operations up to the time of the notice have not indicated the prob-
ability of making any worth while discovery and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justified.

In re to your letter of the 17th: 


I did not sell the Saunders Mine, but did lease it for 5 years 
to Guy Sparks and Corb Buchanan, for a flat 4100, a month rent. 
Included in the lease is an agreement on their part to pay the 
govt royalty of 5%. 


Now to get to some shady business. 1Jr. Sparks tells me how they 
are getting just 35G IO goodstained price for their Saunders mica 
at Spruce Pine. Yet I even let them borrow 5 sales vouchers of 
mine showing that I sold it from 69 to 85% g.s, and that was at 
Franklin N.H. where they are much tougher. And one thing that Mr. 
Sparks emphasized to me is that his partner Corb can market their 
mica to the very best advantage. I would not say that having a 
first and second cousin as the two buyers at Spruce Pine would 
have anything to do with it, but it is very queer that such 
good mica is running so 1iiw. I am to see sparks tonight, and 
I am going to ask him if his partner is stealing from him or 
are the two of them lieing to me, and incidentally, beating 
the govt of the 5%. Only last night their foreman was at ray 
house and he mentioned vkhat good mica they are getting out, and 
I know damn well it isnt being sold for anything like 35%. Which 
makes me wonder what mica is being sold as Saunders mica, and 
under what name Saunders is being sold. How much influence do 
you have to find out such things? I've been beat for over 
25,000. at Franklin, and now have to ship all the way to I.0

The mica 
recovered was small in amount and not of high quality. Mr. Robinsàn 
states that he does not intend to do more work here. 


Slightly north of the approximate strike of the pegmatite in 
the old pit, Mr. Robinson has bulldozed and put in several blasts on what 
is apparently the same pegmatite found in the old pit. These blasts 
range up to 300 yards on a line slightly north of west from the old pit. 
The results of this work were also largely discouraging. 


Although a quantity of good grade mica is in place under the 
floor of the DNEA exploratory , drift, it is the opinion of the engineer 
that it will 'not be recovered in the foreseeable future due to the fact 
that miners have blasted too much muck on top of it for it to be economi-
cally recovered.

This property was visited on September 22, 1951, One man who 
is working for H. L. Robinson, was working alone at the mine. 


Sure the last report on July 19, 1954, part of the mining 
has consisted of blasting out the back of the 1}IEA drift for about 
10 feet and about 15 feet in from the portal. The waste rock has not 
been removed but has been moved back a few feet into the old open 
working.


The miner was drilling in the back of the old crosscut adit 
tunnel at a pckint about 10 feet NE of the NE end of the old open stope. 
This will be the last round as the mica is not continuing. No further 
work has been done under the pillar as described in the previous 
report. One block of the hanging wall near the northeasterly pillar 
has dropped out in one block of about 50 tens. The miner stated that 
Robinson will start in seversl days to remove the waste from around 
the DMEA tunnel portal, in order to mine the mica found by exploration. 


Mr. Robinson has blasted 2 holes in an outcrop 500 feet due 
south of the Saunders workings. This is on Made nc' s property 
production from 'which the Government has a royalty interest,. Son 
good ruin colored muscovite is showing as well as a small amount at 
biotite. The opening exposes intimately mixed  quartz and perthite 
mica. Clear perthite does not exceed 5 inches in diameter, most 
of it being laced with quartz stringers. No wall was found due to 
overburden and it was not possible to get the strike or dip of wall 
or pegmatite.

This mine was visited on July 17, 194. No work was in progress 
at the time of visit. 	 - 


It is judged that very little mica has been produced since that' 
sold at Franklin, N. H. on July 7, 1954, and recorded on Settlement Sheet 
F-742. Several drill holes were blasted in the back of the exploratory drift 
at the portal. No:-further work has been done in this area. The reason is 
apparently that a considerable quantity of waste must be hoisted in order to 
mine the mica developed by the exploratory drift. Mr. NaderLc states that 
at present he does not have funds to finance this work. 


Eight unbiasted holes were found drilled under the most easterly 
piflir. The face and wall showed an extremely ppor concentration of mica 
ab the. Field Team reported would be found. 


