INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY R S A

Messrs. M. G. Sparks and John Phillips, of Grafton, Né% ﬁampshlrer===f=’
and Spruce Pine, North Carollna, respectively, have applled-—BMEA docket ~
h967, for assistance to explore for strategic mica.

The property involved is known as ihe Glove mine, near the village
of Springfield, Sullivan County, New Hampshire. |

The property was visited on April 2L, 1958, by a DMEA examining
team composed of H, L. Burmeister, U, S. Bureau of Mines and W. P, Williams
U. 5. Geological Survey. The examining team was accompanied to the property
by Mr. Sam Phillips and Mr, J, R. Beam, representatives of the applicant.

Conditions on the property for geologic and engineering examination
were only fair as about 50 percent of deep re81dua1 snow cover was on the
ground, The original partnership had dis;glveq, and the persons accompanying
the examining team to the property had never been to the site before; hence
they knew nothing’of where and what work was proposed. It was not possible
to find the prOpoéed work sites by use of the crude sketch in the application.

The applicants! fepresentatives stated that the. work proposal would
be g}arified and that additional information would be submitted to DMEA, This
has E;P been done to May 15, 1958, Although the prOperty'is favorable ifor
the presence of strategic-grade mica, a definite exploration proposal will -

depend upon preliminary work by the applicant,
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GONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONSF~

The examining team is of the opinion that the applicants! property
merits further explération. This opinion is based on, 1) the property is
1ocated in a ﬁining district that has produced much strategic grade mica,

2) a favorablevgeologic environment is‘on the property consistihg of a large,
zoned pegmatite with possible smaller, related pegﬁatites, 3) the quality of
mica pr§duced in.the past was good, and L) the exact form, attitude, and
extent of the pegmatites are unknown; hénce undiscovéred mica probably is
present on the property. '

On the basis of the above considerations it is récémméhded that the
application be approfed, Before a DMEA contract is prepared, however, the |
applicant should be requested to perfofm some preliminary work. He should
be asked to submit a.map showihg the work sites with correct spatial
relationship to each other and to cuts Nos. 1 and 2, figure 2, If, as suspected,
he wishes to extend work ffbm either cut 1 or 2 he should unwater and clean
out that cut so that the advisability of doing suéh work may be determined,

In the event either or both cuts are pumped out and cleaned up, a re-e&g;lnatlon
of the prOperty would probably be indicated,

Before considering a coptract it would seemfnecessary to correct
the names of leséees on the lease as indicated herein.under "Rzgp9£%§ Rights",
and also in Mr. Houk's letter of April 1, 1958 to Mr. John Fhillips. The
application would probably have to be reviged to delete the name of M.ag. Sparks
and add the name of J. R.‘anm as a partner,

NAME AND LOCATION OF PROPERTY
This property is known as the Globe mica mine and is located in

the town of Sprlngfleld Sullivan County, New Hampshlre.
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The mine is located about 0.5 mile northeast of Route LA on a
very poor road terminating at the mine. The intersectioﬁ of the mine road
with State Route LA is most easily reached by proceeding northﬁard on a
gravel road from the village of Springfield for a distance of 1 mile to it's
lintersection with Route LA, From this point follow Route LA southeasterly for
a distance of 1.7 miles to the entrance of a poor mine road from the left or
" north, The mine may also be reached from Grafton on U. S, Routevh or from
Mascoma at the juﬁction of Route L and Route LA, Fig. 1. The mine road could
be kept passable in the winter season if mining was’?afried'on steadily.

COMPETENCY OF APPLIQANT AND OPERATING PERSONNEL

The Applicanis as well as their associates are considered to ‘be competént
operators, They have operated under a num‘ber of DMEA contracts in North ' ¢ |
Carolina. All-mining would be done by employees brought from North Carolina,

Applicahﬁs' previous ope{ations under DMEA contracts indicate
financial responéibility. s

APPLICANTS ' PROPERTY RIGHTS

A fract of land, supposed to include the Globe mica mine, ié-held
under a five year mining leése by M. G. Sparks, John Phillips and Sam Phillips
from the Whitehall Company, Inc. The lease isvdated only ‘September, 1957.

