COLU}IUM AND TAI'ITALUM IN 1959. - P1ELIMINARY 


Domestic production of both columbium and tantalum . metals reached, record 
highs in 1959, according to the Bureau of Mines, United States Department of the 
Interior. Domestic ore production, however, declined from the record level of 1956. 


Domestic production of columbium-tanta l um mineral ConcentrateB decreased 
sharply In 1959 . This vas due to Porter Ba. Corp., Bear Valley, Idaho completing 
production of concentrate required to fill their •(lovernment contract and also to 
the halting of Government purchases of domestic columbite-tantalite under Public 
Law 733 which had expired at the end of 1958. 


Imports of columbium concentrates increased 33 percent from 1,278 tone 
in 1958 to an estimated 1,705 tons in 1959- Imports of tantalum concentrates 
deereaBed. 39 percent from 518 tons in 1958 to an estimated 315 tons in 19590, While 
world production statistics for 1959 are not yet available, it is expected that they 
will follow the changes In Import totals. 	 .	 . 


Domestic production of columbium metal is estimated to have more than 
doubled in 1959 to a record high level. Tantalum metal production is believed to 
have Increased more slowly during the year to an estimated record high of approxi-
mately 124 tons. 


The principal use of columbium and columbium-base alloys continued to be 
in research and d.e-velojent of nuclear, aircraft, and space prototypes and equip-
ment. Electronic uses of tantalum continued to expand and tantalum-base alloys in 
solid-fuel rocket-engine nozzles also contributed to increased demand for that 
metal.


Prices of columbium concentrates were quoted at a fairly constant level 
in 1959. Co].umbite containing 65 percent combined pentoxicles and a Cb-T& ratio of 
10:1 increased from $i.o	 d. - $1010 to $1.10 - $1.20 per pound of contained :Rent- 
oxide during the year. Material containing Cb:Tá in an 81 ratio was quoted%at 
approximately $0 .95 - $1.05 during the entire year. Prices for tantalite were not 
quoted publicly, but for material containing approximately 60 percent Ta 0 p3ices 
were In the range $3.50 $4.25 per pound of contained tantalum pentoxide. Metal. 
prices continued to decline during the year. Domestic columbium roundels dropped 
from $50 a pound to $36 a pound. Tantalum powder was generally available at about 
$iiO a pound.

ment, but only to adk*ee & recommend. So I suggested the rental of a core drilling 
outfit and the drilling of approx. 2000 ft of ex oratory core for the purpose of bracketing and mapping the Stone outczvpp. I 5180 mentioned that this may lead to other drillings and possibly to the rental or purchase of some of the Joy hug. Co. 
drills, slicers etc. at some future date and for some of Mr. Stones other holdings 
which I have not aeen,nafl of this being entirely up to Mr. Stones desires and if 
he wishes to further develop his holdings.

3. Get financial help from CM if possible, otherwise see Joy Credit Dept., or sell some shares locally to get started. 


4. Pind a local source of water withing 2500 ft. of site (or sites). 


5. If water not available, use tanks and recirculate from 5 to 7 a/Minute for cooling, 
6. Drill cores according to pattern set up by nhinerologjst. Otherwise a good general 


pattern would consist of 8 horizontal and 8 vertical cores, with supplemental cores 
as needed to determine the the fingers of the deposit or out-thrust.

In response to our inquiry you state in your letter of September 13, 
1961, that you propose to furnish your share (50%) of the cost of 
exploring the subject property by the use of your bulldozer, trucks, 
compressor, and other equipment. 


Our experience has shown that the depreciation allowance, on appli. 
cant-owned equipment will not cover an operator's share of the total 
exploration costs. In addition, the Government does not advance 
funds for its share under a contract. An operator pays all of the 
first month's costs, and then submits a voucher on forms furnished 
by the Governnsnt. As it usually takes from two to three weeks to 
reimburse an operator, he should have sufficient funds at hand to 
cover all costs for at least the first two months. We understand 
from your letter that you do not have such funds available. 


Therefore, we 'suet consider the subject application withdrawn, as 
the Government can supply only 50 percent of the cost of an explora-
tion project and, as explained above, cannot advance funds for such 
work.
