s ~ Your letter of Oc’oober 1, ,addressed to James ©. Boyd
and requesting information on loan privileges under the Defense
Froduction Act of 1950, has been referred to me for reply.

' As you no doubt know, this Act provides among other
thinzs, for the expansion of productive capacity and supply of
strategic minerals. Executive Qrder 10161 delegates to the
Department of the Interior the responsibility, in rogard to metals
~ and minerals, for reporting on the feasibility of projects to ex-
- pand productive capacity and supply and the essentiality of such

- proposed new capacity or supply to the Defense Program. Bssed on
these reports the Burean of Mines will determine what proposals
nay properly be certified to the Recomstruction Finance Corporation
_for loans and to the General Services Administration for purchase
contracts. However, before the Department of Interior can fumction
under authority delegated in the Ixecutive Order, certain adminis-
- trative procedures must be established. The details of procedures
to be followed in the Bureauts certification to RFC and GSA have
not yet been fully worked out. Furthermore sufficient {unds for
carrylng out the program on metels and minerals are yst to be ap-
propriated. It is anticipated that Congress will .dive early con-
sideration to appropriation of such funds when it reconvenes in
- November. ' ' .

: Until these operational difficulties are resolved there
is very little definite information I can give you on the functional
aspects of the Act's loan provislons. In the meantime in order to
expedite matters in the event that you or your coumpany prove to be
