Introduction-

A request forlan examination of the barite and fluorite prospects
on Sulfur Creek, San Andres Liountains, Socorro County, was received
by Es Cs Andersony Director of the State Bureau of Mines and Mineral
Resources, from A. C. Bohrnstedt, Hot Springs,lNew Mexicos These
prospects were examined on December 3rd and Lth, 1947, by Donn Ms
Cliﬁpinger, Field Engineer, and Phiiip F. McKinlay,'Geologist. The
examination included a study of the locai geology, sampling of the most
prominent exposures, and tracing the extgnt of the exposed barite and
fluorite bodies. |

Location

The property is in sec. 11, T. 15 S., R. 3 E., on the eastern
flank of the San Andres Mountains, Socorro County; It lies on the
south side of Sulfur Canyon, one-quarter mile.southWest of the Frank

Crockett ranbh.house. By road it is 52 miles from‘Hoﬁ Springs to the

property. The property is reached from Hot Springs By traveling east
10 miles on State Highway 52 and taking the turn-off to Cutter. From
Cutter, it is 32.3 miles by road to the prospect. The last 10 miles
of this road is in poof condition. Loading facilities of the Atchison,

Topeka and Santa Fe Railway are available at Cutter.






Physical Features

Maximum relief in this part of the San Andres Mountains is over
2,000 feet and the area is well dissected. Precipitation is_slight in

all but the highest éreas, and the vegetation is sparse, mainly cactus

“and other semi-arid plants. The only timber available is juniper trees

that grow on the highest pérts‘of the range. There are several small

springs in the vicinity of the claims. If a larger supply of water is

" needed for mining operations, it might be obtained by drilling wells

west of the claims.

Owﬁership

Nine lode claims, 600 feet by 1500 feet, have been staked by

the Amerlcan Fluorspar Group, Incorporated, Hot Sprlngs, NeW'Nexlco.
Their long dimensions lie along a N. L5° W. direction. The claims
cover most of the surface outcrops of barite and fluorite that.occur
in the area.

Geology

The country rock consists of gray, massive to medium bedded

Smaller faults and fracture zones lie parallel to the major
fault described. A lense of barite containing galena crystals was
found along one of these fracture zonés, one-quarter mile south of the
large fault. The main fluorite prospect is on this fractured and min-
eralized'zone.' This prospect consists of a 20-foot dfift which goes
into the hill about 20 feet and cuts a zone of bfoken limestone. The
limestone fragmeﬁts are coated with drusy quartz, barite, and fluorite
crystals of museum specimen quality. The solution cavities are filled
with crystalline'barite and fluorite. A small trench 150 feet south
of the main prospect drift exposes an 18-inch layer of broken fluorite,

limestone, quartz,-and barite. The analyses of samples taken from the

Conclusions
These properties certainly warrant further prospecting, but any

such future work should be confined to the'maih fault zone or along

the %ﬁéctn%e zone aﬁjaceni to the fludrite prospect one-quarter mile
southwest of the fault.

No estimate as to the size and quality of the fluorite and barite
deposits can be made from the limited amount of development work that
hadvbeen done at the time'of this examination. Analyses from the fluor-
ite prospects showed the material to be too low in fluorite aﬁd too
high in barite and quartz for satisfactory beneficiation by present
metallurgical methodsf ‘The sample from the trehch in the main fault
was too low in barite to Eé marketed without further concentration.
Unless future development work indicates -the presénce of additional
fluorite much lower in barite and quartz or more pﬁre barite, this
deposit is not large enough to warrant the expense of mining, transbor—
tation, and concentration. |

‘Barite lenses and bodies along the fault should be further
prospected for pure barite and for poésible concentration of galena,

The presence of such a quantity of'galena crystals and casts as dissemin-
ated through the lower part of the fault zone, indicates excellent
possibilities for lead ore in minable quantities. The marked similarity
of the mineralizétion at this property and the Hansonburg Lead mine
further emphasizes this possibilitya

The deposits that lie along the bedding planes are confined to
very limited vertical extent Prospecﬁing of these deposits is of

secondary importance and should not be undertaken at present.
