Manganese oxides occur in veins in a fanglomerate derived 
from volcanic rocks. 


Other than a small production from the Luna Nine, very little 
ore has been taken from the claims. Total indicated and inferred ore 
reserves are about 16,000 tons containing approximately 20 percent man-
ganese.
