The Black Goose prospect is traversed by northwest trending 
fault. Mineralization occurs in shear and breccia zones of rhyolite. 
Vthile this mineralization is widespread, there are only a few small 
deposits of mineable ore. 


The geological probability of discovery of additional 
reserves is not favorable. 


The examining engineer recommends denial of the exploration 
loan, with which we concur.
