I . URANIUT DEPOSITS

Abnormal radioactivity has been found on the Denet Nezz claim
in outcrops of saundstone on both walls of the Sanastee iash canron. The
uranium-bearing sandstone forms a fairly gentle slope; above and below
this unit more resistant beds form steep and rugzged slopes. Talus cover
ig common except where the most resistant beds form cliffs. Bulldozing
has expdsed the most highly radioactive portions of the sandstone on both
the north ond south outgrops along Sanastee Wash.

Worth Outcrop

The bulldozed exposure on the north outcrop is approximately
150 feet in length.' An 8-foot face is cleaned along most of the lensth
and above the face is a 10-20 foot wide bench. Uranium minerals ol the

. cornotite type occur in the uppermost 12-15 iaches of a 3-Tcot thick

sandséone bed. The greenish-yellow minerals are finely disseminated in
the sandstone but are most highly concentrated around sparse; irresularly
shaped nodules of siliceous limestone which are as much as & inches in
thickness and 1 foot in diameter but are mostly less than 3 inches in
diemcter. In the north outcrop the only material that might conceivably
approach ore grade is in this 12-15 inch thick zone. Overlying the most
fevorable zone is a thinly-laminated sandy mudstone, 3 fect in thickness.
Two 1-foot thick beds of sandstone overlie the mudstone.

Averanse background radiocactivity as measured with N.I.C.C. Geiger
counter No. 1330 is 0.03-0.06 mr/ar. Radioactivity around the siliceous
limestone nodules is as much as 2.0 mr/hr, and, in the most favoradle lurrew

of the sandstone underlying the bench, the averase wmading is 0.08-0.20 mr/hr.






Talus covers most of the sandstone both to the east and to the
west of the exﬁosure. At the Yew places where the favorsdle horizon
outerops no significant radioactivité was discovered using N.I.C.C.
scintillation counﬁer No. 707. Averagme radioactivity is so little and
uronium concentrations are so sparsely distributed that no smmples were

taken Trom this bench.

Wo radioactive minerals are visible in the outcrop but the most
favorable zone for uranium-bearing minersls can be determined with a
Ceiser counter. The zone is from 9 to 12 inches of thin-bedded, cross-
laminated sandy mudstone of a buff color and is overlain by thinner layers
of greenish sandy mudstone which is commonly stained maroon. Siliceous
limestone nodules are not present in the south outcrop.

A rediometric survey of the beaches and the rood cut exposures
on the edse of the bench was made with both the seintillation and Geiger
counters. The radioactivity is irregularly concentrated althoush present
over the entire bench exposures and sporadically along the road cut exposure.
HMighest readings recorded by the Geiger countver are as much as 0.0 mr/hr

(vackground is 0.03-0.05 mr/hr) but the everase reading is 0.10-0.20 nr/hr.

The supplementary information furnished by the applicant indicates
that his property is either in or near en area in which geologists of the
Grand Junction Exploration Branch, U. S, Atomic Energy Commission, con=-
sider favorable for some exploration (Droullard, R._F., and Jones, E. E,,
1951, Investigation of uranium deposits near Sanastee, N, Mex.: U, S,
Atomic Enepgy Commission Rept, RMO-861, unpublished version, RMO-909). It
is not possible, however, to determine from the crude sketch submitted
by the applicant the location of his property with respect to the area
examined by AEC geologists, ‘ ‘

Results of analyses submitted by the applicant indicate the possible {
presence of uranium ore of marketable grade. Work by the AEC suggests that |
ore bodies in this area are very small, less than 100 tons each, The ap~
plication is still deficient in failing to define the method and amount of
exploration proposed sufficiently so that its appropriateness for finding
such small targets can be appraised, In addition, the relation of proposed
exploration to possible ore as suggested by the sampling is not clearly |
defined., |

As the applicant!s samples are suggestive of the possible presence of
ore~grade material, and as the property is in or close to an area in which
ore is inferred by geologists of the Atomic Energy Commission, it is probably
worthy of consideration for exploration.

Recommendations

Neither the data submitted by theapplicant nor information in the
Washington files of the Geological Survey provide a basis for judging the
kind, locatiory or amount of exploration that might be justifiable,

In view of the sketchiness of the supplementary information submitted
by the applicant further correspondence on these points appears likely to
fruitless, I recommend, therefore, that the application be submitted to the
Field Team for their review and recommendations, The examining members of
the Team should consult with geologists of the Grand Junction staffs of the
U, Se Atomic Energy Commission and U, S, Geological Survey to obtain the
benefit of their suggestions and recommendations and any maps that may be
available, Although direct examination of the property may be necessary, I

believe it should be preceded by the consultation suygges ip ordgyp to, avoid
unnecessary duplication of effort.
