Performance of the work.—(a') Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering 
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion within the time fixed. 


(b) Government 'may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—A fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed 
(per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per hour of operations, etc.) is hereby agreed upon, and 
is set forth in Exhibit "A" in connection with the estimated total cost of the project in the sum 
of 3 . X'fU.00	 The Government will contribute 7^ percent of the fixed unit costs as 
work is performed, in a total sum not in excess of--------------------------: Provided, That until the 
Operator has rendered to the Government his final report, and any final auditing required by the Gov-
ernment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government' may with-
hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10' percent of the estimated 
total cost of the work. The Government will make its contribution, on the basis of the monthly vouchers 
ref e,rred to in Article 6(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional oniy, subject to audit, until 
the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled. To the extent that 
exéesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government. The Government may make payments directly to independent contractors 
and suppliers for the account of the Operator rather than 'to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-






able recOrds' and accounts of the units of work performed and of any 'p ,roduction in which 'the Govern-






ment may have an interest; and shall preserve 'those with' respect to work performed for at least three

years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three 

years after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The 'GOvernment may 



, inspect and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself, or by a certified public account-






ant. The Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said 

three-year periods, shall have access to and , the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, 

and records of the Operator. All Of the' Operator's vôuchers and' records 'and 'accounts relating thereto 

and the Government's payments thereof remain subj ect to adjustment'until final audit by the Government. 



(b) Progress repQ'rts and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the.Government with 'five copies 

of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Qperator's Monthly Report and Voucher

showing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period, (2) Operator's 

Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work 'performed 'during the reporting 

p'eriod;.and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work; and (3) . a Narrative .Report of the work 
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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government. any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and finalaccount (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on p'roduction.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold procluction.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held or used, plus one-half (½) 
percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess Of five (5) percent of such amounts. 	 10-70018-1

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-


half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposiLion of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals E,cploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as impOsing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails .to cure such default 
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member Qf or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract.

(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production. 


(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point); except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the ^st of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value ohe production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed a deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein.

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of sucItith suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Gove&rftmt may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify ip writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on procluction.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed'by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.-_-The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that charges of the buyer arising in the regularcourse of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross 'proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if itis stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Percerdages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half ( 1 1/2) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (1/2) 
percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such arnounts ecceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land. or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposiLion of production, whether the production is by the 
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
on the Operator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any production operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern

(d) The Operator shall preserve and maintain his right, title, and interest in the land and his right 
to the possession thereof for the purposes of this contract, and shall devote the land and all existing 
improvements, facilities, buildings, installations, and appurtenances to the purposes of this contract. 
Until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make a certification of discovery or 
development without any such certification having been made, and after any such certification has been 
made, the Operator shall neither transfer, convey, nor surrender the land nor any right, title, or interest 
therein, nor permit nor suffer any claim, lien, or encumbrance thereon, without expressly referring to and 
providing in the instrument of conveyance, lien, or encumbrance for the preservation of the Government's 
right to a percentage royalty on production and lien for the payment thereof. If the Government makes 
no certification of discovery or development within the time limited in Article 7, it shall thereafter have 
no claim against the land or any production therefrom except for any production referred to in Article 
7(b) (1). 


AThe exploration project.—The project is a search for indicated or undeveloped deposits

Performance of the work.—(a) Operator's responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed with . reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a . workmanlike manner, in accordance with 
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering 
employment ; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to 
bring it to completion • within the time fixed. 


(b) Government may inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all 
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government may enter at all reasonable times to inspect the 
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production 
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable 
means of access for such inspections. 


ARTICLE 5. Contributio'n by the Government.—A fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed 
(per foot of drifting, per foot of drilling, per hour of operations, etc.) is hereby agreed upon, and 
is set forth in Exhibit "A" in connection with the estimatedtal cost of the project in the sum 
of $ 3Zj4OOuOC	 The Government will cont ibute 1? percent of the fixed unit costs as 
work is performed, in a total sum not in excess of $ 23. e Provided, That until the 
Operator has rendered to the Governmeiit' his final report, and any final auditing required by the Gov-
ernment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may with-
hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it seesfit not in excess of lOpercent of the estimated 
total cost of .the work. The Government will make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers 
referred to in Article 6(b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit; until 
the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled. To the extent that 
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the 'estimated tOtal'cost may be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur , and, pay such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government. The Government may make payments directly to independent contractors 
and suppliers for the account of the Operatorrather than to the Operator. 