As the engineer was on the potht of leaving, a young man, Roy 
Partwell, Newport, N. IL ,, arrived and upon questioning stated that he was 
employed by Mr. Maderic. Partwell says he has been employed since June 26, 
1954 and has worked about L. hours per day producing about 300 pounds of 
mine-run mica per day. This mica, according to Mr. Maderic, will gross 
from $250. to 0400. per week. No record of this 3 weeks production has been 
given to the Bureau of Mines, Mr. Naderic states that no returns have been 
received from the Purchasing Depot. Mr. Maderic also states that he expects 
to mine the mica found under the exploration contract when he is in a finan-
cial position to do so.

The Saunders mica mine is located in the Town of Grafton, Grafton 


County, New Hampshire. It is reached from Grafton Village by following a 


graded road southwestward 2.3 miles to Robinson's Corner; take right fork for 


2.0 miles northwestward, passing two left forks to arrive at a crossroad; bear 


left over mine road for 0.9 mile to a left fork which leads 0.3 mile to the 


mine.


Summary 


The contract provided that exploration work be divided, into two 


stages; Stage II being dependent upon the results of Stage I • All work was 


on a unit cost basis. 


The object of this project was twofold, (a) to discover by removal 


of backi1 ill if the mica shoots formerly mined, continued below the, floor of 


the old workings, and (b) to explore by drifting . on a mica concentration 


exposed in the southwest face of the old main pit. 


Exposure of the pegmatite in the floor of the old main pit as well 


as in its more shallow northeasterly extension, disclosed no mica concentration. 


This fact made it unadvisable to enter Stage II and was the basis on which a 


Termination Agreement was entered into, April 5..

The exploration drift continued in the mica shoot for 23 feet, at 


which point the eastward plunging shoot disappeared beneath the floor of the 


drift.

Exploration for mica was successful in the drift and a Certificate of 


Discovery or Development was issued' on May 26, 195 4. 


Conclusions 


The conclusions that this exploration project was successful in 


developing reserves of strategic mica and that work should be terminated were 


expressed by the Bureau of Nines and Geological Survey representatives in a 


Field inspection Report dated April 5, 1954, and by the Operator in his letter 


of April 5, 1954. The Executive Officer's memorandum to the Chairman of the 


Operating Committee, dated April 27, 1954, concurs in the above conclusions.

Waste in the amount of 22.2 


cu * yds. was also removed from the floor of the old vorkings under the most 


easterly pillar and from there to the end of the old tunnel. This was done to 


see if the mica exposed in the pillar continued into the stope floor. The floor 


was cleaned for a length of 32 feet but revealed no mica. 


A drift was started in a southwesterly direction from the face of 


the old workings at an elevation 30 feet below the ground surface to explore 


the mica concentration showing in the old stope face.

'Description of Geology 2/ 


Scattered outcrops indicate that 


it trends northeast and probably parallels the foliation of the enclosing schisto 


It has a strike length of at least 370 feet and appears to be 150 feet wide in 


the vicinity of the mine. The dip of the pegmatite is unknown, but is believed 


to dip eastward at about 500 , parallel to the dip of the wall-rock foliation. 


A basic dike, 1 to 18 inches thick, appears to follow a joint in the pegmatite 


and strikes N. 800 E. and dips 600 


The pegmatite consists of a coarse-grained mixture of quartz, buff 


and green-gray perthite, and graphic granite, with minor biot:Lte, muscovite, 


2/ The geology of the Saunders mica mine has been described by A. H. McNair in 
- the U.S.G.S. Professional Paper 255, 1954, p. 240-243. The following summary 


contains pertinent data abstracted from this mine report. 
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plagioclase, apatite, beryl, and black tourmaline. A zonal structure has not 


been recognized in any of the outcrops or on the faces of the mine workings. 


Most of the minable quantities of strategic muscovite occur in a more 


or less tabular, vein-like unit with poorly defined boundaries. it consists of 


perthLte, muscovite, plagioclase, and quartz. McNair reports that the north-


eastern part of the tabular unit strikes about N. 600 E. and aLps 400 to jO SE. 