Mr, Sem Phillips, one of the lessees, does not éppear as one of
the Applicant partners. During the examination, Mr.‘Sam Phillips told the
examiners that on or about April 15, 1958, Mr. M. G. Sparks withdrew from
'the‘fartnership when his interest was purchased by John.Phillips and J. R. Beam,
Mr, Sam Phillips also stated that the Whitehall Company had agreed to Sam ¢
Phillips! transfer of his interest in the lease to John Phiiiips. A document
- setting forth this transfer of interest was said to be in pféparation at the

time of examination and copies were to be furnished the Government. The
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lease was-also to be changed to include J. R. Beam as a partner and exclude=
M. G. Spna_;'ks. 4

No property map accompanies the application. Immediate submittal
of a property map and the previously mentioned documents was promised by
Mr. Sam Phillips and Mr. Beam. To the date of this report ng\EOmmpgigatiog
has been received.

In summation: property rights and application are in the following
state. The origiﬂal lessees are not the present lessees and the Applicants
and partners of record are not the present partners.

AVATLABILITY OF MANPOWER, SUPPLIES, POWER, ETC.

Miners from North Carolina would be used in any”oéerations conducted
in New England Ly the Applicant. Supblies necessary for mica mining are
available in nearby Keene, Plymouth or Frankin, New Hampshire. Sufficient
Water.for'this type of operation is available from a nearby creek.

COSTS |

Neither from the application nor from Mr, Sam Phillips and Mr, Bean,
were the examiners able to learn the location or extent of exploration by
shaft and drifting. Neither Mr. Phillips nor Mr, Beam had previously visited
the property and consequently could not definitely identify Prospect II nor
find the locations of Prospects III or IV.

For the above reasons no estimate of costs hgs been made. Cost
estimates will have to be made if a re-examination is indicated.

GEOLOGY .

The Applicants! property is located in the Grafton, New Hampshire

pegmatiteldistrict. The district is underlain by quartz-mica schist, quartzite

and amphiboiite of Paleozoic age; and those rocks were intruded by gneiss,

diorite, and granite of late Paleozoic age. Pegmatites were intruded into the
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older metamorphic and igneous rocks.

The mica-bearing pegmatite at the old Globe mine is about 750 feet

lggg,and 300 to LOO feet thick. It strikes northeast and appears to be about

vertical, The pegmatite is enclosed‘in medium~-grained quartz-mica schist that
has a.well-developed foliation which is parallel, in general, to ‘the contacts
of the pegmatite. | |

The pegmatite is zoned, and the following zones may be found
successively inward from the walls:

1. Border zone, 1 to L inches thick.
Fine-grained quartz, plagioclase, and muscovite.

2. Quartz-perthite-plagioclase wall zone, 160 to 200
feet thick. Medium to coarse-grained quartz and perthite
some muscovite and plagioclase. Accessory biétite,
garnet, and tourmaline. .

3. Albite-muscovite intermediate zone, 2 to 8 feet thick.
Coarse white albite with subordinate coarse books of
mscovite; minor quartz, black tourmaline,

L. Quartz pegmatite core, up to 60 feet thick. Coarse
milky quartz with minor green beryl. Core is dis-
contimuous along strike and down dip. The core, composed
of large, separate, ellipsoidal bodies of quartz, lies
near the center of the pegmatite. The long axis of each
quartz body is parallel to the strike of the pegmatite.
Poor present exposures make it difficult to tell the
size of the core masses, but one of the largest is
reported to have an outcrop length of 120 feet and a
width of 60 feet. '

Most of the book_ﬂica produced from the property has come from the
hanging:gall portion of a zonelwithin 6 Yﬁ;a feet of the quartz core in the
No. 1 cut, figure 2, The hanging-wall part of the zone contained much more -
mica than the footwall,
At No, 2 cut; mica books averaging li inches in diameter and 1/2 to
1 inch thick were found adjacent to a quartz body, partly in the Quartz-perthite
' zone and partly in the quartz.body. Sparsely scattered subhedral grayish-green

beryl prisms, 1 inch to 1-1/2 feet long, were found near the margins of the

\
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quartz in cut No. 2.