ARTICLE 6. Reports, accounts, audits.—(ã)' Op'ercitbr's records.—The Operator shall keep suit-






able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any p'rodution in which the Govern-






ment may 'have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three 

years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three 

years after any obligation to pay royalties to the Gov.ernment- has terminated. 'The Government may 

inspect and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a.certifie public account-






ant. The Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said 

three-year periods, shall have access tO and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, 

and records of the Operator. All of the Operator's vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto

and the Government's payments thereof remain subj ect to adjustment until final audit by the Government. 



(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies 

of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1)' Operator's Monthly Report and Voucher 

showing a detailed statement of units of work performed during the reporting period, (2) Operator's 

Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work. performed during the reporting 

period and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work, and () a Narrative Report of the work 
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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill 
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized 
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.) 


(c) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government's obligation to 
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in 
addition to the final progress report and voucher) . This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore 
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or 
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof. 


(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and 
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government's percentage royalty relates, such 
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or 
other disposition of production.	 .; . (e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are sufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the makingor completion of such with suitab1-attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Governmeht may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts. 


ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article 
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly 
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on procluction.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or 
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, 
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such 
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, 
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, 
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by 
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not 
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used 
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid 
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" 
as that term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as 
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after 
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or 
manufacturing. 


(d) Unsoki production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by 
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), 
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of 
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in 
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its eleè-
tion, the Government's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in 
which and at the time when it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income 
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the 
market value, whichever is greater. 


(e) Perceitages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held or used, plus one-half (½) 
percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0 .50) by which such aiounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.

(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (1½) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half ( 3½) percent.) 
(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computed and paid 


currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided 
in this article. 


(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to 
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator's interest in the land and upon any production of 
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. 


(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government's claim for royalty 
to any purchaser of production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty 
directly to the Governmeñt :and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the 
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the 


- Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be 
êtimted by the Admithstrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his 
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator. 


(i) No obligution to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation 
• on :theOperator or the Operator's successor in interest to engage in any prodUction operations. 


(j) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any 
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land. 


ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government's obligcttion.s.—(ä) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of 
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall 
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall 
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental 
to winding up, reporting, and accounting. 


(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms 
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification 
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default 
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of 
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph "(b)" is in addition to any other remedy 
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract. 


(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not 
affect the Government's rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and 
such rights shall be fully preserved. 


ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be 
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If 
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. 


ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom; 
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its 
general benefit.

AS is true' in most cases our office files 
do not contain sufficient information tO enable u to execute thin 
Owner's Consent to Lien form with the accuracy required for contract 
purposes. Our cOpy. of the applicatiOn does not" contain a copy of 
the operating lease; therefore, we do not know what ad.ed.' provisions 
should be included in form MF-203', Our records dO indicate that' 
minimum monthly royalty payments are reaj.iréd to prevent 'cancellation 
of lease but we are unable jo verify this fact without obtaining a 
copy of the lease which is a part of the Washington office 'a copy 
of the application.

The Field Team has recommended a a€e drilling project 
be approved. The objective of this work will be to test the downdip 
extensions of mineralization in three areas along a limestone-igneous 
rock contact metamorphic zone. 


The Eagle Point property was previously denied DI VEA explora-
tion assistance. However, morctwor1c by the operator showed 
that further consideration by DEA was warranted. 


Statements in the earlier Field Team report still are 
appropriate to our present consideration of the proposed diamond 
drilling. On page 10, paragraph 2, it is stated tDexploration by 
diamond drilling would help to establish the location of the mineral-
ized contact and would serve for testing and delineating the ore 
bodies. Diamond drilling does not appear to be justified because of 
the consistently low Thde of ore and adverse economic conditions 
under which it would have to be exploited." 