Recent drifting, made with the assistance of a DNEA loan, indicates that the 


southwestern part of the mica-bearing unit strikes about N. 800 E. and the mica 


shoot appears to be plunging between 300 and 400 SW (see accompanying overlay 


map). The dip was not accurately observed, but is estimated to be steep, between 


6Q0 and 800 SE. The mica-bearing unit is believed to range from 2 to I feet wide. 


Trenching in the northeastern part of the old workings and removing 


backf ill from parts of the open pit and underground workings did not uncover any 


mica concentration that appeared worthy of further exploration. 


About two tons of mine-run mica were recovered in mining approximately 


100 tons of pegmatite from the first 23 feet of the exploratory drift that follow-


ed the mica-bearing unit. The remaining 26 feet of the drift was in barren 


pegmatite, having passed through the mica shoot. From the two tons of mine-run 


mica 159.83 pounds of full tyi mica were sold to the Mica Depot at Franklin, 


New Hampshire, for $1898.25.

Dear Mr. Millar: 


This Is my final report on my government loan on the Saunders Mine. 


I put In a total or 33 feet of trenches in rock left in the bottom 
of an open cut, the extension of the main cuts. Thii was to see if 
the first operators years ago worked just a shallow cut and left mica 
In the bottom as they went along. Wefound no mica at all in these 
trenches, so 1 guess they took it down as deep as there was any to be 
found. 


I also had 44.8 yards of waste rock removed in the main out hoping to 
find mica in the bottom but this work athso found no mica. 


The main part of my operations was a 49 foot drift which I put in at 
the end of the cut, and which was on the vein, judging from the straigh 
t line that the fcer operators had followed it. Our object was to fin 
d a continuation of the mica bearing vein, in the form of a lens, such 
as the mica had been coming in previously. We found mica in the drift 
for about 23 feet, and the rest of the drift was barren of mica. The 
mica continued In the floor for this distance, so it is hoped that it 
runs beyond this point but ona slope, but as the drift was run in on 
a level, the contact was lost at that 23 foot pont. 


Last week, after considerable unavoidable delay, I started to get mica 
from the mine.

In the opinion of the Operator, as evidenced by the attached

The country was covered with snow which required a seven mile 
walk in eight to ten inches of snow to reach the property.

This property was visited in company with John L. Maderic on 
February 19, 1954. 


Adverse weather accompanied by 2. feet of snow prevented work on 
the project during February until the time of the engineer' s visit. The 
drift face measured 33 feet from the starting point as reported in the 
operator's Monthly Report for January. 


The engineer was present on February 19 when the crew recominerted 
drifting.


During the month of January while Mr. Maderic was hospitalized as 
previously reported, he engaged Henry Lee Robinson and crew to conduct the 
drifting in the mine. At the time of the Government engineer's visit, it 
was found that the drift had been turnedleft into the hanging wall pegmatite 
away from the mica zone 23 feet from the starting point. Drifting continued 
off line on a magnetic Nn-S, bearing from- 23 feet to 33 feet. Mr. Maderic was 
instructed to slab the right wall in the last 10 feet of drift back to the 
mica zone and to continue drifting along the zone. He was also advised that 
the Government would not share in payment for straightening the drift. The 
engineer was present when slabbing was started and it is anticipated that 
the work will now progress satisfactorily. 


Mica books were large and of good quality to the point where the 
drift turned into the hanging wall. It is expected that the slabbing opera-
tion will encounter the same quality and grade mica. 


Mr. Robinson is judged to be quite sharp and is operating several 
mica properties on his own account. Under questioning he admitted that he 
had deliberately turned the drift. He is now completing the drifting on the 
Naderic property but he will not be paid for slabbing the wall back to the 
mica zone.


No further waste has been removed from the bottom of the old open 
workings which are above the drift authorized in Stage II. This cleaning 
operation is to be started immediately.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator.

• Jork under this contract started October 26, 1953. Winter 
weather and inability to get experienced miners have resulted in a small, 
amount of work having been accomplished. The new dr 	 has exposed a 
quantity of very good mica in books up to lj." x 8,/n size. These books 
range from the f:Loor of the drift to the top and in both walls. Th 
direction will be changed slightly to the left or south. 