A small prosp;ct trench about 200 feet northeast from cut 2 shows
a white quartz core about 20 feet wide that trends N L5° W. An albite-myscovite
zone on ‘each side of the quartz core showed good stained mica books up to 6
inches in diameter and 1/2 inch thick. The mica was especially abundant on
the sogtheast side of the core. The cut shown on figure 2, about 200 feet due
north of cut 1 could not be examined because it was filled with snow,

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

The workings on the property consist of two opencuts ana two
small prospect pits. On the date of examination the opencuts were filled with
water gnd’debris and were inaécessible. |

According to available reports the mine was opened before 1880, The
mine was idle for many years prior to 191lL. Lafe in June, 19LlL, the Warren
Soap Manufacturing Company, 51 Waverly Street, Cabridge, Massachusetts, leased
the property and began mining mica at the northeastern end of No, 1 cut.
‘Operations halted in December 194l. Cut No. 1 is 200 feet long, 30 feet to
50 feet wide, and 25 feet .deep. (Picture 1)

Cut No. 2 was opened sometime after 191} and is ‘80 feet long, L5
feet wide, and about 35 feet deep. (Picture 2)- '

The mined mica, as well as ‘the mica that can now be found on the
‘property is rum, hard, free-splitting, and is not excessively ruled or reeved.
The books average L to 5 inches in diameter and 1 inch thick. Pégmatite
removed from cut No. 1 averaged about L percent mica. Records of the mica
produced over the years are unavailable.

| PROPOSED EXPLORATION
The applicants proposed to do a total of LO hours of bulldozer work,

70 linear feet of shaft sinking, and 280 linear feet of drifting, at a total
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estimatéd cost of #15,100. The work’was to be done at three separate sites;
called Prospects II, III, and IV, The persons who accompanied the examining
' team, however, had never been on the broperty before and could not point out
the work sites, The applicants! crude sketch map was of little use. In the
application Prospect II is descyibed as (éic), "a open pit"; It might be
assumed, then, that the applicant wishes to drift from a face in either cut
No. 1 or 2, figure 2, but probably cut No, 2, The locations of the other

work sites are umknown to the examining'teah.\

The applicant proposes to explore for ruby mica on a
leasehold in Sullivan County, New Hempshire. The proposed
project would consist of surface bulldozing, shaft sinking, and
drifting. Total estimated cost of the project is $15,100

'lhe application is not well prepared. 'It is not
possible, for instance, to determine from the application
exactly where the property is located except that :I.t is
"approximately ten miles northwest of Grafton, N.H." A copy
of a lease and a crude mep (without scale) describes and
depicts the property; but the area of the leasehold is not
stated.

A property known as the "Globe Mica mine" is described
in-U, S. Geol. Survey Prof. Pgper 255, p. 280-282, .1954. The
Globe mine described is located ebout 5 miles southwest of .
Grafton. The writer assumes that the described Globe mine is
the same as the applicant’s leasehold because a property located
northwest of Grafton would fall outside of Sullivan County.

Some exploration work may be warranted on the property.
Professional Paper 255 describes the deposit as-a zoned pegmatite
with a quartz core. The statements are mede, "The muscovite
(obteined in 194k4) was rum, hard, and free-splitting, and was
not excessively ruled or reeved. A satisfactory quantity of
sheet mica was recovered from it. ......... If further mining
for mica were contemplated, it would be desirable to expose
the margins of this body nmore completely to determine the '
preggpce of the a a.lbite-muscovite zone." An eppropriate explora-
tory proJect might consist of “Burface bulldozer trenching followed
by shaft sinking and drifting.






The applicant states he will furnish money and equip-
ment but does not say whether he plans to do all the work .
himself or to sub-contract part. If he plans to sub-contract,-
he has not submitted competitive bids from contractors.

" The applicant could properly be asked for more
information about the points mentioned above. An alternative
Procedure would be referral of the application to the Field
Team. Necessary information could be obta.ined in the course
of field examination of the property.