The new ex	 aiio epot M& not resented new evidence 
discoveryill be found by 


d.amondxll1ing. Sampling by the applicant's geologist, H. Schmitt, 
has shown that ore grade mineralization is spcy and erratically 
distributed Check saniingby the Field Tearnf areas withThijh 
grade sample assays ailed to corrQbQrateSchmitt' s assay results. 
The extreme differences in the grades of thee two sets of samples 
indicate the difficulty of determining representative ore grades for 
these deposits. However, they also serve to show the gener1 nature 
of these low grade deposits. Under the cir&]mstances, it is unlikely 
that conclusiie vidence will be obtained by diamond drilling. The 
grade of the indicated reserves cannot be accurately determined by 
this method and at best there is very little chance that a signifi-
cant ore body will be found.

The Eagle Point claims in Hidalgo County, N. Hex, were examined 


f or the Defense Minerals Exploration A1mi nistration as part of its 


program authorized by the Defense Production Act of 1950, as amended. 


The purpose of the examination was to determine if explorations for 


tungsten ore, as • proposed in an application for Governmental assist 


ance by L. C. Harris of Roswell, N. Mex., were justified. The 


esthnated cost of the explorations was $160,267.08, of which 


$28,411.50 was for diamond drilling and the remaining $131,855.58 


was for shaft sinking, drifting, and raising. 


The examination was carried out by . the writers early in 


January 1955 under docket DMEA3276. A previous examination of 


the property by the Geological Survey, under docket DMA-'1476X, 


resulted in deal of requested assistance because conditioiis were 


found unfavorable for the presence of minablé ore. The present 


application first was denied on the basis of the original findings. 


The decision to reconsider the application was made when it was 


learned that work performed after the original examination reportedly 


had disclosed evidence that migjat result in a more favorable 


opinion.

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The Eagle Point claims, situated about 45 airmiles southeast 


of Lordsburg, N. Mex., were located early in 1941 by the present 


owners, J. H. Winslow and C. L. Buskirk. They have been examined 


by both the U. S. Bureau of Mines and the U, S. Geological Survey. 


Production has been confined to 1,010.94 tons of 046jiç)3, most of 


which was mined and shipped to the Metal Reserve Company during 


19&3 and 194. Cancellation of the purchase contract resulted in 


termination of mining activities. Since then, activities probably 


have been confined to the two DMEA examinations, and the applicant' s 


exploratory work of 1954. These explorations consisted • of 215 


feet of trenching, geologic mapping, and sampling. At the present

time the property is inactive. 


Tungsten mineralization is present in tactite that occurs 


principally along a granite].imestone contact. The tactite in 


the zone of proposed exploratory work is intermittently exposed 


for a strike length of 700 feet by outcrops, several shallow 


trenches, an Sfoot discovery shaft, and a small open cut. A 


narrow, almost vertical andesite dike roughly parallels the 


contact, and crosses the tactite at places. Scheelite, the 


tungsten mineral, is widely distributed throughout the tactite 


as small grains and discontinuous veinlets. Its greatest concen 


tration appears to be along or near fractured zones. Qualitative

The ore reserves cannot be estimated with an acceptable 


degree of accuracy because the mineralized zones have not been

The proposed explorations have been set up as a 2-stage 


diamond dzil1ing project.

LOCATION AND ACCFSSIBILTY 


The Eagle Point claims are situated about 45airniles 


southeast of Lordsburg, N. Mex., in sec. 22, T. 29 3., R. 16 W., 


Eureka mining district, Hidalgo County, N. Mex. (figure 1). To 


reach the claims from Lordsburg, a distance of 63 miles by roads 


containing no excessive grades, start east on U. S. Highway 80 


and then proceed according to directions of the following log:

PH!SICAL FEATURES AND CLB4ATE 


The Eagle Point claims are at the foot of the southwestern 


slope of the Little Hatchet Mountains at an average altitude of 


about 4,700 feet. The major portion of the claims occuw an area 


of gently rolling hills. Drainage is southwesterly to Playas 


Valley. 


Vegetation in the areas surrounding the range is confined 


to desert plants and native grasses. Scrub oak, cedar, and 


juniper grow locally in the mountains. There is no large timber. 
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operations. A copy of a letter by one of the lessees shows that 


1,010.94 tons of ore containing 0,46 percent W03 was mined and 


shipped before operations ceased in 1944 when the Metals Reserve

"the Scheelite occurs as grains ranging in size from minus 
65 to,plus 209iesh. Qualitative tests with the ultra-violet 
lamp and the spectroscope show that part of the schee].ite is 
molybdenum-bearing. 