The new drift in the southwest face of the old open workings 
has advanced 3 feet only. The floor of this drift at the portal is 10 
feet above the floor of the old workings. It has been necessary to work 
from a staging which has several times been blasted but because the men 
do not know how to hitch a stull. 


The waste was cleaned from the floor of the southwest section 
of the old open workings. No mica is showing. The waste removed from 
this section is 22.2 cu. yds. 


Waste removed from the northeast section of the old workings 
amounts to 12.6 cu, yds. The floor of these workings has been cleaned 
out on the hanging-wall side for a distance of 19 feet southwestward from 
the end of the old adit face. The floor as cleaned rises 6 feet in the 
19 feet advanced to the southwest. There is more waste to be removed in 
this section. No mica is exposed in the floor uncovered but some very 
good quality mica in large books remains on the under side of the pillar.. 


The operator was instructed to place stulls under a large slab 
on the bottom of the pillar, it appears probable that the f1bb of the 
old workings will be not more than 2 feet above what would be the back of 
the proposed extension of the old adit. 


In trench No. 6 waste from previous operations has been removed 
to a depth of 10 feet to bare rock which showed no mica. This trench 
is 18 feet long and had to be taken 10 feet wide because of the loose 
material handled. Another trench 33 feet northeast of trench No. 6 is 
6 feet long, 14 feet deep and 14 feet wide. Bottom was not reached in this

pit. The third trench worked on is 57 feet northeast of trench No. 6 and 


is 9 feet long, 6 feet deep, and 3 feet wide. This trench goes down two 
feet into solid ground and runs from wall to wall of the old working but 


no mica is in evidence. 


Due to the amount of loose material that it is necessary to handle 
to uncover bottom, which makes the cost far above the estimated cost, and also 
because no mica has been found, the operator does not intend to go further 
with trenching. The engineer agrees with the operator that-further trenching 


is not justified. 


Mr. Maderic expects to continue i& th removing waste n the north-
east section and also to be able to find a driller for the new drift in the 


southwest face of the old workings within 10 days. To get a driller it is 


necessary to pay 6100,00 per week. 


Mr. Naderic was assisted in making out his Operator's Reports 


for October and November.

through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form. MF-104—Oper9to"r's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation;

(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;

On October 20, 1953 the engineer contacted Mr. Maderic in Rumney, 
New Hampshire, and reviewed the terms of this contract.

the old trench, and &) The jackhammer will be kept busy by alternating between 
Stage I drift and the new surface trenches. 


.A, drill hole and plug will be put at the starting point of the Stage I 
tunnel. All muck removed from the old stopes by derrick will be dumped in one 
pile for measurement. All muck removed from oil stopes through the old tunnel 
will be pled in a side dump for measurement. This dump will have trees 
fallen across the bottom to facilitate measurement.. 


It is agreed that Mr. Naderic will notify the College Park Office 
when the mvrk is started.

The Saunders mica mine was examined on August 25, 1953 in company 
with W. T. Millar of the U. S. Bureau of Mines and John Maderic of 
Maderic Mica Company. 


The geology of the mine is well described in the open-file report 
on the New England penatites by Cameron et al. Maderic has deepened 
the Southwest pit, or incline, about 20 to 25 feet below the level 
shown in section A-A'. of figure 131 of the open-file report. The new 
work shows that the sheet mica zone flattens in dip at the bottom, and 
that the mica content of the zone is much less at this depth. Very 
few mica books were exposed in the walls for the last 10 feet in depth 
and none were seen in the floor. Maderic says that recovery has been 
poor in this section of the incline. Above this last 10 feet in depth 
mica books are much more abundant . in the w.l1s. 


A cross-roll in the footwall of the sheet-mica zone reaches all 
the way across the floor Of the incline, and appears to pinch out the 
mica zone. The sides of this roll strike to the southwest south of 
the crest of the roll and to the northeast north of the crest. The 
dip on the sides and on the crest is to the southeast. 


The pillars between the old inclines contain many mica books, and 
a small concentration of mica books is exposed in the southwest wall 
of the northeast incline about 26 feet in advance of the face of the 
old tunnel.