"Based upon this cursory microscopic examination it appears 
that the only probable method of. concentration will be fine-
grinding the ore to pass about a 100-mesh screen followed by 
flotation of the small amount of scheelite.

The Eagle Point claims contain no measurable reserves of 


tungsten ore.

The writer has estimated costs of amortization and royalties, 


not included in Schmitts direct costs, at approximately $5.35 a 


ton. These include an indicated owner t a royalty of $1.65, $2.30 


to amortize costs of proposed exploration and development, and 


$1.40 to amortize the . writer ts estimated cost of a milling plant. 


As taxes on production and interest on capital would probably be 


offset by salvage values., total costs a ton would then range from 


$17.35 to $18.35. It is my opinion, that theie costs might be

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somewhat higher because Schmitt's estimated direct mining labor 


cost of $3.00 is too Lc!w. Furthennore,, the value of the ore 


probably would be substantially lower than the estimated $18.50 


because the net returns from expectable low .. and high-.grade 


•	 concentrates would be less than $63.00 per unit of W03. 


PROPOSED EXPLORATIONS 


The examining team prpposes that exploratory work be confined 


to a 2"stage diamond drilling project. Under stage 1, the operator 


would be expected to make a geologic and topographic survey map of 


the pertinent area, and to do the minimum amount of drilling neces-


sary for a reasonably accurate appraisal of the deposit. The survey 


work could be carried out either before or concurrent with the 


drilling. Work under stage 2 would be authorized only in event the 


results of the initial drilling were favorable. It would provide 


sufficient foOtage for a more detailed exploration of the minera].

A total of 4,400 feet of drilling to be completed in an 


estimated 7 months has been proposed for the project. 


Work under stage 1 would involve the topographic and geologic 


mapping and the following diamond drilling (figure 4): 


fl
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1.Test areas A, B, and C by first drilling holes 1 to 8. 


The holes should be drilled along the indicated bearings and from 


sites that would allow 70- to 140-foot holes, averaging about 80 


feet, to penetrate a].]. tactite at an estimated average depth of 


about 30 feet below the surface, 


2. Evaluate the results of above drilling. Assays should be 


checked by the DMEA by analysing duplicate pulps furnished by the 


operator. Test the most favorable of these areas by drilling 2 


holed to intersect the tactite at an estimated average depth of 


about 120 feet below the previous holes. These holes, to be 


drilled on the bearings of the initial holes, should be at least 


50 feet apart. In order to obtain good intersections, each_hole 


probably will be 200 to 300 feet in length. Elevation of drill 


sites and the attitude of the deposit will show whether the holes 


can best be ch,illed from north or south of the limestone-granite 


contact. 


A total of 1,300 feet of drilling should be allowed for 


Stage 1, as the average depths of holes may be somewhat greater 


than estimated.


Stage II 


Exploratory work under this stage would provide for the 


drilling of additional shallow and deep holes of designs sinilar 


to those o stage 1. An estimated 20 shallow holes for a total 


of 1,600 feet would be drilled from the following sites: 


S
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1. Midway between previously drilled shallow holes; 


2. At intervals of 25 feet along the strike to test for 


lateral extensions of mineralized tactite. 


Six deep holes for a total estimated 1,500 feet should be 


provided for exploring the lower horizon of favorable zones. The 


total footage provided for stage 2 would be 3,100 feet, plus the 


unused portion of footage allowed in stage 1. 


TIMTED COST OF PROJECT 


A letter received from hé applic.nt after the field investi'-


gations contained an alternate estimate of costs of diamond drilling. 


A contractor's bid on the drilling was attached to the letter. A 


copy of the letter and of the bid are appended to this report.

The service of Dr. Harrison Schmitt, as consulting engineer, 


also is considered necessary.

On the above basis, the estimated cost of drilling 1,000 feet 


of hole would be $7,312.00, or $7.31 per foot. This cost per foot 


is in close agreement with the applicant's original estimate of 


$7.17 after providing for the $0.75 increase in the drilling contract. 


The average of the 2 estimates would be approximately $7.25 a foot, 


a probable equitable cost for the proposed drilling. On the basis 


of $7.25 per foot, the proposed 4,400 feet of holes would cost 


$31,900.00. Of this, a maximum of $9,425.00 would be allowable 


for drilling 1,300 feet of holes u$er the first stage to determine 


if further explorations are justified. 
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CONCLUSIONS 


The Eagle Point claims contain a relatively large tonnage 


of tungsten bearing rock, the grade of which cannot be estimated 


with a reasonable degree of accuracy due to inadequate exposures 


and the difficulty of obtaining acceptable samples from existing 


workings. On the basis of tentative reserve estimates, the 


chance of finding reserves of presently economic ore are believed 


to be unfavole. However, these estimates do indicate that the 


deposit may contain significant tonnages of low-grade material of 


possible future economic interest. 


RECOMMENDATIONS 


Governmental participation in exploration of the Eagle Point 


tungsten claims is recommended for approval. The explorations 


should be confined to a 2stage diamond drilling project costing 


an estimated total of $31,900.00. Participation in the second 


stage should be approved only in event favorable results are 


obtained from initial drilling at an estimated total cost of 


$9,425.00.

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GEOLOGY 


The Eagle Point tungsten deposit is situated on the western 


slope of Granite Pass, about l7 miles southwest of Hatchita, New 
Mexico. The area is underlain by limestone and by two distinctly dif-


ferent types of granitic igneous rocks. The limestone appears to be 


the southern extension.of a large mass of clastic and calcareous sedi-


ments of Crètaceous age, which lies to the north of Granite Pass. The 


sediments have been intruded by granitic rocks of either Cretaceous or 


Tertiary age, and it is believed that the lime stone at the Eagle Point 


prospect may be a roof pendent that is floored by the intrusive granites 


at relatively shallow but undetermined depths. These geologic units 


j 
have been mapped but there apparently is an error in the map. A 


preliminary compass-pace survey by this writer showing the position 


of the prospect with respect to topography, and stadia transit obser-


vations by Harrison Schmitt which relate the prospect to section corners 


indicate that the contact between limestone and granite upon which the 


Eagle Point prospect is situated actually lies about 1300 feet south 


of the position shown on the map. 


At the Eagle Point tungsten prospect the normal limestone is 


light gray, thick-bedded to massive. It strikes nearly east-west and 


apparently dips steeply toward the south. Along an easterly trending 


contact zone, with granite in the north side and limestone on the 


south side, the limestone is bleached, recrystallized, and to a con-


siderable extent replaced by garnet tactite as a result of intense

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metamorphism by the intruding granite. This tactite consists of 


dense, brownish, massive to crystalline garnet with which is associat-


ed small amounts of epidote, magnetite and scheelite. This tactite is 


irregular, more or less lenticular and apparently is not everywhere 


continuous, but is exposed In several isolated outcrops (see fig.3), 


that range in size from lOor 20 feet in diameter to outcrops about 


150 feet long and 30 feet wide. Most of these tactite masses are 


restricted to the actual contact zone; however, some were apparently 


surrounded by granite and others are nearly surrounded by limestone. 


An andesite (?) dike, about 10 feet wide, traverses obliquely across 


the contact zone (see fig. 3). This dike is probably post-ore in


age as it cuts the tactite as well as the granite and limestone, but 


contains no scheelite. 


Scheelite is the only mineral of economic importance and oc-


curs as small grains and tiny veinlets widely distributed throughout 


the tactite. Most of the scheelite occurs in grains less than 1/16 


inch in diameter, although it is occasionally found in larger grains 


and small veinlëts. Most of the scheelite fluoresces bluish-white 


under the ultraviolet light but in a few places a yellowish tint was 


detected, suggesting that some molybdenum might be present in the 


scheelite. 


During this examination T. M. Romelo, U. S. Bureau of Mines, 


collected 3 samples (ll ]i.311-36) for analysis (see p., 7) and for ml-


croscopic examination. LaMar Evans, mineralogist, examined these 


S 
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LI 
samples and reported as follows: "They are composed predominantly 


of garnet, which was tentatively identified as grossularite 


(ca3Ali07 3) and small amounts of calcite, quartz, epidote, 


hornblende, magnetite and scheelite. The scheelite occurs as 


grains ranging in size from minus 65 to plus 200 mesh. Qualita-


tive tests with the ultraviolet lamp and the spectroscope show 


that part of the scheelite is molybdenum bearing." 


All of the tactite examined in the field with the aid of 


an ultraviolet light showed the presence of small amounts of schee-


lite. Those areas in which garnet is coarsely crystalline or 


granular appeared to contain considerably more scheelite than 


does the massive garnet. It was also noted that scheelite oc-


curred in greater abundance in areas where the garnet tactite 


showed secondary brecciation. 


PRODUCTION, SAIVIPLES AND GRADE 


An attempt was made by lessees to operate the Eagle Point 


mine in l91l.3_l91, and through the efforts of Harrison Schmitt we 


have been able to secure what we believe is a reasonably reliable 


record of the production. This record was provided by one of the 


former lessees: W. A. Bohn, --207 Woodleigh, Houston, Texas. Actual 


settlement sheets were in possession of Mr. Bohnts former partner 


and are not available at present. The record of shipments provided 


by Mr. Bohn is reproduced in detail in Table I.

This is hand sorted ore and actually represents about one-half 


of the material extracted during imining. The last -1. shipments, D-38 to 


D-111 inclusive, were shipped as of notice of cancellation of contract 


with Metals Reserve Corporation, and. the record on these is not complete. 


.
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The 2 shipments delivered to Alloy Metals Company were refused 


by Metals Reserve, supposedly because of the low grade. All of 


these shipments, except those delivered to Alloy Metals Company, 


were delivered to the Deming Stockpile, but there apparently is 


no accurate record of the deliveries. In a letter dated January 


13, 1955, Mr. W. F. Murray, Manager, informed this writer that 


there is no record of these shipments at Deming, but that he and 


Mr. V. W. Winters, Chief, Emergency Procurement Activities, esti-


mated between 1100 and 1200 tons of ore in the stockpile. This 


checks fairly well with the 1,010 tons reported above, and the 


1300 tons that Schmitt calculated had been shipped from the open 


cut., The Denver Office of the General Services Administration 


reports that the Metals Reserve purchased from this property 180 


tons of ore assaying 0.36 percent of wo3, but apparently this 


record is incomplete. The ore was purchased by Metals Reserve 


under contract number NSP-l8. 


At 6 localities along the main contact zone Harrison 


Schmitt cut 30 samples normal to the contact, and obtained 3 others 


from an area several hundred feet farther northwest. The location 


and analyses of most of these samples is given on Fig. 3 and Fig. 


Ii. and analyses of all of the samples taken by Schmitt are shown 


in Table II.

The above results of sampling show conclusively that the 


deposit is relatively low grade, that sampling is difficult and un-


satisfactory, and that the results cannot be checked satisfactorily 


by resampling. Obviously a better means of testing the deposit is 


necessary. The above recorded and. estimated production of 1,010.911. 


containing a weighted average of o. 1i6 percent wO3 provides the most 


reliable estimate available, but there is very little ore as rich 


as this exposed at the surface at present. 


ORE RESERVES 


The mineralized contact zone has a strike length of about 


1000 feet in an easterly direction; the west end of the contact 


apparently dips steeply south, and the east end apparently dips 


steeply north. Along this zone tungsten-bearing tactite crops 


out in three principal places (see fig. 3), each outcrop being 


separated from the other by relatively barren zones. These tactite 


.
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bodies, are very poorly exposed, and apparently are relatively 


small and very irregular in shape. These outcrops of mineralized 


tactite are designated on Fig. 3 as Area A, Area B, and Area C. 


The western-most tactite body (Area A), if not the longest, 


is the most regular in shape and apparently contains the most 


tungsten. This tactite body extends from a few feet west of No. 7 


trench (fig. 3) to a few feet east of Trench No. 14, a strike dis-


tance of about 150 feet. The tactite ranges from about 8 to 30 


feet wide, but the east end of it is split into 2 units by an 


andesite dike which cuts the tactite. The numerical average of 


l4. samples cut by Scbxnitt in 14 trenches in the west tactite body 


contained an average of 0.22 percent W0 3 and the average of samples 


8 and 12 indicate a grade of 0.147 percent W0 3 for a true width of 


11 feet. Samples taken in trenches 5, 6 and 7 are not satisfactory 


because the trenches did not fully expose the contact zone. In 


trench No. 7, samples 22 and 23 indicate a 10-foot width of ore 


containing an average of 0.30 percent W03. It is assumed that the 


best ore found in trenches and 7 is indicative of the ore that 


might be found by the early phases of exploration; therefore an 


ore body 150 feet 1ng, 10 feet wide and containing 0.1 percent 


W03 is indicated. Allowing 10 cubic feet per ton, about 150 tons 


of ore per foot of depth is possible. However, if we assume a 


width of 30 feet, which is the maximum width of the tactite, and 


a length of 150 feet, then about 1450 tons of mineralized tactite 


[1
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per foot of depth containing about 0.22 percent Wa3 may be present 


in Area A. 


Reserves of the Middle tactite orebody, Area B, cannot be 


estimated with reasonable accuracy because it is very irregular in 


shape, because the granite-limestone contact along which the tactite 


is localized is irregular and because the tactite is transected by 


an ande site dike which probably represents a faut, along which there 


may have been some displacement. The outcrop of the middle tactite 


body is sub-triangular and is about 50 feet wide on the west end and 


pinches to about 2 or3 feet on the east end, and has a strike length 
of about 100 feet. 


Six samples cut by Schmitt from the middle tactite bo&y 


(fig. 3) are consistently low grade, the highest grade being 0.33 


percent W0 3 . The last mentioned sample is probably not very reliable 


because it was cut along a fracture zone near which scheelite apparently 


was localized. Inspection with the ultraviolet light revealed that 


there are some fair concentrations of scheelite in fractured tactite 


in the north wall of the open cut. 


The open cut in this middle tactite body, Area B, undoubtedly 


was the sourc of the tungsten formerly shipped to the Metals Reserve 


stockpile and to Alloy Metals, and according to available records 


amounts to about 1,000 tons of ore containing O.-i6 percent W0 3 . This 


ore was obtained after removal of much waste by hand sorting. This 


ore was mined from a tactite zone along the south side of a granite


S
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apophysis where it cuts into crystalline limestone. Schmitt esti-


mated 2,000 tons had been mined, and our records show that about 


1,000 tons containing o. Li6 percent wo3 were shipped; therefore, the 


ore as mined must have contained abbut 0.?3 percent W03. A numeri-


cal average of 6 samples cut by Schmitt from this zone shows a W03 


content of 0.135 percent, but this average is undoubtedly much too low 


because itrepresents only the material left after mining. 


The reserves at the open cut, Area B, are tentatively esti-


mated to be about 100 tons of ore containing about 0.25 percent W03 


per foot of depth, in a block about 100 feet long and 10 feet wide. 


This estimate may be too conservative because the actual tactite 


outcrop is relatively large, and contains scheelite throughout, but 


data are insufficient to make a reliable estimate. About 150 feet 


northeast of the open cut is another outcrop of tungsten-bearing 


tactite for which reserves are not estimated, because of insufficient 


data.


The eastern outcrop, Area tC9, of the mineralized tactite, 


is poorly exposed in an outcrop about 100 feet long, and has been cut 


by No.1 prospect trench, which reveals the tactite to be nearly 2Ofeet 


wide. Schmitt cut 1 samples and 3 check samples across 19.6 feet of 


this tactite zone, which showed a numerical average of 019 percent 


03. The -foot wide zone of tactité adjacent to the granite contained 


0.514 percent 1110 3 , but the weighted average of 5 samples (Nos. lb, 33, lc, 


3I. and. 35), representing a tactite zone 16 feet wide, contained a


weighted average of 0.29 percent tungsten.

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If it is assumed that the tungsten is persistent along 


this tactite zone for a width of 16 feet and a strike length of 


100 feet, then the reserves may be estimated at about i6o tons 


of ore per foot of depth, with the tungsten content of the ore 


being about 0.29 percent.

	 These estimates of tonnage are believed to be conservative; 


however, the grade estimates are not rery reliable because of the in-


herent difficulty of obtaining reliable samples from this type of a 


deposit, and because the zone is not adequately exposed. Scbniitt 


tentatively estimated that 70,009 tons of ore containing about 0.5 


percent WO3 might be localized along the limestone-granite contact 


in a zone 7 feet wide, 500 feet long, and 200 feet deep. This agrees 


closely with a previous estimate by this writer, arrived at in a some-


what different manner in October 1951 (see DMEA 114.76X), in which re-


serves were estimated to be about 82,000 tons containing 0.110 percent 


tungsten. In addition this writer estimated that an additional 


100,000 tons of ore containing about 0.25 percent W03 might be 


present on the property. 


S
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At,this time there is no reason to modify the 1951 estimate 


of reserves as they indicate the magnitude or potential of the de-


posit; however, I propose that we tentatively accept Schmitt's esti-


mate of 70,000 tons of ore and this writer's estimated grade of 0.Li. 


percent W0 3 as an expression of the reserves along the contact. An 


additional 100,000 tons of ore containing about 0.25 percent W03 


might exist in the border zones of the tactite and along strike ex-


tensions of the areas for which reserves are estimated. These re-


serve estimates are for ore that might exist above depths of 200 


feet but these reserves might be considerably increased if it can 


be shown that there are extensions of ore along both the strike 


and dip of the contact. All ore reserves estimated above are re-


garded as inferred 


The deposit is large enough to justify exploration, but 


there is some doubt that exploitation of the deposit will be econO-


mically feasible, because of its low grade and the natural difficul-


ties that will be encountered in processing and marketing this ore. 


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


During the field examination, in which the applicant was 


represented by Harrison Schmitt, it was decided that the original 


exploration proposals submitted with the application were subject 


to revision and that exploration should be done in stages, and that 


some of the proposed work was development and should be removed 


.	 from the exploration program. It was decided that preliminary ex-


ploration should be restricted .to diamond drilling and that this 
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should be done in 2 stages as is described in the engineering report. 


The first stage of exploration is a minimum program of drilling to 


provide basic data to determine if the deposit is of sufficient 


merit to justify the second stage. If the first stage yields en-


couraging results, then the second stage drifling would be worked 


out by the applicant with approval of the Government; however, if 


the first stage drilling yields undesirable results, then the pro-


ject should be terminated. 


The first stage. drilling consists of not more than 10 holes, 


8 of which are shown on fig. 14., representing a total of about 1300 


feet of hole at a maximum cost of $9,14-25. The second stage of ex-


ploration provides for about 20 short holes having a total of 1600 


feet, plus 6 deep holes totaling about 1500 feet, plus any unused 


drilling from Stage II. A grand total of 14.1400 feet of drilling is 


proposed in th& 2 stages, at a total cost of $31,900. 


The deposit previously was explored with a few short diamond 


drill holes in the vicinity of the open cut but there are no records 


of this drilling available. A small amount of core is reported to 


be strewn over the surface. It is reported that the deepest hole 


was drilled vertically downward from the floor of the open cut to a 


depth of 180 feet, and obtained tungsten-bearing tactite at this 


depth. It is doubtful if this drilling was done under competent 


direction without which it would contribute little or nothing to 


our present knowledge of the deposit.

C
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CONCLUSIONS AIJD RECOE1?1DATIONS 


The Eagle Point tungsten prospect is large enough and may 


contain sufficient tungsten to be of interest to the government. 


The merits of the property are unproved because of the absence of 


adequate data, and our knowledge of it can be increaeed. only through 


additional exploration. Government participation in a small exploration 


project on the Eagle Point claims is justified for the following reasons: 


1. This is a relatively large low-grade deposit that may contain 


significant amounts of tungsten. 


2. The available data are inadequate for a satisfactory appraisal 


of the deposit, and exploration is required in order to prove whether 


it contains ore in sufficient grade and quantity that it might be 


minable at some future time. 


3. The immediate objective of the exploration proposed in Stage 


I is to try to prove the existence of an estimated 70,000 tons of ore 


containing about 0. 1i- percent WO 3 and 100,000 tons of ore containing 


about 0.25 percent wo 3, above a depth of 200 feet. If this is sue-


ceesful, and if exploitation of the deposit appears feasible, then 


Stage II should be undertaken in an effort to appreciably increase 


these reserves. 


Li. . The property is controlled by an apparently prudent and 


responsible individual who will undoubtedly continue to provide 


competent management as in the past. 


For the above reasons, it is recommended that Government par .


-ticipation in an exploration project be granted.
